The Presidents of Uganda, Kenya, Ethiopia and South Sudan have arrived in Nairobi for a consultative meeting on the Lamu Port, Southern Sudan-Ethiopia Transport (LAPPSET) corridor project.

The LAPPSET project is expected to foster transport linkage between Kenya and other regional states. 

The project will also promote regional socio-economic development along the transport corridor especially in northern parts of Kenya.

The LAPPSET project, expected to provide competitiveness in global maritime trade and promotion of international trade, is spearheaded by the government of Kenya.
At the same time, the UK Minister for Africa, Mark Simmonds, is calling on all parties to the talks to negotiate in good faith.

This appeal came ahead of the planned resumption of the South Sudan peace talks in Ethiopia.

In a press statement, Mr. Simmonds recognizes the terrible humanitarian consequences if South Sudan’s leaders cannot find a sustainable path to peace.

The UK minister stressed that the talks must go beyond just ceasefires and set the framework for the lasting peace and good governance that South Sudan so desperately needs.
He noted the humanitarian situation in that country is already at crisis point, with more than 1.5 million people displaced.

A team of health officials has travelled to Jonglei State to investigate claims that 30 people have died of cholera. 

Jonglei State Minister of Health, Angok Gordon Kuol, says a team of Doctors without Borders have travelled to the state today to assess the situation in Boma and Mewun.

Gordon:  “There was food distribution. The people who came from Mewun, five of them died. They were having something like fever, and then all of the sudden they died. They were three young children and two elderly women. Later on, when they moved back to Mewun, reports came from there that 25 of them actually died, from different ages. So we organized with MSF Belgium and this mission has started today. Right now they should be in Boma, so that they should be able to collect samples and these samples will be taken to Juba for further analyses.”
More than 80 people have been arrested in Rumbek town for their alleged involvement in criminal activity.

The suspects were arrested in during a three-day security operation in Rumbek Town. 

The Inspector of Police in Rumbek Central County, Mayoum Gop, says the majority of the suspects are linked to elopement and thefts.

Gop: “The number in police this morning was high, eighty-two people arrested, so my officers and investigators went to the custody and I went with them to, just to spate the cases and direct the cases to the prosecutor so that the prosecutor directs them to the court. So we have been busy this morning and that is why you see many people. The complainants are following their cases. Also, we are doing our best to separate cases and take cases into the court.”
In another development, the UNMISS police commissioner, Fred Yiga, says the rate of crime in the Protection of Civilian sites has seen a steady drop. 

Addressing a news conference in Juba this afternoon, the UN police commissioner said crimes registered in IDP camps range from child and drug abuse, to thefts and murder.

Yiga: “Crime patterns within the PoC sites, and if we don’t get reorganized further issues will develop. This is exactly what is going in the PoC sites. There is abuse. I am grown up, you’re just a child, get out of my way. That is abuse. There is alcohol consumption. Right now the number s have dropped. If you looked at Malakal, there could be only about eight. If you go to Bentiu, there could be about five. If you go to Bor, there could be about three because we have become very vigilant.”

About 400 cases have been registered, since thousands of people sought shelter in the UN bases following the outbreak of the conflict in December last year.
A day after he was officially appointed Chief Administrator for Greater Pibor Area, David Yau Yau tells Radio Miraya that peace and stability remain a key priority for his administration. 

David Yau Yau, says a team will travel to Greater Pibor soon to raise awareness about peace. 

Yau Yau: “We are going to go down and preach over to the locals that this is time for peace and we need to stay in harmony with the neighbouring communities. And we can move from there to the other just as simple as that. The top priority that we are going to handle is to stabilize the insecurity within the administrative area and that will be disseminated along our neigbouring community. That will allow us to move to the next phase which is the developmental part.” 

On Wednesday, President Salva Kiir Mayardit appointed the leader of South Sudan Democratic Movement Cobra Faction David Yau Yau as the Chief Administrative for Greater Pibor Area. 

The Presidential decree, read on South Sudan Radio, also names seven counties for Greater Pibor Administrative Area. 

The seven counties are Pibor, Pochala North, Pochala South, Boma, Likwangole, Pertet and Gumuruk. 
In foreign news

Sierra Leone's president, Ernest Bai Koroma, has declared a state of emergency to help the country deal with the worst ever outbreak of the Ebola virus.

During the state of emergency, the government will areas where the disease is found, restrict public meetings, search houses to identify infected people and update procedures for passengers at the country's main airport.
The measures will be in place for two to three months. 

On Wednesday, Liberia announced its own measures to try to combat the outbreak, including closing schools across the country and placing non-essential government workers on mandatory leave for 30 days.

The World Health Organization says Ebola has killed nearly 700 people since the outbreak began in February.
