An aerial attack has been reported in Raja County, Western Barh el Ghazal State.
The State Minister for Information, Mary Karlino says more than 20 bombs were dropped in a civilian area of Daleba payam.  
Karlino accuses the Khartoum government of carrying out the attack.  
Details of casualties and damages are yet to be verified.  
The minister says the attack took place on Tuesday afternoon

“At around one thirty two pm, an air forces from the government of Sudan attacked the Headquarter of Daleba Payam in Raja county by twenty four bombs. According to the report of the commissioner of Raja County, the Sudanese Air forces are still flying over the place. The SPLA present in Raja were unable to go and assess the damage because of the security situation. We as the government of WBGS condemn the continuation of bombs in Raja from time to time”.

The Sudanese army is yet respond.
The UN Protection of civilian site in Malakal, Upper Nile State has received an influx of four thousand five hundred people seeking safety.  
The new arrivals follow recent inter-ethnic clashes in the Fashoda-Akoka area, bringing the number of IDPs in the Malakal site to close to 26-thousand.  
UNMISS acting state coordinator in Upper Nile; Hastings Amurani Phiri says the displaced persons, mostly women and children, are being accommodated in the camp. 
Phiri says security has been beefed up at the civilian site.

“I think what triggered the floor to the protection of civilian site was when  the clashes happened in Fashoda-Akoka area this may  influence clashes  again in Malakal town between Dinka and shilluk and it raised a lot of panic and apprehension among the civilians.”

Meanwhile work is under way to extend the protection site and improve the drainage in Malakal and Bentiu - with the onset of the rainy season. Derk Segaar, responsible for management of the protection of civilians’ sites says IDPs in flood prone areas will be moved to better locations.

“Very large construction projects that has been taking place over the last one and in Malakal we are almost ready and we hope to move those who  are still in flood prone areas to move into this new POC areas this month in April ,hopefully just before the rains reach malakal and in Bentiu we are racing against time to get a very large new site as well  with very good drainage as well and we hope to be ready be ready towards the end of April with the site and then move IDPs who were  very much in  flood conditions last year to  move them in to this new site in May.”

The Community Empowerment for Progress Organization, CEPO, will today present a report detailing intimidation against media houses and journalists to the government committee of information and telecommunications. 

The reports cover incidences recorded so far this year and CEPO says they show a clear trend of increasing pressure on press freedom in the country. 

Chairperson of CEPO, Edmond Yakani says they want to determine whether individuals intimidating the press are working in an official or individual capacity.

“There’s a need for us at the current moment to allow the space for people to express themselves. This is what we are doing as an organization in terms of advocacy is now also linking up with our legislators in the committee of information and telecommunication to share with them that look these numbers are increasing and why are these numbers increasing. And can also our state authorities track down the people who are involved in posting this intimidation or harassment. Are they really on duty or they are not on duty? Are they instructed or they are not instructed? Are they directed? So these are things that we need to bring to the attention at legislators and the executive offices of the government.”

Last year, the international press freedom organization Freedom House downgraded South Sudan from ‘partly free’ to ‘not free’ in their 2013 / 14 global press freedom report. 

Foreign Affairs Minister Barnaba Marial Benjamin says the people of South Sudan have a lot to learn from Rwanda’s experience of the 1994 genocide.  

Marial was speaking at an event to mark 21 years since the genocide, that saw the massacre of some 800-thousand Rwandans, which was about 20% of the country’s population.  

He said the people of South Sudan should draw from the Rwandan experiences of reconciliation and rebuilding of the country.

“And indeed to the solidarity between the Republic of Rwanda and Republic of South Sudan,you have taught us what do you do with orphans, what do you do with widows, hot do you do with those who are left behind, what do you do with your ememies,what do you do with those who kill. These are great lessons, I am happy your force commander who is here, the contingent commander Lt  Canal John Muguny  of the wonderful work ,he is doing to represent Rwanda battalion and leading the commanders, so my good friends who are standing there you are welcome in this country because you are contributing and saving life in this country, learning from each other and also making sure that killing in this country, protection of Civilians and many other things is a novel duty that you can do”
The commemoration was organized on Tuesday by Rwandan peacekeepers at the UN Mission in Juba.  Speaking at the same event, the Chairperson of the Rwandan Community in Juba, Geoffrey Ngiru-won-sanga said the people of Rwanda have found a way of dealing with the past.

