An aerial bombardment has been reported in Aweil, Northern Bahr el Ghazal State.  

State authorities say bombs were dropped on Wednesday morning in the area of Nyin Buoli, in Aweil West County.  

Four people were killed and 7 others seriously injured. 
The state’s Deputy Acting Governor, Salva Chol Ayat, confirms the incident and says the planes that carried out the attack appeared to have come from the direction of the Sudan border.  

On Tuesday a similar aerial bombardment was reported in Raja County, Western Bahr el Ghazal State – also blamed on the Sudan Armed Forces. 

The Khartoum government has not responded to the accusations. 
President Salva Kiir has issued an order directing for the immediate eviction of pastoralists that have found their way into areas of Central, Eastern and Western Equatoria States.  
The order announced on South Sudan National Television on Wednesday evening says the herders from Jonglei, Warrap, Lakes States as well as Terekeka County should leave with immediate effect.

The directive comes after persistent complaints from farming communities in the Equatoria region that the herders were destroying their gardens and causing insecurity. 

The Ministries of Defense, Interior and the Veteran’s Affairs and the Wildlife departments have been directed to enforce the order.  
Meanwhile, authorities in Terekeka County in Central Equatoria state will over the weekend host a peace and reconciliation conference for the Mundari community.  

The three- day meeting, starting on Saturday, will include participants from Terekeka, as well as officials from neighboring Lakes and Western Equatoria states.  

The aim of the meeting is to discuss ways of improving relations among the Mundari and with their neighbors. 

Terekeka County Commissioner Jacob Gore says the meeting will be opened by the Central Equatoria State Governor.

Gore: “Yes, the Governor will come because he is a leader of the Mundari community. He will attend in that capacity.  But at the end of the day when we come up with a resolution and the Councilors pass it, then this resolution will reach the Governor’s office and some of them will reach the office of the President.  For example, around Juba and Yei, the cattle that are there are from the three communities of the Mundari, Bor community and Awerial, which means some of the resolutions will reach the President because we need help from the Governor, we need help from our President and we need help from our partners.”
In January this year, communal fighting erupted in Luri and Kworjik villages in Central Equatoria, that led to the death of at least 10 people. 
A military team sent to investigate recent ethnic clashes in Akoka county of Upper Nile State has completed its work.

The high-level delegation was sent from the military headquarters in Bilpham last week, after clashes broke out between youth of the Dinka and Shilluk ethnic groups.  Details of casualties from the fighting are still not clear.  

Upper Nile State Information Minister Peter Hoth Tuach says the team has returned to Juba and is expected to present their findings to the Army General Chief of Staff. 

Hoth Tuach says as part of their investigations, the team met with state officials and representatives from both sides. 

Tuach: “When they first arrived, they met the governor, H.E Simon Kun Pouch, and briefed him about their mission.  After meeting the governor, they went to Akoka to meet the Akoka youth as well as the Fashoda youth – the two warring groups.   After completing meeting the two warring groups, they met Maj Gen Johnson Olwony, so details of their meeting have not been disclosed, and they will hand over their report to the General Chief of Staff who deployed them to the area.” 

The clashes forced an estimated 4,500 people into the UN Protection of Civilians site in Malakal.  The site is now hosting more than 26,000 IDPs. 

A committee is to be formed to investigate a fire that burnt the Ministry of Justice offices in Juba. 

The fire that broke out on Tuesday evening destroyed three prefabricated offices within the Ministry premises.  

There have been no reports of casualties.  Justice Minister Paulino Wonawila confirms the incident and says some important documents were burnt in the blaze.  

Wonawila: “I learned that there were some cases that were burnt. We are still finding out the details.  I have told the undersecretary to form a committee to be headed by someone outside the ministry to identify what happened and those people in those offices have also been told to make a list of things that they were handling that got burnt, but I understand that there were some file cases that might have been burnt.  You will never ever rule out people suspecting something night have been done willfully in order to hide some  evidence but it depended against what kind of evidence are we talking  about.”

