· Four Civilians killed in an aerial bombardment Northern Bahr el Ghazal

Four Civilians have been killed and 7 others injured in an aerial bombardment in Aweil West County of Northern Bahr el Ghazal State, Wednesday morning.

Bombs landed in Nyinbuoli market killing the four, and another bomb killed livestock in Achana Payam also in Aweil West County.

Another bombing was reported in Mayom Angok village in Aweil North, but there were no casualties reported there.  

Speaking to the press in Aweil today, the acting governor, Salva Chol Ayat, accused Sudanese armed forces for the attack. 

Ayat: “The civilians were in the market, and dropped 4 bombs at this area whereby 11 people were victimized. Four of them died and seven with different wounds. Some of them are minor and some are serious injuries.  Among the dead is a family of three members. The women and her children died. Her brother and two children died. Also in the area between Nyinbuoli and Achana bombs were randomly dropped in villages and killed a number of cattle, cows, goats and donkeys. Sudan does not respect the agreements and that is why she committed this inhuman act. On this occasion we, as the government of Northern Bahr el Ghazal state, we condemn this unethical act, and inhuman act from our neighbour Sudan.” 

Sudanese armed forces have not responded to the accusations. 
The Acting Governor says bombing resumed this morning at Mayom Angok of Aweil North County.
Radio Miraya also visited Aweil Civil Hospital and spoke to a 10-year-old girl Adior Akok, who was admitted after she sustained an injury in her jaw during the bombing.

Akok: “Yesterday the plane came from this direction. When we saw it we lay down and it immediately bombed us and bombed another woman. The wives of my uncle died already. The wife of Akok Akuol’s uncle died with her two children. Another woman and two men have died also in my presence.” 
Meanwhile, the government has strongly condemned the aerial bombardment in parts of Northern and Western Bahr- El- Ghazal state allegedly carried out by Sudan.

Addressing Journalists this afternoon in Juba, President Kiir’s spokesperson Ateny wek Ateny, called on UN, Troika and other international bodies to also condemn this act of aggression against South Sudan.

Ateny: “We condemn in the strongest terms possible and therefore call upon the international community and particularly the UN, Troika, EU, AU and IGAD to also condemn this act of aggression from the neighboring country. We are seriously working to bring peace to South Sudan, to the people of South Sudan through IGAD-led mediation, and so we avoid getting into another unprovoked war with any of our six neighbors.”  

Meanwhile Ateny also said that the order issued by the President ordering all cattle from Lakes, Warrap and Jonglei to return to their place of origin came as a result of calls from Greater Equatoria farmers.

Seven people have been killed and four others injured in a cattle raid in Wulu County of Lakes State.  

Authorities say the raiders attacked the Ruop community in Gurmar boma on Wednesday morning and stole an unspecified number of cattle. 

Wulu County Commissioner Benjamin Akol Muorwel says the dead include one of the attackers and six people from the community.  

The commissioner blames the attack on youth from neighboring Cuiebet County. 

Muorwel: “There is an attack from Cueibet youth to Ruop Section who are living around Wulu, the reason for the attack is cattle raiders. They came and took some cows. Then when Ruop youth ran after their cows, they fought and killed six of them and three were wounded. But now our security personnel are on the way looking after them between Wulu and Cueibet where the cows are heading. After that we will take measures.” 

The commissioner says the situation is now calm.  Authorities from Cueibet are yet to respond to the accusations. 

Nearly 10,000 Sudanese refugees in Yida camp in Upper Nile state have been relocated to Ajuang Thok camp.  

UN Refugee agency UNHCR says the refugees were transported over the past three months.  

UNHCR Public Information Officer Rocco Nuri says 85% of those relocated were new arrivals from South Kordofan, fleeing the ongoing violence in the area. 

He notes that Yida camp, being close to the border, is not suitable for the refugees.

Nuri: “This is an issue for us in terms of capacity. The camp initially was planned for 20,000 people and now it is over full capacity. What we are doing now is expanding this camp to accommodate another 20,000 people in coordination with the government of South Sudan and we have been looking into finding another site close to Ajuang Thok to establish a new camp.”

More than 8,000 children have received vaccines in an ongoing measles vaccination campaign at the UN Protection of s site in Bentiu, Unity State.

The campaign targets all children under the age of 15 years, and was launched on early this week, after more than 100 cases were reported in the camp.  

The campaign is being conducted with support from the World Health Organization and UN Children’s Organization UNICEF. 

WHO consultant in Unity state, Geoffrey Salakpi, says the campaign ends on Saturday.  

Salakpi: “Yes, so far we immunized by the 8th. That is the second day. We were able to vaccinate 8,783 children with measles vaccine and we immunized 9,731 Children with OPV. I only informed the mothers and caregivers that they should help to immunize their children and they should attend routine immunization services.”
Radio Miraya spoke with a mother who had taken her child for vaccination.  She urges other parents to do the same.  
Juba City Council is reviewing the use of public land in the city. 

The long-term urban renewal plan will assess properties built on public land, in unsafe areas.

Tata Elisama, a senior Urban Planning consultant at Juba City Council, says many areas of publically owned land such as parks and gardens have been illegally occupied by private dwellings, while many businesses are built in flood-prone areas along the Nile. 

He says the community, politicians and planners need to come together to work for an improved Juba city. 

Elisama: “We have to come with a new plan and then alert the public and say where you have built is not appropriate. The city is going to assess your property and then compensate you and then destroy your building and put in place a proper plan. This is going to maybe include people who have built in front of the Nile. The Nile should have been a million dollar view for the public, for tourists, for everyone to access freely and to spend their time there.” 
And in sports
South Sudan has been drawn in Group C for the qualifiers of the Africa Cup of Nations tournament.  

The Black Star has been drawn in the same group as Mali, Equatorial Guinea and Benin.

The best 16 teams will take part in the Cup of Nations finals set for January and February next year.  

Meanwhile, Gabon have been selected to host the final tournament. 
The West African nation won a vote by the Confederation of African Football's executive committee in Cairo on Wednesday, beating Algeria and Ghana. 

It will be the second time Gabon will host the Cup of Nations tournament, having previously co-hosted with Equatorial Guinea in 2012. 

Original hosts Libya withdrew last year from staging the tournament on account of an ongoing civil war that has suspended all football.
