Residents of Hai Gonya in downtown Juba have been given three days to evacuate their settlements. 

The Ministry of Physical infrastructure, along with a joint military and police force began the evacuation and demolition of the squatter settlement on Monday after government orders to reclaim the public land.

Hundreds of families are affected by the order. 

Residents told our reporter they have been allocated plots of land in Amadi on the outskirts of Juba. 

However many told us they cannot afford to move their belongings there.  

The National Legislative Assembly says it will work with security institutions to ensure law and order across the country.  

The Chairperson of the Assembly’s Committee of Information and Communication, Thomas Wani Kundu, made the comments on Radio Miraya this morning, in relation to increasing reports of crime and insecurity.  

Kundu also said the National Parliament will also support the position of the government in the peace process.

Thomas Wani Kundu: “The top priority is: One we need to reinforce the position of the government on the process of peace which is very important and that was the purpose that led the tenure of the office of the president and the term of the president be extended in order to get peace. Number two, we need security. The stability of security in the country, as you may see that Juba sometimes has a problem – we need to put our hands together as leaders of the people elected by to the parliament by the people. We need to work for their interest to safe guard them.”

The leader of the minority in the parliament, Onyoti Adigo, suggests that the president call a national consensus dialogue of all the stakeholders to discuss and come up with framework for peace. 

Adigo says this should involve all political parties, civil societies, youth, women and religious.

Onyoti Adigo: “There are problems which have been there before the war. We have problems of cattle rustling, border disputes, land grabbling, insecurity and there is corruption, economic…  All this things and foreign policy; these things need people to unite on them so that we have a foundation of good governance, because we need good governance. In fact, there is no good governance. Government is based on service delivery to your people. You need transparency in what you are doing. You need accountability from whoever has made corruption. You need multiparty democracy to bicep every political and civil society to operate normally (and) to have equity distribution of wealth. These things, we need to agree on them.”

The leader of the minority also expressed concern about a budget of 129 million pounds approved by the Council of Ministers to finance the country’s 4th Independence Day celebrations.  

Onyoti says the money should be used save thousands of lives. Thomas Wani Kundu says it is very important to remember the country’s history. 

Alfred Taban, Chairperson of the Association of Media Development in South Sudan says the laws are vital to guide the work of media practitioners in the country. 
Taban was speaking at the opening of a workshop for journalists on the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights in Media Coverage. 

Alfred Taban: “The media laws were signed into laws last year by the president or the year before but implementation has been very slow. In fact, they are not being implemented at all. I am just warning you that even with this training, it will not solve all your problems because without these laws you cannot function properly in your work. So I would like to use this occasion to ask the government, if there are some of their members present here, to implement the media laws.”

At the same training, Chairperson of the Union of Journalists of South Sudan, Oliver Modi noted that efforts to address intimidation and harassment of journalists are bearing fruit.  

Oliver Modi: “So it is a continuous thing in this Country that Journalists have been harassed, Journalists have been arrested, journalists have been intimidated, and so on. And indeed within these days have not heart so far intimidation of journalists and I think that sends a signal that somewhere our dialogues are making impact in the States and I am proud of that”

The four-day training is being conducted by the Human Rights Division of the UN-MISSION in collaboration with UNESCO, the Union of Journalists of South Sudan and Albany Limited.

In a bid to improve security in the Bahr el Ghazal region, the National Police Service is establishing a zonal headquarters in Western Bahr el Ghazal state. 

A building has already been identified in Wau to house the regional Police headquarters.  

Inspector General of Police, Gen. Piang Deng is in Wau for initial meetings with the commissioners of Western Bahr el Ghazal, Northern Bahr el Ghazal, Warrap and Lakes State.  

IGP Gen. Piang Deng says the zonal headquarters will be tasked with coordinating security operations in the four states.

Gen. Piang Deng: "The meeting in fact is just only for the establishment of Bahr Elghazal Zone and this zone has been established but not hundred percent.  So this is why we are coming to discuss it and see also other problems facing states commissioners with their operations in their states and cooperation among the states and the Zone. It is very important for the state if not because of lack of fund; this Zone would have been the most established Zone in South Sudan.”
Two staff and two security guards have been arrested following the theft of more than 37-thousand pounds from the Ministry of Education offices in Lakes State.
The thieves broke into the ministry’s safety deposit box in Rumbek and stole the money on Friday last week.  

The acting Director General in the Ministry, Chol Maker says the money was collected from secondary schools and was meant to be deposited on the ministry’s account.  

Chol says those detained were on duty at the time of the incident.  
Chol Maker: “One policeman, a watchman and two people who were working in the ministry are under investigation.  This money was the collection made at the secondary school and the cashier was supposed to deposit it on the ministry account. According to the cashier, he said he put the money in the chest because we were launching back to learning campaign on Friday and that was the day he was supposed to deposit the money.  He reported 37,873 SSP”. 

In regional news, the United States, Britain and Norway have blasted Sudan for what they call Sudan’s failure to hold free and fair elections.  

The TROIKA states have released a statement saying they “regret the government of Sudan's failure to create a free, fair, and conducive elections environment." 

They blamed low voter turnout on "restrictions on political rights and freedoms" as well as continued fighting in parts of the country. 

President Omar al-Bashir is widely expected to win last week’s vote.  Results are expected on the 27th of this month.  

And an Egyptian court has sentenced former President Mohammed Morsi to 20 years in jail for ordering the arrest and torture of protesters during his rule.

It is the first verdict he has received since his ousting and is one of several trials he faces.

Morsi was deposed by the army in July 2013 following mass street protests against his rule.

Since then, the authorities have banned his Muslim Brotherhood movement and arrested thousands of his supporters.

Most of the other defendants were also given 20-year prison sentences. 
Morsi's legal team has said they will appeal.
