One hundred businesses have been selected to receive capital through a private sector initiative funded by the World Bank. 
The businesses were chosen by the Ministry of Commerce through a stiff competition which required applicants to submit their business plans.  
Another 1200 start-up ventures will receive training on entrepreneurship. 
The undersecretary in the Ministry of Commerce, Biel Jock Thich, says the 100 businesses will receive financing of 1500 dollars each, while the start-up businesses will get one thousand dollars each, in addition to the training. 
Thich says the initiative is meant to boost the private sector as contributors to the economy.  

Jock Thich: “We wish that they take that seriously so that they can employ because we need to get rid of that. We want to work with government. Let us build our country. Building a country involve a private sector. My ministry here will work very hard to make sure that the private sector goal is realized because that is where as a country we will grow economically and we will also have a population that have access to financial institutions.”

Authorities in Western Bahr el Ghazal say there has been a noted improvement in security in Wau town, ever since the state governor ordered security organs to shoot criminals on sight.  
Governor Rizik Hasan met with the organized forces and government officials to evaluate the performance of night patrol teams. 
During the meeting it was revealed that just over 70 robbers were arrested by night patrols in Wau town since the order was given in June. Rizik has directed the Police commissioner to reinforce night patrols. 

Rizik Zakaria: “We are happy because you are up to the responsibility, and in the period of one month and ten days that you have covered, the rate of crimes has decreased in Wau. The report that was presented that you have arrested 71 criminals, if you had not arrested them, we would have many crimes and there was going to be loss of trust from the citizens. We as government, our first priority is that there should be security in the country. If there is no security the citizen will think about how to protect themselves or leave the country, but because of you and your work, Wau has not become only the headquarters of Western Bahr el Ghazal, but the second city in South Sudan. Here we have citizens from Bahr el Ghazal, Bentiu, Western Equatoria coming to Wau, because you know your job and have created stability in the Country. I will say congratulations to you.”

The UN protection of civilian site in Malakal, Upper Nile has received an influx of displaced persons.  
Estimates put the figure as high as 6000 people coming in from the Wau Chollo area.  
The IDPs say they were forced to leave their homes on account of hunger and food shortages.  The IDPs who spoke to Radio Miraya said they are in need of food, shelter and medical assistance.  

The acting UNMISS State Coordinator, Isiaka Adesola Abolurin, said the mission is working with humanitarian partners to provide assistance to the new arrivals.  

Adesola Abolurin: “UNMISS’s role or mandate is protection of civilians. We are to provide physical protection to ensure that there is security for all within the POC and outside or Perimeter. We are also to provide space for humanitarian to develop, to put tents. Now for food, water healthcare, belong to the humanitarian community. That’s why we have WFP that provide food, when they provide food, the world vision distribute the food. But UNMISS ensures that, when food is distributed, they have to be there so that there is no fighting.”

Humanitarian organisations are finding it difficult to send humanitarian supplies to Malakal after government restricted the movement of food barges along the River Nile last month.  

An economist and expert on markets notes an urgent need to change cultural perspectives on livestock to improve food security.  
Kennedy Nanga, an economist with the Food and Agricultural Organisation (FAO) says people must begin to appreciate the value of cattle beyond cultural worth.  

Kennedy Nanga: “For cattle, for a food security perspective for South Sudan it is not important and the truth is because of the cultural dimensions, people need to keep it for prestige and also need to use it for dowry and they do not really see livestock as a business.  What is important are the small ruminants, i.e goats but we really need to change how we look at it because if we have neighbouring countries exporting huge numbers of livestock, and getting value-money for it, what would be the need of keeping huge herds? What we need is manageable herds which are sustainable and we can sell the rest.”
Nanga gives a brief outlook on market trends and what to expect in the next few months.  

Kennedy Nanga: “This is regional; in Greater Bahr el Ghazal, most of the production is not yet in the markets and we see high prices now. If we look at Greater Equatoria, we have some early harvests and we have seen an immediate shift in prices going down particularly in Juba and most markets of Greater Equatoria.  In Greater Upper Nile because of the situation there prices are extremely high and of course up to AROUND August-September we expect prices to go up and we know consumers are feeling the pressure which is also increasing the cost of living.”

