The South Sudan Law Review Commission is reviewing eight laws with an aim of making them more applicable to current realities.  
The laws selected include the Local Government act of 2009, the Evidence act 2006, the Penal Code 2008 and the Criminal Procedure act of 2007. 
Others are the Code of Civil Procedure 2008, the Code of Criminal Procedure 2008, the Judiciary act 2008, and the Judicial Service Council act also of 2008. 
Acting Chairperson of the Law Review Commission, Martinson Mathew Oturomoi, says the commission has also initiated the drafting of new laws, including the Legal Aid Bill and the Law Revision Bill. 
Oturomoi explains why the review process is being undertaken. 

Oturomoi: “The idea of choosing these laws is when I talk of criminal act and civil procedure, these are laws of general application. They apply to everybody, so this becomes a priority, and the fact is that when we pass both of these laws -- you can see the laws of up to 2009 were before we became independent and we are applying them so these laws have become a bit inconsistent with the political realities. Now we are a country and the laws are still referring to even the supreme courts of the Republic of Sudan. They are in our laws, so these are the laws; we want to clean them up so that we remove those provisions that are inconsistent with the current reality.”

Oturomoi says the laws all date pre independence and need to be amended to eliminate inconsistencies and consolidate them into the existing systems.

The Deputy speaker of the National Youth Council says funding constraints are making it difficult for the Council to convene its first meeting.  
Lotio Paul Abbass says the convention is meant to be held this month to bring together youth from the counties to discuss policies that concern them. 
Abbass says the Council is still looking for funding.  

Abbass: “The constitution was passed in the last convention which needed to be adopted by the members of the council. If it is not adopted it will be very difficult to be in full operation. Then adoption of the conduct of business regulations for the council also required participation of all these members. We need also to rectify the national youth charter that describes the interests of the youth within the issue of governance. So, all these are very crucial to convene that meeting. We are struggling to make sure that we meet. So, any assistance that can be rendered toward this noble call for the youth. We appeal to the entire nation to support this programme.”       

The National Youth Council is the highest organ of the National Youth Union and is mandated with implementing programs for youth across the country.  
Authorities in Jonglei state say the insecurity that has been experienced in Bor town over the past few days is being caused by SPLA soldiers who have deserted their positions.  
State officials have met with SPLA Division 8 commanders seeking full authority to enforce emergency measures to deal with the errant soldiers.  State Information Minister Jodi Jonglei Boyoris says a number of the soldiers left the frontlines in the Pajut area and are hiding among communities in Bor.  Boyoris says the deserters have been breaking into homes and looting at night.  

Boyoris: “This insecurity is caused by deserters, and they actually caused a lot of insecurity in Bor town. The insecurity they caused in Bor town, they are disturbing civilians at night time, and they come to their houses knocking doors, entering in, sometimes killing people, and sometimes injuring people. Exactly what happened in Juba is what is happening in Bor here. The security committee should be given full authority to take measures in order to take full security in Jonglei state.”

In Western Equatoria, investigations are underway into the brutal murder of a police officer and his wife. 

1st Lieutenant Silvano Bobojo and his wife were found shot and burnt at their home in Ibba County last Friday. 

Ibba County Commissioner, Bridget Nagomoro says no arrests have been made as investigations continue.  Nagomoro explains what happened.  
Nagomoro: “People or somebody we do not know went and shot him with the wife inside and both of them died and then the remains, maybe on the grass, came out closed the door and set fire. Both of them got burnt beyond recognition. So up to now we do not know exactly who did it. That is the task given to security organs and they are committed and are working on that.”

The Head of the UN Mission in South Sudan has visited Warrap in her maiden trip to the state since taking office.  
Ellen Margrethe Loej met with State Governor Nyandeng Malek Dielic, who briefed her on developments in the state.  Nyandeng says the meeting highlighted inter-communal tensions in Gogrial West and Gogrial East counties as well as other issues. 

Dielic: “We had a very good meeting highlighting every area of concern like the security, which I briefed her that I have a conflict between two sections, one of Gogrial East and Gogrial West. We also talked about the food security gap and also we touched on the IGAD, what is happening in Addis and many others issues. So it is a good day that the head of the mission is here to see how we are coordinating also with her office in Warrap state, which is very good. Our relationship is very good in terms of doing things together.”

Ms. Ellen Margrethe Loej appreciated the development efforts in the state and called for an end to the inter-communal fighting.  Loejj said a final agreement in Addis Ababa is most vital. 

Loej: “We also had an opportunity to hear the position on Addis talks and I can only say that I honestly believe for the sake of South Sudanese men and women and children we need a peace agreement sooner rather than later. So we hope that the parties this time around will agree to a peace agreement so that fighting can stop and we can focus on all the others challenges in South Sudan, including challenges here in Warrap state in terms of inter-communal disputes, in terms of ensuring that children, including girls, get the opportunity to go to school and to stay in school.”

Authorities in Wau, Western Bahr el Ghazal, have arrested another seven criminals in a security operation in the town.  
The suspects were found in the possession of two stolen motorcycles, chairs, and tools which police suspect they used to break into peoples’ homes and shops.  
Colonel Salah Issa, commander of the night patrol unit in Wau, says areas with increased criminal activities have been identified and will be secured. 

Wondi’s report:
In the period of two days, from Saturday, the Night Patrol was able to arrest seven criminals, out of which five were in Bagari-Jedid and two in Bar-Shergi. They were caught red-handed with two motorcycles, some chairs and with them also were tools they use for breaking doors like a pix and hammer. Col. Salah Issa, in charge of Night patrol in Wau, confirmed to us that these criminals will be taken to court. He also says security has improved in Wau following the change in the strategy of Night patrol.”

The security operation was launched just over a month ago to address a sharp increase in robberies, thefts and rape ion Wau town. 
And elsewhere, Nigeria’s President Muhammadu Buhari has appointed an anti-corruption committee to advise him on how best to tackle corruption and reform the legal system.

The seven-member Presidential Advisory Committee on Anti-Corruption is mostly made up of academics.

Mr. Buhari was elected in May, largely on a promise to tackle corruption.

He has said he believes government officials have stolen about 150 billion US dollars from public coffers over the past 10 years.
