The Union of Journalists of South Sudan is calling for a swift investigation into the murder of a journalist in Juba.  
The body of Peter Moi Julius was found this morning riddled with gunshot wounds near his home in Jebel.  
Oliver Modi, Chairperson of the Union of Journalists of South Sudan is asking the government to conduct a swift investigation to hold the perpetrators accountable.

“I appeal to the government of South Sudan and the security to investigate so that the people responsible can be brought to book.  We are peaceful people; we are not against anybody in South Sudan.  Our work is universal responsibility that journalists are to make sure they tell the truth to the people in South Sudan”. 
Peter Moi Julius was political science student at the University of Juba. He worked with the Citizen and New Nation newspapers.  At the time of his death he was a journalist with the Corporate Newspaper.

The African Union High Representative for South Sudan has arrived in Juba. 
Alpha Oumar Konaré touched down at Juba airport this morning, and is expected to meet with President Salva Kiir.  The peace process and the IGAD-plus compromise peace proposal are expected to feature high on the agenda. 
Alpha Oumar Konaré, also former President of Mali was appointed the African Union special envoy to South Sudan in June this year.  
His role is to facilitate a collective and coordinated African action, in the search for a negotiated solution to the crisis.  

The United States government has circulated a UN Security Council draft resolution proposing new sanctions on South Sudan.  
The sanctions call for an arms embargo and additional sanctions if a deal is not signed after 15 day consultation period granted to the government.  
This comes after President Salva Kiir declined to sign a peace deal by the August 17th deadline set by IGAD mediators.  
Reports quote Britain’s deputy ambassador to the UN Peter Wilson as saying the Security Council is expected to vote on the resolution “as soon as possible.” 
Currently, three army and three opposition commanders are under UN-imposed sanctions, including asset freezes and travel bans.

The government has described efforts by the United States government to impose targeted sanctions as ‘unfortunate’.  Speaking on Radio Miraya, deputy foreign affairs Minister Peter Bashir Gbandi said the government remains committed to the peace process and President Salva Kiir is working to ensure a peace deal is signed.

“It is an unfortunate and premature decision by the American government which we look to as a very close ally who have been supportive to the government and the people of South Sudan.  What I want to reiterate here is clearly that the government has never refused to sign the peace agreement, the ownership of the peace has to be with the people of south Sudan and since there were some proposals which were brought into the compromise agreement, the government felt it was important for it to bring it back to the constituencies so the people can have their own opinion and I am sure the President is going to sign this peace so that the ownership is with the people of South Sudan.” 

Gbandi says the 15 days of consultations have already begun and that President Kiir is also expected to address the nation tomorrow at John Garang Mausoleum.

“It has already started, ofcourse it has already started and hopefully I expect the President to address the nation because this is a national priority and definitely the President will have a very good message for the people of South Sudan.  So I promise the people of South Sudan that we will celebrate peace together, very soon, very soon, very soon”.

Commodity prices have shot up in Warrap State.  Our reporter in Kuajock, Manyang Mayom tells us the price of meat has reached 25 pounds a kilo while a small bottle of water has gone up from 1 pound to 3 pounds.  

The price of building hardware has also risen; with a kilo of nails costing 50 pounds and a bag of cement as much as 500 pounds.  

Manyang Mayom says the business community is complaining of multiple-taxation and a shortage of dollars.

“The thing that they are complaining about is the issue of taxation.  They say they are paying double tax from all borders, from Uganda into CES, Lakes State, WBeG where they pay at road blocks.  And when they reach the state where they belong, they are taxed also. So they calculate all taxes and put them on the prices, the state prices, especially the Ministry of finance when you ask what is happening they say they do not tax them highly. And the issue of dollar also is forcing them to put things high.  So the businesspeople they mostly say the road must be priority number 1. Without the road being improved, prices will not improve and this issue of double tax will be a second priority which people can discuss”. 

A new solar powered water system has been launched in Malith village in Rumbek East county, Lakes state. The water system was donated to the community by the UN Mission in South Sudan.

Yom Marik, a member of the Lakes state water management committee, says the solar powered water system is expected to produce 5 thousand liters of water per day.  

Lakes State Director of Water, Barnaba Makuac Magol says constant water supplies in Malith village will help stem the water related disputes that have been common in the area

“ I am happy with UNMISS, we are together handing over the small water distribution system which has been constructed here and the capacity of the Tank is five thousand liters , this project it will serves community , in dry season like those water kiosks, the women will makes vegetable gardens in the dry season to supply to their families.” 

United Nations Mission in South Sudan, UNMISS and humanitarian partners in Malakal have started relocating more than 10 thousand new IDPs to a contingency area in the UN base.

The IDPs mostly from Panyikang, Fashoda, and Makal counties in Upper Nile State are currently living in irregular shelters where the conditions remain poor.  

The head of UNOCHA sub office in Malakal Kenneth Rogers, says the relocation process is  expected to end mid-September.

Rogers said more than 40 shelters have already been pitched in the contingency area, and humanitarian partners and UNMISS are working around the clock to speed up construction of more shelters.

The Protection of civilian site in Malakal has seen an influx of new arrivals, most of them driven out of their homes by food shortages. 
And in regional news, Burundi President Pierre Nkuruzinza has been sworn into office.  
Nkuruzinza took his oath for a controversial third term in office in the capital Burundi.  

In his inauguration speech, Mr Nkurunziza promised to end the violence within two months.

Notably no foreign head of state attended the inauguration.
