Civil society groups held a peaceful demonstration in Lakes State, protesting against a proposal that would demote Vice President Wani Igga.  
The proposal by IGAD mediators suggests the installation of opposition leader as first Vice President.  
Civil society activists, women and youth marched on the streets of Rumbek and handed a petition to the United Nations Mission – UNMISS.  
Cirilo Thuc Majok, a civil society representative, presented the petition.

“The IGAD lead peace initiative should not be derailed from bringing any very lasting peace in South Sudan, that the power should be transfer through democratic mean not through violence. Any genuine peace deal can be reached without creating other problem in the country. That his Excellency Wani Igga position as Vice President is un-compromisable.  We civil society organization network represented by Youth, Women, Political parties, traditional leaders strongly condemn and denounces in strongest term the possible recent proposal by IGAD Mediating teams which called for the leadership structure to compromise of First Vice President from the SPLM-in Opposition.

UNMISS State Coordinator in Lakes State, Kwame Dwamena received petition paper and said UNMISS will pass their petition to the responsible authorities. 
Youth from the Equatoria region are calling for a positive and peaceful solution to the ongoing conflict in South Sudan. 

The Equatoria Youth Association has also rejected the power sharing proposal from the Intergovernmental Authority on development, IGAD, to appoint Riek Machar in the position of first vice president in the still to be finalized Transitional Government of National Unity. 

The president of the association Daniel Abosh Ali says this role should remain with an Equatorian and peace should not be enforced on the country.

One thing the mediators have to consider is that we want a peace that acceptable to the people of south Sudan. The peace that is owned by the people of south Sudan, we don’t want that peace that is enforced on the people of south Sudan. Well we will continue to push because this is a negotiation what we need we will continue to push peacefully to insure that the position of the first vice president remains for Equatorians peacefully we will achieve that. 

The government of Tanzania has donated an assortment of food items to communities displaced by conflict. 

The 250 metric tons of sorghum and maize will be distributed to displaced people in Upper Nile state and other areas, in urgent need of humanitarian assistance.  

The National Minister of Agriculture Beda Machar says arrangements are underway to transport the cereals.

“The government now trying its level best to go to Tanzania the government representatives will to be headed by the ministry of Agriculture ministry of Humanitarian affairs and other ministries to go and make coordination write cooperation agreement between the governments of Tanzania Ministry of Agriculture of Tanzania and the Ministry of Agriculture of South Sudan so we shall be working together these 500 metric tons are going to  be brought hopefully they will be in even before march and that will be the right time this food will go those people and the situation will be rescued”.

Officials in Maban County of Upper Nile State are calling for assistance for more than six thousand people displaced following clashes in Jamam. 

The communities were displaced following fighting between government and opposition forces in the Jamam area in December.  

Timothy Niew, the commissioner of Maban County said citizens have been displaced to Panchieu and Hufra.

“The total number in Pankika and Hufra is 6350, and there are others uncounted. Most of the returnees to Jamam are men; women did not return. As for those coming from Panchieu we have registration processes to identify their number and they also need food and drugs. Those coming from Pankika and Hufra received some aid, but those coming from Panchieu to Dagij did not receive any support.” 

Elections for the South Sudan Bar Association have been rescheduled for Monday next week 

This comes after the court of appeal for the Equatoria Judicial circle ruled out a case of illegality against the Bar association committee which had stalled the process.  

Spokesman for the bar association electoral committee Peter Matthias says they are arranging for lawyers from the states to attend the elections

“Yesterday the high electoral committee for the bar association in south Sudan held a an extra ordinary meeting and has taken a number of decisions and particularly that our concern, is conducting the elections or rescheduling the elections for bar association on 9th February next Monday by will of God now we are arranging on how we can bring in lawyers from the states and we assure that the elections will take place on 9th this month.”

United Nations Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon has warned the country’s leaders that they must put the interests of their people above their own, if lasting peace is to be achieved. 

Ban welcomes the latest cease-fire agreement between the warring sides but regrets that they haven't agreed on a way to share power. 

