South Sudan and Uganda have renewed a military agreement that extends the presence of Ugandan troops in South Sudan.

Under the agreement, troops of the Uganda People’s Defence Forces, the UPDF, will stay in the country for a further four months to support the SPLA.

The deal was signed between The Minister of Defence Kuol Manyang Juuk, and his Ugandan counterpart Dr Chrispus Kiyonga in Kampala. 

Defence Minister Kuol Manyang Juuk says the renewal comes after a review of the security situation.

“We gave them an assessment of the situation from our part and we have stressed that the Ugandan forces must be here; therefore we went and signed and memorandum of understanding for them to stay here for another four months, ending on 13 March, after which we will evaluate the condition once again. These are normal agreements in any country. Any country can sign memorandums with her neigbhours to contribute to security, and this is not the first foreign army here; we have the Ugandan and the American armies in Nzara working with the SPLA to fight the LRA"

The European Union is calling for the international community to be involved in the peace process, citing that there has been little progress towards a peace deal.

In a statement issued in Nairobi, the EU said despite considerable efforts by IGAD mediators, and the apparently successful outcome of the Arusha talks between the SPLM party factions, no tangible progress has been achieved.

In a statement, the European bloc says it is essential that the negotiations are completed no later than March 5. 

The South Sudan Certificate for Secondary School examinations concluded today, with mathematics. 
Nearly 3-thousand students have been sitting the exams over the past three weeks. 

Vice President James Wani Igga, Education Minister John Gai and a delegation from the Ministry of Education visited the Dr John Garang secondary school, in Juba, to witness the students write their final paper.

Vice President Igga noted a need to renovate the school and transform it into a boarding facility.

The State registered a pass rate of more than 70 percent. Girls performed better this year compared to last. 

The State Minister of Education, Adil Athanasio noted the exceptional performance of Jovina John Sabino who was awarded a scholarship by the state government for her exceptional performance.

“Jovana is the only girl in the top ten, Mr. Director General give her the scholarship of the ministry. Two thousand nine hundred thirty eight were those who sat compared to two thousand five hundred and eight last year, there is an addition of four hundred and thirty students. Those who passed are two thousand sixty one and those who failed are eight hundred seventy seven. Boys were one thousand eight hundred eighty five, girls one thousand and four. Boys passed with seventy three percent and girls sixty six percent, compared to last year boys passed with eighty three percent and girls fifty three percent. There is improvement in the standards of girls”

Still in WBeG, State Governor, Rizik Zakaria Hassan, has issued a decree appointing his office manager, Eisa Hussein Iwada, as Commissioner for cabinet Affairs. 

Recently appointed Director General for the ministry of Trade and Cooperative Ms. Monica Sabino Madut, has been relieved and replaced by Joseph Richard Mbuka.

Police have dispersed a group of youth who broke into the stores of the World Food Program in Raja County, Western Bahr el Ghazal State. 

The youth in Dem-Zubeir Payam attempted to steal bags of sorghum and lentils after they disagreed with the amount of rations they were receiving as payment for their work. 

Raja County commissioner, Marodama James Benjamin confirms the incident and says Police intervened and dispersed the looters.

“Injustice in the distribution of sorghum led to disagreement among the group, they opposed that this food for work is not equivalent to the work they have done. They suggested that it should be increased. People were many and protested. The group ran to the stores and looted numbers of bags of sorghum, thirty eight bags and more than twenty bags of lentils. Security forces entered the area, police and army chased the protesters and all the people and now the area is calm”.

A modern health complex has been opened in Kuajok, Warrap State. 
The health center known as “Chief Ayii Madut Ayii Modern Medical Center” is the first private hospital in Warrap. 

The hospital complex valued at more than 2 million US dollars was constructed with support from the family of the late chief Ayii who died in 2013. 

The centers Officer-in-Charge, Akool Ayii Madut Ayii says the facility is equipped with a theater and up to date testing and treatment services.

Then also compared to other checks all our check start from 80 pounds downward including cancer check, ulcers check, any sort of check – so our check are actually simple.

Just days after a deadly cattle raid left six people dead; a fresh attack has been reported in Jalle payam of Jonglei State. 

This raid targeted two different Bomas within Jalle.

In the latest cattle raid, authorities say a group of gun men attacked Mayideng and Akwaiding Bomas within Bor County. The attackers are said to have taken forty five cattle, but no one was wounded. I asked Bor county Commissioner, Isaac Mamer Ruuk to share more details on the latest raid. 

Clip for Isaac Mamer. “The raiders came and stole fifteen herds of cattle in Baidit payam in Mayideng in the same day they also took 30 herds of cattle in Jalle payam of Akwaiding in Jalle Payam, the government is in the position to provide adequate security to the areas affected by this raiding and those IDPs and the government is in position to protect them and humanitarian assistant is on the way also”

Last Sunday attackers burnt more than 70 homes and looted hundreds of cattle. More than eight hundred people who fled the attack are currently camped in Jalle Payam headquarters. Two hundred cattle were recovered by security forces.

Peter Wal Athiu, the state Minister for Local government and Law enforcement in Jonglei says the security situation between government and opposition forces is calm – pointing out that insecurity caused by cattle raids is a worrying concern. 

Clip for Peter Athiu: “The rebels have no activity we can say, but there are other activities like banditry, cattle rustling killing, we use internal emergency of course to protect the civilians by deploying the police and the army to some extend but this is a busy area, still they can come and kill”

The State government in Jonglei is working hard to improve the security of the civilians being displaced and those living in other conflict prone areas north of Jonglei. I am Chaplain Nemaya for Radio Miraya news.

The death toll from latest sectional fighting in Rumbek, in Lakes State has reached 12 with 13 wounded.
The fighting between the Ruop and Kuei communities broke out after a staff member of the State Ministry of Information identified as Mayom Kuc, was killed in his house on Monday, prompting revenge attacks. 
The State Minister of Local government and law enforcement Agency Jok Ayoum Majak, says security reinforcements have been deployed to the area.

“When they clashed , it was almost near the ministry of finance , so myself and security committee including the commissioner of Rumbek Centre , we went to the side to separate them , so we succeed to separate them. Our people are not listening, but what I suggest is that we keep talking, we will keep talking, we will even go to the cattle camps, some people will change their mind, some few people who will remain, repeating the same will be convince in the future, is not easy move, it cannot finish one day, it need time when people go and talk to them, hopefully the will change their minds”.

The United States government is calling for the reopening of The Nation Mirror newspaper. 

The United States Ambassador to South Sudan, Charles Twining visited the newspaper offices in Juba and urged the government to reopen the paper. 

In a meeting with the paper’s Editor-in-Chief, Wol Deng Atak this morning, Twining said he is alarmed by the recent reports of intimidation and harassment of journalists in South Sudan. 

The Nation Mirror was confiscated on Tuesday by National Security Service agents for allegedly publishing anti-government content.
