Three foreign nationals have been injured in a grenade attack in Bor town, Jonglei State. 

Unknown men threw the hand grenade into Marol market, hitting a supermarket owned by Eritreans, injuring two men and one woman. 

Jonglei State Police Commissioner Major General Thukul Ayom says the wounded are receiving treatment at a private clinic in Bor market. 

Ayom says investigations into the incident are ongoing. 

Maj. Gen. Thukul: “Around ten o’clock in the evening, the Eritreans wanted to close their supermarket. Their generator was not working so they used a candle. When they came out of their shop, somebody and threw a hand grenade while they were sitting at the verandah. They were hurt – three of them, two men and one lady – and were rushed to a hospital. We went there so they are being treated now.”
Two months ago traders in Bor protested after four Ugandan businessmen were shot dead in Bor market. 

An estimated 6,000 people who fled on account of the insecurity in Rumbek East, in Lakes State have returned to their original homes. 

The displaced left four villages in Adol last December and have been settled in Pagang. They have now been forced to leave Pagang after flooding destroyed their homesteads and property. 

Madhieu Makuac Adhil, a member of the Lakes State Legislative Assembly says the communities are in urgent need of humanitarian assistance. 

Madhieu Makuac Adhil: “They were displaced by the floods and … there was also insecurity. Now this community decided to go back and resettled in their home land - that is their original land, their ancestral land. Now there are problems they are facing today as we saw them: They don’t have water because the water is not actually clean water and they are sharing the same water with animals which can be also a cause of water borne diseases. The population I got today can be could be around 6000; that is around 500 to 600 households.”
The police have received 14 motorcycles to respond to gender based violence emergencies.  

The four wheel bikes, also known as quad bikes will be distributed in the five states of Central, Eastern and Western Equatoria, Lakes and Western Bahr el Ghazal.  

They were donated by UN Women’s organization UN Women. 

Inspector General of Police, Pieng Deng Kuol, says the bikes will help the police pursue criminals in areas inaccessible by cars. 

Gen. Pieng: “In Juba here you know that there are many areas that where the cars cannot reach and these are now the areas where the criminals hid because they always go to commit crime and run to that place so that they are not followed because there are no roads. I hope that with these types of bikes we will be able to reach criminals everywhere I know that they are few but I am sure they can do a lot.’’

Governors of six states have met with Kenyan President Uhuru Kenyatta in Nairobi.

The Governor’s delegation is chaired by Central Equatoria State Governor Clement Wani Konga and includes the governors of Eastern and Western Equatoria, Western Bahr el Ghazal, Northern Bahr el Ghazal and Upper Nile states.  

The Governors told President Kenyatta that Kenya is best placed to engage the warring factions considering its historical interaction with the country and its neutrality in the affairs of the nation. 

The Kenyan President cautioned the governors that failure in the implementation of the peace process is not an option. 

President Kenyatta, who is also the Inter-Governmental Authority on Development (IGAD) rapporteur of the South Sudan peace process, lamented that it was unfortunate that leaders have not honoured and fully embraced the agreements they have signed. 

The Upper Nile State government has ordered for the immediate closure of all illegal checkpoints between Malakal and Renk.  

This comes after complaints that the checkpoints were hindering the delivery of much needed assistance to communities affected by the conflict in Malakal.  

Deputy Governor Auer Daw akang says a committee has been set up to close down the checkpoints and stop the collection of illegal taxes.
Disputes between pastoralists and farmers is one of the major concerns of communities in Tore payam of Yei County in Central Equatopria State.  
Members of Parliament from the State Assembly embarked on a seven-day tour of payams to establish the challenges facing the communities.  
During the tour, the herders agreed to keep their animals away from farms. Bidali Comas, the Commissioner of Yei County led the team on the assessment mission. 

Bidali Comas: “In Yei River County, predominantly the natives are farmers.  Then the two communities in life conventionally they cannot stay together peacefully, so we also asked our people to let them the way to get back to their places as they have also agreed with us in peaceful way without any friction and it is working.  A number of crowds have already left we also asked those whose cattle caused destruction to compensate the owners who have lost farm items.”

Commissioner Bidali Cosmas says state authorities will work on widening its revenue base to be able to provide the required services to the people. 

Bidali Cosmas: “One we are putting in place measures in which we want minimize tax evasion by some individuals business entities do that we are not robbed of our revenue then secondly we are trying to emphasize on increase in agricultural production so that we empower the citizens in terms of adequate income thirdly we are also trying to organize land as their resource they add value to it that can be able to help them attract investors into the area which we believe the resultant effect  in the end is  money or revenue getting into the county “

In foreign news, a court in Egypt has ordered the release on bail of two Al Jazeera journalists being retried for allegedly aiding the banned Muslim Brotherhood.

Mohamed Fahmy and Baher Mohamed were imprisoned in June along with their Australian colleague Peter Greste.

Mr. Greste was freed last week under a law allowing the deportation of foreign nationals to their home countries.

Mr. Fahmy has renounced his Egyptian citizenship to qualify for deportation to Canada, but Mr. Mohamed has no foreign passport.

The journalists deny collaborating with the banned Muslim Brotherhood after the overthrow of President Mohammed Morsi in 2013. 

They say they were jailed simply for reporting the news.
