The government has embarked on consultations on the outstanding issues of the peace process and an IGAD peace proposal.

Seven committees have been formed to discuss the different issues ahead of the next round of talks with the opposition, scheduled for the 19th of this month.  

The committees were announced at a meeting in Juba today, chaired by President Salva Kiir and attended by ministers, commission chairpersons, MPs and the state governors. 

Information Minister Michael Makuei, told journalists the seven teams will report back on Monday for further deliberation.

“these seven committees would discuss and deliberate on topics or issues that would be given to them and that they have leverage to discuss as of today upto Sunday and by Monday we meet again to come and receive the reports of these subcommittees so they are discussed again and thereafter the people of South Sudan will come out with the final outcome of their resolutions on the outstanding issues. So that is what we have agreed hope to see you on Monday so that we brief you further on the latest stand or position of the people of South Sudan on all the outstanding issues”. 

The United Nations Under-Secretary-General for Humanitarian Affairs and Emergency Relief Coordinator – Valerie Amos is in South Sudan.

Ms. Amos is here with UNESCO Envoy for Peace and Reconciliation Forrest Whitaker to assess humanitarian and educational conditions of people affected by the conflict.

Valerie Amos and Forrest Whitaker arrived in Juba this morning. During their visit, the two are expected to meet with communities affected by the crisis, senior Government officials and humanitarian partners, to discuss ways of improving the humanitarian operation in South Sudan. 

Valerie Amos told journalists upon arrival that their visit will raise awareness of the situation. 

Roll clip…by being here we can continue to give attention to what is happening to people and use that as way of raising some resource for the urgently need humanitarian action that we need to take this year. 

Meanwhile the UNESCO Special Envoy for Peace and Reconciliation Forest Whitaker says during his ten day visit, he will also be involved in the training of peace mobilizers in Torit – Eastern Equatoria. 

Roll clip…. I am going to be here for about two Days I will be here in juba and I will be going to eastern Equatoria where training youth in my program, peace building program there. 

The visit of the two envoys comes just after the UN Human Rights chief visited the country and International attention continues to focus on the impact of the current conflict on the people of South Sudan. I am Reech Malual Reporting for Radio Miraya news in Juba.

Meanwhile United Nations Assistant Secretary General for Human rights, Ivan Simonovic says the National Security Service Bill should meet International standards.  

While concluding his 6 day visit to South Sudan, Simonovic said he met with President Kiir and the Ministers of security, defence and justice and lobbied that the bill, which is currently in Parliament should respect human rights.

“I also raised with the authorities the importance of some pieces of legislation that new law of national security is in line with international standards just as well as the importance of the law dealing with civil society organizations I think that you are also interested to see new media laws I haven’t seen it yet but I was told it is in line with the international standards”. 

The controversial bill was returned from the Presidency to the National Parliament – amid concerns from a section of legislators, civil society and human rights activists that it would give National Security Service sweeping powers to arrest and detain suspects as well as monitor communications.

The Assistant Secretary General also visited Malakal where he met with state officials and Displaced persons at the UN Protection of Civilian site.  

He also had a short tour of Malakal town and interacted with the IDP community from Jonglei State at the Nikanga Academy. 

Three government officials who were detained in opposition held territory in Jonglei State have been released.  

The officials, including the chairman of the National Bureau of Statistics, were detained by opposition forces in Ayod County in Jonglei State on Tuesday while returning to Bor in a UN helicopter.

They were received by their relatives on arrival at Juba airport on Thursday evening.

Jonglei State Ministry of Information Judy Jonglei Boyoris, says it is not clear why the helicopter landed in an opposition area.

“It is something we cannot answer, unless those people come to Juba to answer the questions why they went there, because we know that place is occupied by rebels, why should they go there? But the pilot knows why they went there.  Those people are rebels and those are governemtn officials, if they go to areas occupied by the rebels, without any reason then the rebels can detain them, because we don’t have any agreement with them”.  

The family of one of the detained Members of Parliament in Lakes State is renewing calls for his release. 

Teresa Nyanawan Ayom, wife of MP Marik Nanga Marik, is asking the central government and the state government to immediately release her husband and his colleague - Isaac Makur Apac without preconditions.

Teresa says she has not had any communication with her husband since he was arrested in October last year. 

We have voiced over her audio, because of the poor phone connection.

“Should law be accepting if your husband was arrested silent – it was not arrested I can said the Governor, the government of South Sudan is kidnapping my husband because if I don’t know where my husband was put – it is a way of kipping – it is not a jail – if it is a jail they can bring him through to police station. To me I don’t know, I run up and down and there is no solution - What I when to tell the world, I want these two detainees to be brought back to justice – So let justice come up because the law is above they people – I want law to be above they people and I don’t want people to be above the law”. 

Last week, Lakes state caretaker Governor Maj-Gen Matur Chut Dhuol denied ordering the arrested of MPs Marik Nanga Marik and Isaac Makur Buoc Apac. 

The two MPs representing Rumbek East and Rumbek North respectively have been in detention since October 2014.

The communities of Kajo-Keji in Central Equatoria, and Uganda’s Moyo district have resolved that a border demarcation exercise be conducted immediately. 

This was one of 9 resolutions drawn at the end of a 2 day reconciliation workshop attended by local leaders, women, youth and the business community from both sides.  

The conference was organized following clashes between the two communities in September last year that left an estimated 50 people dead. 

The dialogue was supported by Save Hope Community based Organization, the South Sudan Council of Churches and the Civil Affairs Department in the United Nations Mission - UNMISS.  

The newly appointed commissioner of cabinet affairs in Western Bahr el Ghazal State, Eisa Hussein has been called on to facilitate a suitable working environment at the secretariat.

Speaking at his swearing in ceremony, Deputy Governor, Zakaria Joseph Garang, advised that a good working environment at the headquarters would encourage effective delivery of services to the people.
