The UN Security Council has voted to impose sanctions on 6 individuals blacklisted for threatening peace and stability in South Sudan. 

They include 6 commanders - 3 from either warring side.

“The sanctions proposal was fronted by the United States and supported by Britain and France. Those named include Major-General Marial Chanuong Yol Mangok, commander of President Salva Kiir's guard unit; sector one commander Lieutenant-General Gabriel Jok Riak; and third division commander Major-General Santino Deng Wol.  While on the opposition side - the men named are: Major-General Simon Gatwech Dual, chief of general staff for the opposition forces; Major-General James Koang Chuol, commander of the opposition special division; and Major-General Peter Gadet, the deputy chief of staff of operations for the oppositions forces.  The restrictions come with a global travel ban and a freeze on their assets. Spokesperson for the foreign Affairs Ministry Mawien Arik says although targeted, the sanctions will negatively affect the entire country. 

Clip………………Mawien sanctions “Sanctioning individuals in the government means you are actually sanctioning the government, because these individuals may be people that hold positions that the government relies on for delivery of services and you are targeting them not to move and not do what they are actually do, to support the government then you have actually indirectly sanctioned the government and you have delayed the delivery of services to the people of South Sudan,  I think targeted sanctions of course may assume it is only individuals, but those individuals are government officials and their activities in the government is very important - so I do not think it is good. 

The named individuals are the first to be listed by the Security Council's South Sudan sanctions committee, which operates by consensus. The United States and the European Union have already imposed separate sanctions on some rival commanders. I am Susan Dokolo for Radio Miraya News. 

Onto Upper Nile where one civilian was killed and 6 Internally Displaced Persons were wounded in gunfire directed at the UN Protection of Civilian site in Malakal. 

The UN Mission received information that three members of forces belonging to either the SPLA in the opposition or the allied militia led by Gen. Johnson Olony opened fire on the IDPs.  
UNMISS peacekeepers returned fire against the assailants to protect the 30-thousand IDPs seeking safety at the site. 

The UN condemns the incident and is currently in discussions with senior commanders of armed opposition forces to identify the perpetrators of the unprovoked attack.  
The UN Mission has also received information that Malakal town is currently under the control of forces of Gen. Johnson Olony.

Two new cholera treatment centers have been opened in Juba. The new centers in Gudele and Gumbo are being operated by MEDAIR medical charity group. 
MEDIAR is also involved in the repair of broken boreholes in areas affected by the cholera outbreak.  
Louis Ferguson, the organsations Medical Manager for Emergency Response is encouraging the people of Gumbo and Gudele to seek timely treatment.

“We have had an oral rehydration point opened in Gumbo, it is a place where people come and receive treatment for cholera.  It is open at the clinic site in Gumbo ate the PHCU, at the moment we are seeing anywhere between 1 and 5 cases a day and we really want to encourage people in Gumbo that if they are sick or anyone of their family and friends are unwell that they come as soon as they are unwell so that they receive help. And actually from today, they will also be an oral rehydration point running in Gudele. It is running at the site of the PHCU clinic, so in Gudele 1 block 4 and it will provide exactly the same.” 

According to the National Cholera Task force, the number of confirmed cholera cases in Juba stands at 484 with 29 confirmed deaths. 

Authorities in Western Equatoria are concerned about the recent arrest of youth by security personnel in Maridi County.  
State Governor Joseph Bangasi Bakosoro says the youth were rounded up by security authorities sent from Juba, in connection with the recent unrest between cattle keepers and farmers.  
Governor Bakosoro says there has been no coordination with state authorities.

“The boys who were arrested had been taken to Juba and up to now I don’t know who gave the order for them to be taken to Juba and I don’t know even who took them to Juba – so I am very disappointed with the situation we are undergoing, because most of these youth, some of them were arrested some of them in their house, and some of them in the markets.  Up to now, they didn’t tell us exactly what the crime was so that we can make our investigations, but anyway let everybody be calm, let us bear  witness, let us bear all the pressure and probably the truth will be revealed one day one time.”

