Another attack has been reported in Northern Bahr el Ghazal State. 
Armed men raided the Chelkou area in Aweil West County early Wednesday morning and stole medicines from the county hospital, before they were intercepted by the army.  
SPLA soldiers killed one of the attackers and captured three guns. 
The attack was similar to a previous incident in which armed men raided Aroyo town in Aweil Center on Tuesday and looted medicines from the county hospital before escaping. 
The SPLA Third Division Commander, Major General Santino Deng Wol, has asked the public to remain calm and has cautioned against spreading rumors that may cause panic.  

Santino Deng Wol: “First, what I want to tell you the people of Mading Aweil is the issue of rumors. Two days ago, I am sure that there were some people who did not sleep. There were people who made rumors by making telephone calls there and saying, my God, something has happened! My God, something has happened! My God, something has happened. I want to tell you that take this away from your minds. There are people responsible for the security of the nation. We have security units responsible of the security of Northern Bahr el Ghazal and we have the chairman of the security committee who is in Northern Bahr el Ghazal. Your duty, as normal citizens or government officials, is to lay your bed and take your sleep. This is not your duty.”

An SPLA soldier in Rumbek, Lakes State has shot dead four colleagues before turning the gun on himself.  

The unnamed soldier opened fire at Akon-Buoi military barracks on Thursday afternoon, near the venue where Independence Day celebrations were going on.
Another three people including a child were wounded in the incident. 
Still in Lakes State, the commissioner of Rumbek East County, Martin Matian Anyuonic, says cattle raids and revenge killings have become obstacles to development. 

Matian Anyuonic cautions youth to refrain from violence and has directed county authorities, with the support of administrative police, to arrest suspected criminals. 

Matian Anyuonic: “I would like to take this opportunity to call upon all youth, women and men of Rumbek Centre to unite and forgive each other from today onwards and merge together for the nation building and I also urge the youth to refrain from revenge killing and cattle raids which is a setback to development. Ladies and gentlemen, let me assure you that the county authorities together with local administrative police will work hard to bring all the criminals to book and maintain law and order in all payams.”

Cholera cases continue to rise in Juba and beyond.  
The latest report from the National Cholera Task Force puts the number of cases in Juba County at 792 with 34 deaths. 
An additional 52 representatives from Juba City Council and 50 non-governmental organization partners have been trained to add to response teams.  

In Jonglei, Bor has also witnessed a rise in the number of cholera cases from 51 to 59 and one death.  

The bulk of the cases are from Malou town, while the others come from areas around Bor.  

Another 26 volunteers have been deployed to Malou to carry out house to house awareness and sensitization.

Juba Teaching Hospital attended to about 530 patients during yesterday’s Independence Day celebrations at the Dr. John Garang Mausoleum. 

The Hospital’s Director of Accident and Emergency, Dr. Abraham Adut says most of the patients were discharged after receiving care from the hospital and its partners at the venue. 

He says only seven serious cases were referred to the hospital.  Dr. Adut explains that they attended to mainly cases of shock, malaria and typhoid.

Meanwhile the hospital also received a number of road traffic accidents. 30 cases were recorded on the eve of Independence. Dr. Adut says 25 of the cases are minor operations and major wounds.

The UN Security Council has expressed its disappointment with the country’s leaders over the continuing conflict. 

As the country marked 4 years of Independence, the council members accused the leaders of putting their personal ambitions ahead of the good of their country and their people.

They noted that tens of thousands of people have died and more than two million have been displaced all because the political leaders have failed to pursue peace.

They also condemned human rights violations and abuses that have occurred.

In regional news, Uganda's former Prime Minister Amama Mbabazi says he will continue with countrywide consultations, in preparation for next year elections, despite his arrest on Thursday.

Mbabazi, a former close ally of President Yoweri Museveni, has declared his intention to contest for the Presidency.
He was arrested while travelling to campaign for support.
The government says that he violated public order laws by attempting to hold meetings without permission. 

And in sports, South Sudan has been ranked in 51st position out of 54 nations in the latest FIFA Africa rankings.  
The monthly ranking lists Algeria in top position, followed by Ivory Coast, Ghana, Tunisia and Senegal to complete the top five.  

Djibouti lies in bottom place, below Somalia.  

The standing is based on points garnered during International matches over the ranking period.
