The commissioner of Maridi County, in Western Equatoria has called upon the national government to immediately withdraw a team of SPLA commandos and release 36 young men who were arrested and transferred to Juba 10 days ago.

Wilson Thomas Yangi says the presence of the SPLA Commandos has created a lot of fear amongst citizens in the county.

  “The commandos must have to be removed from Maridi immediately that is one, two those boys have to be released immediately that will immediately pave way for peace to come back to Maridi, there is no whisper of where they are now, I am have just been told they are around they will be released and that they were going to be released before the independent day but up to now nobody have been released among them, people of Maridi we are peace loving people, God fearing and law abiding, we have no culture of atrocities here and western Equatoria at large”

A commentator on South Sudan affairs says the President’s Independence Day speech touched on key issues affecting the nation. 
Chairperson of the Association of Media Development in South Sudan, Alfred Taban said the President adequately touched on peace and the economy.

“Well the President had a long speech and in general it gave a lot of hope and it was realistic because he talked about the financial difficulties and why not much has been done to improve the situation.  He also talked about the peace process and the government’s determination to bring peace to the country – that was very optimistic and it gave hope to the people.” 

Taban did however say the President fell short of updating the nation on the peace process.  He says the people want to hear more about the Addis talks and specific plans of action.

“He could have gone further to say we are resuming talks on this day – and I will go to Addis or Arusha, Nairobi or wherever to talk more about this.  He did not give that – he just gave a sense of optimism, this is not good enough for the people of South Sudan because they are tired of this war and they would have wanted something more specific. It was not specific, it was just an idea of the commitment of the government to resolve teh war – this is not enough.

Juba teaching hospital attended to about five hundred and thirty patients during yesterday’s Independence Day celebrations at the Dr John Garang mausoleum. 
The Hospital’s Director of Accident and Emergency, Dr Abraham Adut says most of the patients were discharged after receiving care from the hospital and its partners at the venue. 
He says only seven serious cases were referred to the hospital. Dr Adut explains that they attended to mainly cases of shock, malaria and typhoid.

“Well we don’t have any other organization that was with us ,it was partners from military hospital and some of the paramedics from South Sudan Red Cross ,they were very cooperative they really helped us a lot and we came with huge number of Doctors from Juba teaching as well and we did manage to cater for everything ,we had on the site as a say apart from the ambulance form the military hospital  and from the national intelligence  we had our own three ambulances that were to and fro Juba teaching hospital, so we really did prepare ourselves .”

The hospital also received a number of road traffic accidents.30 cases were recorded on the eve of Independence. 
Dr Adut says twenty five (25) of the cases are minor operations and major wounds.

“The number we received last night was between ten and fifteen ,it wasn’t like on eight ,on eight was really too much ,in fact we were working until three o’clock that is when the number reduced e the minor one I did  not count because they are just minor operation ,you know somebody falling and then get some a abrasion which is minor one ,we just dress it and then they just go home. But the remaining one we just until this morning and the ones I checked they are still in the ward right now they sustain fractures of both the lower limb and upper limb.”
Still at the Juba Teaching hospital, where 17 Independence Day babies were delivered.  
Judith Cenia Androga, the midwife in charge of the hospital’s maternity ward says the mothers and babies are in good health.

“We have nine girls and also we have nine boys in eighteen but the one who died is a girl .So live girls we have eight ,nine boys which are alive but among the nine boys we have two which are admitted in the neonate special care unit because they have little abnormality so they were admitted in the nursery.” 

Meanwhile radio Miraya spoke to the one of the mothers who gave birth to twins who expressed her joy upon her safe delivery.

Warrap Youth and Civil Society Organizations are calling on the national government to intervene and release four arrested youth leaders. 

Four youth leaders were arrested in Juba on July 3rd during a party organized by the Warrap Artists Association where the Governor of Warrap, Nyandeng Malek was guest of honour.

The men belong to a pressure group that is opposing the renewal of the tenure of Governor Nyandeng for a further 3 years.

The Secretary General of Warrap Youth and Civil Society Organizations, Simon Machuar, says youth leaders were arrested following a misunderstanding with the guards of the Governor.

“Such an arrest is unlawful for us, we are just an innocent people and their arrest is just intimidation of innocent people. The Warrap Youth and Civil Society organization are a peaceful group and they are asking their constitutional right. We are also urging the national government to intervene to release these people who were intimidated. 

He claims the men were harmed during their arrest and need medical treatment. 

Minister of Information in Warrap State, Paul Dhel Gum says the four belong to a group that was disrupting the event and plotting to harm Governor Nyandeng Malek

“They were trying to attack the Governor. The bodyguards of the Governor who were present in the function, they managed to rescue the Governor and they immediately called in the security to intervene. When the security arrived at the venue of the function they found these youth making a lot of chaos and a lot of unrest in the occasion; abusing the Governor, abusing the Government. The security arrested them. If you threaten the life of a person it is automatically the right of the national security to intervene and to interrogate you to find out who sent you and why did you opt for that?”

our State is deeply in sectional conflicts which have branded us barbaric in the eyes of the people of South Sudan. my question to the people of lakes state from Awerial to Cueibet and from Wulu to Rumbek North is why do we ruin ourselves, what do we gain from the useless sectional conflicts, why do we have finished ourselves on unreasonable grounds., my messages to you all is, you refrain from killing yourselves, from looting your resources, from cattle rustling, from all kinds of negative things you are engaged in. I hereby appeal to all of you who are involved with one another to stop killing yourselves.” 

The speaker also warned against the violation of laws, pinpointing the army and Police for violating traffic rules and disrespecting the rule of law.  

Cholera cases continue to rise in Juba and beyond.  The latest report from the National cholera task force puts the number of cases in Juba County at 792 with 34 deaths. 
An additional 52 representatives from Juba City Council and 50 NGO partners have been trained to add to response teams.  

In Jonglei, Bor has also witnessed a rise in the number of cholera cases from 51 to 59 - and 1 death.  

The bulk of the cases are from Malou town, while the others come from areas around Bor.  

Another 26 volunteers have been deployed to Malou to carry out house to house awareness and sensitization.  
In regional news, Uganda's former Prime Minister Amama Mbabazi says he will continue with countrywide consultations, in preparation for next year elections – despite his arrest on Thursday.

Mbabazi, a former close ally of President Yoweri Museveni, has declared his intention to contest for the Presidency
He was arrested while travelling to campaign for support.. 
The government says that he violated public order laws by attempting to hold meetings without permission. 
And in sports, South Sudan has been ranked in 51st position out of 54 nations in the latest FIFA Africa rankings.  
The monthly ranking lists Algeria in top position, followed by Ivory Coast, Ghana, Tunisia and Senegal to complete the top 5.  

Djibouti lies in bottom place, below Somalia.  
The standing is based on points garnered during International matches over the ranking period.
