Consultations between government and opposition delegations are proceeding in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia.  
Lead negotiator Nhial Deng Nhial, government spokesperson Michael Makuei and deputy foreign affairs minister Peter Bashir Bendi are meeting with the opposition delegation.  
Discussions started Monday and are expected to last two days.  Mawien Makol Arik, spokesperson of the foreign ministry says the delegations are consulting on sticking points in the peace process as they set the agenda for the next round of talks.

 “The consultative meeting is underway and by being in this consultative meeting we are trying to    really to bring   closer that are pulling people apart, the two parties to the talks and is the reason for these consultative meetings to try  and bridge  the gap so that people meet , it’s about really to set-up a way  forward for the up-coming meetings.”
In a separate development, Egypt and the Arab league have pledged their commitment to supporting the South Sudan government in the peace process. 
  This was communicated in a meeting between foreign Affairs Minister Barnaba Marial Benjamin and his Egyptian counterpart, Sameh Hassan Shoukry - in Cairo.Foreign Affairs spokesperson Mawein Makol Arik says the two ministers also discussed the possibility of Egyptian investors starting up businesses in South Sudan

“His meeting with his counterpart in Egypt was fruitful, there were somethings that were agreed on in terms of bi-lateral relations and he also got the chance to meet with Nabila Arab from the Arab league who also promised that Arab investors are now open to come to South Sudan to help with investment and that Egypt and the Arab will stand to help South Sudan bring peace to the country.” 

Marial left Egypt and has traveled to South Africa, for the African Heads of Union summit.  There will be a series of sideline meetings before the Heads of State summit opens on the 16th and 17th of June.
The National Legislative Assembly has endorsed a report calling for an audit into the process of allocation of Letters of Credit or LCs. 
A joint investigation conducted by the Parliament’s 5 committees on economy, defence, legislation, energy and public accounts has found that there was no clear monitoring mechanism in place to follow up on companies contracted to deliver items purchased with the LCs.  
The committees in their report also note that there were no definite criteria to determine allocations. Goc Makuac Mayol, chairperson of the economy committee read out the recommendations to the rest of the house.

“The joint committees recommended the following, one – report with immediate effect the 2013 decision of the ministry of finance and economic planning to handover the business of individual allocation of LCs to the Ministry of Finance and Economic planning from the Central Bank. Two- to direct the bank of Central bank to report to the August house on the performance and management of the LC system. And three – the National audit chamber is directed immediately to audit LCs upon the adoption of this report by the August house as from the year 2014 to 2015 and report to the August house within 60 days.”

Central Bank Governor, Korneilio Koriom Mayik says a total restructuring of the allocation process is needed for effective management of LCs.

“From part of 2012 to 2013, we were managing it and there were difficulties but they are not the ones we are talking about today.  Distributing and allocating these, in the cases we have known, is not an easy business to do and I am not even interested and I repeat not interested in handling it because it is full of so many problems.  Anybody who says they can do it in the way it is today will not succeed unless he makes very serious changes.” 

Government introduced letters of credit in 2012 to authorize companies and selected institutions to access dollars from commercial banks for the importation of essential commodities needed to address shortages on the market.

The UN Mission in South Sudan says there is an increase in the number of people arriving at the protection of civilians sites in Bentiu, Unity state. 
UNMISS spokesperson; Ariane Quentier says the site is receiving an average of 200 civilians a day. 
Ariane says the IDPs are currently being relocated to a new site located on higher ground. She explains the increasing numbers.

The 9th June to 9th July campaign is a brainchild of the civil society group, the Community Empowerment for Progress Organisation – CEPO.   
CEPO Executive Director Edmund Yakani says the campaign will involve peace marches and a unified call by citizens for peace.

“The 9th of June until the 9th of July which is our independence day, we want to dedicate these thirty days to call for peace. And beside that also we are looking at the AU summit which is going on in South Africa, we need to influence and we are seen there is consultation going on with IGARD  on the resumption of the peace process we need to influence it by this peace campaign and also let us send messages to the friends to the principles of the warring parties that please give peace chance, don’t embark  on arms struggles as an option this one will never help and  nobody will win and this will worsen the situation as you have seen economical now, how we are facing the situation that we are in, where at the end of the day does not benefit anybody, there is only  benefit those  who were behind the war and those who they are always far from the pain that is caused by the war on the citizens.” 

Five people are confirmed dead and seventeen houses burnt following this week’s attack on a cattle camp in Maridi, Western Equatoria. 
Security forces are currently carrying out an assessment to establish the damage caused in the disturbances that started Sunday night and went on till Monday morning. 
State Governor, Bangasi Joseph Bakosoro told journalists in Yambio today that chaos was triggered when a hand grenade was thrown into the cattle camp, prompting the cattle keepers to respond with gunfire. 
Bakororo is urging security operatives to arrest the culprits and bring them to book.

“This is only to ignite trouble in WES but we hope that the army together with the Police will do their best to arrest the situation and arrest the culprits and bring them to book . According to the preliminary information, there are 5 people who have died so far and few are wounded but security operatives are still going around trying to collect the right information so that we have substantial information.  But for the time being, 5 people are confirmed dead and 17 houses have been burnt. ”

Earlier, army spokesperson Col.Philip Aguer told Radio Miraya security organs have contained any instability in Maridi County.

He added that security authorities will conduct a full investigation and hold the perpetrators to account.   
Elsewhere, more than 100-thousand refugees and migrants, mostly from Sub-Saharan Africa have arrived in Europe this year after crossing the Mediterranean Sea.  
The refugees, fleeing conflict and suffering in their home countries, are making dangerous journeys in boats - in the hope that they will start new lives in Europe. 
UN refugee agency – UNHCR is stepping up its presence in Greece and southern Italy in response to the influx. 
UNHCR spokesperson, Adrian Edwards says that as of Tuesday, the agency had received information that 103,000 refugees and migrants have arrived in Italy, Greece, Malta and Spain. 
He says the migrants are now being taken care of at reception centers in Italy.

"Over the past weekend this number has included around about 6,000 people who were disembarked in southern Italy following a major rescue operation that was coordinated by the Italian Coast Guard and joined by navy ships deployed from Frontex and from Italy, Germany, Britain, Ireland, Spain and MOAS. The migrants and refugees rescued have been mostly sub-Saharan Africans and include children and pregnant women." 

And, a court in Egypt has sentenced 11 men to death for their part in the country’s worst violence at a soccer stadium, in which more than 70 fans were killed.

The riot at the Port Said stadium in Cairo, in 2012 broke out after angry fans of the al-Masry visiting team invaded the pitch when the local side al-Ahli, won the match 3-1. 

Up to 1,000 people were injured in the stampede.