“We cannot dwell on this history, I called it nasty, is a nasty history, unfortunately we cannot arras it but as the people of Rwanda we have found a way of getting out of it, why because the gravity with which genocide was done left Rwanda almost with Nothing, but problems. Rwandans who were killed left orphans the abled men were killed and they left the old women who were helpless, we commutate so that we return dignity to the people that were killed without were giving them dignity”.

The National Ministry of health has received a donation of 10 ambulances from the World Health Organisation, to strengthen maternal health services.

“We are today handing over ten of the twelves Ambulances that were received early this year to reduce the delay between referral from mothers to health facilities in the country, WHO will be also handing over 288 bicycles also will be provided today, we would like to state that one Toyota land cruiser and 64 bicycles and three Motorbikes will be donated to central Equatoria State, the Eastern Equatoria State with six bicycles four bicycles to the Northern Bahr- El- Ghazal, 18 bicycles to the Western Bahr- El- Ghazal,  and 21 bicycles to the Western Equatoria State”

While receiving the Ambulances, the Undersecretary in the Ministry of Health Dr. Makur Matur Koriom said the vehicles will be distributed to Jonglei, Lakes and Western Equatoria States and the Greater Pibor Administrative Area.

Cattle raiders have attacked Bor County of Jonglei state.

The armed men raided Jale payam and stole more than 100 head of cattle.

This is the first raid reported in Bor County over the past one month.

“The incident occurred at during Easter Sunday celebrations.  No deaths were reported and youth, police and organized forces are still pursuing the attackers.  A total of 112 head of cattle were stolen and none of them has been recovered.  Bor County Commissioner Isaac Mamer Ruk, accuses elements of the David Yau Yau’s Cobra Faction of being behind the attack.  

Clip for Isaac Mamer. “Yesterday on six of April 2015, around six in the evening the raiders from murle attacked Jale payam headquarters and abducted one hundred and twelve herds of cattle, good enough there were no casualties, youth of the area and the organized forces are trying to follow the cattle, we are trying we the Jonglei state government and especially the administration of Bor county, but we are failing due to lack of cooperation with GPAA”

But David Yau Yau’s Advisor on political and Security Affairs in the Greater Pibor Administrative Area Peter Guzulu strongly denies the allegations.  Guzulu says the Cobra Faction group does not steal cattle, and instead arrest cattle raiders.

Clip for Guzulu: “why are we not cooperating? The other time we had a meeting with greater Bor members of parliament including those of honorable Deng Dau , we agreed that we should strengthen our relationship between Jonglei and greater pibor, cobra is like any other regular forces of the SPLA, they cannot raid, and they cannot raid, and they are the one even who are collecting these cattle and give them back to the owners”

The communities of Jonglei and Greater Pibor have in the past traded accusations of cattle raiding.  No arrests have been made, and cases are usually settled ad hoc basis.  I am Chaplain Nemaya for Radio Miraya news. 

Preparations are underway to repair a broken dyke in Twic East County of Jonglei State. 
The authorities in the County say they need three hundred and seventy-five thousand (375,000) pounds to fix a 20 km stretch of the broken barrier. 
Twic East County Commissioner Dau Akoi Jurukuch says the dyke will need to be in place soon - to prevent floods when the rainy season sets in. 
 Jurukuch also says repairs of the main road from Panyagor to Pakeer is in progress.

“The rain that we are receiving here is not too much that will prevent us from grading the road, and of course we have just started, we have just one machine, which is the grader. But there are broken parts of the dyke that is almost twenty kilo; we have a proposal of three hundred and seventy five thousand south Sudanese pounds to repair that twenty kilo.” 

And in regional news, five suspects accused of supplying weapons to the al-Shabab gunmen who killed 148 people at a university campus in Garissa have appeared in court as Kenyans continued to mourn those killed at memorial services and marches.

Reports for media say the suspects were arraigned in a Nairobi court on Tuesday, with the prosecutor granted an additional 30 days to investigate their actions.

Three days of mourning officially came to an end on Tuesday night, when hundreds of people attended a vigil in Nairobi's Freedom Park, where an interim shrine of crosses and candles had been set up.