A delegation of the Rizeigat nomadic community in Northern Bahr el Ghazal has received 62,000 pounds as blood money from members of the Dinka Malual community, for two members of the Rizeigat community.  
The two were killed in a clash in the Kiir Adem area in 2012. The head of the Rizeigat delegation, Hussein Hassaballa Ahamed, welcomed the compensation and urged the Rizeigat and Dinka Malual to live in peace. 

Ahamed: “Now I have come to Aweil with a delegation of the Rizeigat and I have received blood compensation from Mr. Advisor and the Deputy Governor and now the money is with me. I am the father of the sons and a delegated chief by the Rizeigat. Let these Rizeigat keep their relatives of the Dinka Malual the same coexistence that we lived. We do not know the fight that takes place there and there. We and Dinka are from one thing as now I know how to speak Dinka because somebody looking red like me and knows how to speak if he was not born here, he could not know.”

Meanwhile the Deputy Governor of Northern Bahr el Ghazal State, Salva Chol Ayat, thanked the two communities for settling their differences amicably, and offered the government’s support in assisting both communities live peacefully.  

Ayat: “I want to thank the two sides, the side of the Rizeigat and the side of the Dinka Malual. I thank them because they sat and made their agreement since long time ago and it is not the first to do this and they preserve it, means if the there is mistake, people sit to resolve it. So good luck, keep it like that and we, our message to the paramount chief, we tell him that in accordance with our agreement our citizens have kept this agreement and we as the government, we will stand with what the citizens have agreed, we will stand with it.”

Central Equatoria Ministry of Finance and Economic Planning is working to introduce an electronic payroll system.

The Minister of Finance, Juma David Augustine, says the system will be efficient and ensure that state employees are paid on time. 

Augustine adds this will also help in the identification of ghost names listed on the payroll.
Augustine: “The state Ministry of Finance has got the responsibility to support and facilitate major government interventions which enhance provision of services. Two, the state Ministry of Finance is to ensure that people’s wages are paid in time, which I think we are surely working hard to resolve this, like I have already mentioned about the issues of the payroll system, because we are using a rudimental payroll system, for the pay roll to be prepared in the public service system sometimes take two weeks, even when we have the money to pay salaries. To avoid this we must go the modern.”

Meanwhile the state government is also working on the introduction of a modern electronic tax collection system.

This is expected to be implemented in the next financial year.

A British Royal Air force C130 Hercules airplane will today make its last flight to Malakal. 

The aircraft has been loaned to the UN Mission in South Sudan to transport vital supplies and vehicles to field locations in Upper Nile State.

The use of the aircraft temporarily doubled the airlift capacity of the UN mission to Malakal.

In regional news
Warring factions have signed an agreement that could end fighting in the Central African Republic.  
The agreement between representatives of the Muslim Seleka and largely Christian Anti-Balaka factions was signed in Nairobi, under the mediation of Kenyan President Uhuru Kenyatta.  
The talks held in Kenya since last November have been considered "very controversial” because they do not have the backing of the transitional government in the CAR.
Fighting in the Central African Republic broke out in early 2013 after Seleka forces captured much of the country as former President Francois Bozize fled the country amid allegations of crimes against humanity.
And in sports
South Sudan has been drawn in Group C for the qualifiers of the Africa Cup of Nations tournament.  

The Black Star has been drawn in the same group as Mali, Equatorial Guinea and Benin.

The best 16 teams will take part in the Cup of Nations finals set for January and February next year.  

Meanwhile, Gabon has been selected to host the final tournament. 
The West African nation won a vote by the Confederation of African Football's executive committee in Cairo on Wednesday, beating Algeria and Ghana. 

It will be the second time Gabon will host the Cup of Nations tournament, having previously co-hosted with Equatorial Guinea in 2012. 

Original host Libya withdrew last year from staging the tournament on account of an ongoing civil war that has suspended all football.