A chief and his wife have been shot dead in Bor County, Jonglei state.  
Chief Kwai Ayuen and his wife were murdered late last night at their home in Jale payam. 
County authorities suspect armed cattle raiders were behind the incident.   Bor County commissioner, Isaac Mamer Ruuk says the attackers left without taking anything.  Ruuk explains what happened.  

Mamer Ruuk: “The incident happened in Jale payam, some raiders entered to the village and started firing the house of the chief and they killed the chief Kwai Ayuen together with his wife, they ran away they left everything in the huouse. This morning the SPLA forces in Jele tried to follow the footsteps, and the police commissioner major general Thukul Ayom this morning sent in another force of police which is composed of CID to go and investigate.”

Staying in Jonglei, heavy rain has disrupted traffic along the main road between Bor and Twic East counties.  
The rain has made the road impassable, limiting movement and the transportation of commodities. 
Authorities say the only way of accessing Twic East from Bor is by motorcycle and air. 
Twic East County Commissioner Dau Akoi Jurukuch says the poor state of the road has caused high prices of commodities in Panyagor main market. 

Dau Akoi: “The road now becomes eroded by water, and is really muddy, the prices are shooting up, like soda, the can of soda usually is three pound or if expensive it goes to four, but now it is seven pounds. This issue of the road is well known there is no solution about it. If you want to travel, the other traders are now trying to come by river up to Zam-zam.”

Youth in South Sudan have been encouraged to play their individual roles in finding peace in the country.

The call was made during an inter-generation dialogue to search for home grown approaches to overcome conflicts in South Sudan. 
Addressing the participants, Ferdinand Von Habsburg from the Swiss Embassy says people should look for a peaceful way to co-exist. 
Ferdinand who is also a technical advisor to the committee of peace and reconciliation reiterated the support of the Swiss government to the people of South Sudan.

Ferdinand Von Habsburg: “We are struggling to hold together as human beings all over the world and especially here in South Sudan I think for me I here two narratives in South Sudan. There is narrative of war and there is a narrative for peace and we can really simplify that and I think here we are making a space where people will make their voices heard because people are looking for peace not pieces – peace.”

The executive director of the South Sudan Youth for Peace and Development Organization, Augustino Deng Alier, says the dialogue aims to bring the youth, women, MPS and other stakeholder to interact and share experiences.

Augustino Deng Alier: “We come together and sit together and try to dialogue, get ways how we can overcome our own problems and overcome issues and development may the country when we get together in a dialogue that is why we chose inter generation dialogue is one of our core principles in our organization to make us push together because you can’t make peace without healing the mind of people.”
A two day workshop on child protection has opened in Tonj South County, Warrap State. 
Participants are being made aware of the dangers of early marriage and child abuse. 
They are also looking at ways of strengthening the monitoring and prevention of violations committed against children in conflict. 
Tonj South County commissioner, William Wol Mayom says the forum has attracted 25 participants from across the county.  

William Wol Mayom: “So that training will take two days and I official open this workshop today, I have brought participants from different categories; we have women representatives, youth representative, and cattle keepers’ representative plus chiefs – this workshop is to target child right in our community, so I have officially opened it and to me as a government is also very important because we have signed many treaties as new nation and we have to be abide by these treaties. I expressed my views to them before that we must disseminate the information of child right to our community.”

The workshop is being facilitated by the child protection unit of the UN Mission (UNMISS). 
And, 100 hundred Somali refugees living in Kenya have been voluntarily repatriated according to the UN Refugee Agency UNHCR. 
The refugees were flown to the Somali capital Mogadishu on Wednesday from Dadaab camp. 
In April, the Kenyan government had said it wanted to close the camp, but it remains open for now. 
UNHCR spokesperson in Kenya, Emmanuel Nyabera says only a small number have decided to go home. Kenya hosts more than 470,000 Somali refugees, the majority of whom are in the large Dadaab refugee complex in the north-east of the country.