The Secretary General urges President Salva Kiir and opposition leader Riek Machar to prepare for the next round of talks with the intent to quickly end the conflict.

I-van Simonovic, the United Nations Assistant Secretary General for Human Rights has visited communities displaced by the conflict in Unity State. 
Simonovic visited a site at Bentiu Hospital where human rights violations were committed during the conflict. 
He also met with IDP women representatives at the UN Protection of Civilian Site – and he said he heard personal accounts of human rights violations.

“What I am hearing is from this all women violation they have been subjected to and the difficulties they are facing in the camp. None of that is possible to end without peace. So leaders should listen to their people”.  

Simonovic held discussion with government officials and met with opposition representatives in – Nhialdiu, an area under opposition control.
A peace and reconciliation drive is underway among communities in Kajo-Keji and Uganda’s Moyo district. 

This comes after at least 15 people were killed in ‘tit-for-tat’ attacks between the Kuku and Ma’di communities in September last year. 

Members of the civil society and the South Sudan Council of Churches are meeting with different groups including local leaders, women, youth and religious leaders to find ways of enabling the two communities to co-exist peacefully.  

Dabe Francis Elisama, is the Director of Save Hope Organization, one of the NGOs facilitating the reconciliation drive.

“What I really anticipate from this community the way they were trying to deliberate from the beginning is to explore some ways of coming together with their brothers and sisters from the other side of Moyo as because they know very well that since long in history they have stayed together, they have intermarried. Some clans in Kajo-Keji trace their background to have come from the Ma’di region and equally the other side of Ma’di also traces some of their clans to come from the Kajo-Keji community. So this long history of being one people in terms of history, in terms of culture, in terms of geography is the most binding stones that they feel it is difficult for them to cut. But whatever happened last year in September was uncalled for.”

An assessment team deployed to establish the needs of communities displaced following last Sunday’s attack in Jalle payam, Jonglei State says up to 200 households were destroyed by the attackers.  

The team from the South Sudan Red Cross visited Jalle on Tuesday and found that the women and children, who fled, were sleeping out in the open in nearby swamps. 

Director of the South Sudan Red Cross in Bor, David Gai Deer is appealing to humanitarian agencies to provide assistance.

“There is no food the food is burnt in the houses now they are left with nothing to eat there is also a problem who are sleeping because all the houses were burnt down, so what can we do with this children who are sleeping under the tree now, so now we are left with two choices whether the children will sleep under the trees or continue sleeping in the swamp areas so this is devastating and this is humanitarian issues so am really appealing to humanitarian families to make a double efforts to make sure that the communities of Jalle payam are being assisted urgently as soon as possible we are going to continue advocating  on behalf of the communities to make sure that also the assistant is delivered to this people urgently as soon as possible”

Security is being stepped up in Warrap after 5 people were kidnapped and killed in Tonj North County.  

The Police commissioner, Maj-Gen Peter Mading Duor says the 5 were abducted in Akop payam on Monday, by men who appeared to be wearing military uniforms.  

Mading Duor says the areas bordering Unity State have been secured. 
The Police commissioner is calling on state authorities to ensure the deployment of SPLA forces to protect civilians in the areas of Akop, Gogrial East, Twic and Luangjang. 

Results of the Central Equatoria State Primary Leaving Examinations have been released with a noted decline in performance compared to last year. 

The State Minister of Education, Gambu Wani Latio said 67.9 percent of the students passed the exams compared to a pass rate of 79 percent in 2014. 

Wani said despite the fall in pass rate, 6,000 of the 10-thousand pupils who sat the papers passed.

The number of student who sat was ten thousand two hundred and sixety nine,the number passed six thousand nine hundred and eighty one,that represent the sixty seven point nine percent, comparing to,to last year for example, last year we had a passing percentage of seventy nine, and that means we have a drop, that drop we will have to find out as a ministry why instead of improving we seems to be deteriorating. 

The best female came from JCC with 91percent while the best male student was from Seventh day Juba with 93.6%.