On Monday the MP representing Maridi constituency - Justin Joseph Marona informed the National parliament that a commando unit of SPLA soldiers appears to be causing disturbances in the area. The army is yet to respond to the reports.   

Still in Western Equatoria, more than four thousand people displaced by last month’s unrest in Maridi and Mundri West Counties in Western Equatoria State have crossed into Yambio. 
The IDPs are being registered by the Relief and Rehabilitation Commission and are in urgent need of food and non-food items.  
Joseph Salvatore Nzaku, the Director for the State Relief and Rehabilitation Commission, says more than seventy thousand people were displaced in the fighting, and only a few households have received assistance.

“As we talk we have registered four thousand two hundred and sixteen as the figure of yesterday. There is no intervention in the aspect of food or NFIs but UNICEF distributed mosquito nets and they have also vaccinated under five. In Mundri there has been a bit of intervention that is they have given one food ration for eight thousand households for one month only and then they also decided to give NFIs for one thousand households. “

Authorities in Unity State say the situation in the State Capital Bentiu is calm and people are starting to return to the town.

Deputy Governor - Mabeng Lang is appealing to humanitarian organisations to carry out an assessment to verify the needs of the returning populations.  

The governor says the populations who left the state are returning to Bentiu town and the UN Protection of Civilian site.

“The general situation in unity state is calm.  There are no more insecurity incidences in the state, since last month when the government was launching a major offensive to clear the unity state border from rebels and started in April, May and June. There is an influx to people in Bentiu and the PoC, so we have asked and urged the humanitarian agencies to carry out an assessment then they will be given their needs.”  
Meanwhile, Unity state is preparing to celebrate the country’s fourth Independence.  
Deputy Governor - Mabeng Lang says the state has received 200-thousand pounds for the celebrations next Thursday.  
Mabeng Lang says a committee has been formed to organize for the state celebrations.

“In fact the preparation for the celebration of fourth anniversary of independence   of the republic of South Sudan is now going in Unity state particular in Bentiu town the headquarter of the state we have actually have received   the first installment that is 200, 000 South Sudanese pounds but the remaining balance will come soon because we have not given the exactly figure but this is a first installment to come and buy the urgent needs” 
Security operatives have arrested six criminals in a night operation in Wau, Western Barh el Ghazal State.  
Col. Salah Issa, the officer in charge of night patrol in Wau says four suspects were armed with guns.

“Yesterday we arrested six with guns and two civilians trying to rob a shop in Hai Jebel. During the last week or eight days in which we have worked, we changed our strategy, by then big crimes that were happening which is armed robbery, no one came and report that yesterday we were shot at, because our forces are engaged around Wau day and night”.  

He says they were intercepted as they attempted to stage a robbery. The suspects will be tried at the newly formed emergency court. 

Elsewhere, another two cases of Ebola have been confirmed in Liberia.  Both of the new cases are in the same village where a 17 year old boy died of the disease early this week.   
Health officials say the pair had been in physical contact with the teenager before his death. The new cases come 7 weeks after Liberia was declared Ebola-free.

In sport, a South Sudanese national based in Australia has started a sports program for South Sudanese nationals living in Australia.   

Akech Manyel a basketball coach - says the program aims to reunite all young South Sudanese regardless of their ethnic background. 

Manyel told Radio Miraya from Australia that tournaments are being organized for youth to compete.

“I do every day to see to develop our people especially the young ones through sports. I use sports as a tool to build togetherness, because there is no any other weapon in this world that is very powerful than sports, that bring people together of different backgrounds irrespective of whatever level you    are together. And you play together whether agianst each other or as one team . I use sport here to keep our South Sudanese kids out of streets. Our majority of kids growing up here in Australia, are going very bad into street … some of are going to dangerous life; into drugs and alcohol.”
