The SPLM leadership met this afternoon in Juba to discuss the full implementation of the Arusha Agreement.

Speaking to the Press after the meeting led by chairman of the SPLM Salva Kiir, the SPLM Deputy Secretary General  Ann Itto said the meeting resolved to  invite all the governors  of the ten states as well as the SPLM  chairpersons in the state to meet in Juba .

“we also going to call leaders from the states, governors and SPLM chairpersons from all the states to come so that we can pass the message to them in a very clear terms that number one peace is the most important thing when it comes to the implementation of the Arusha Agreement, secondly having back the former detainees is a strength to the SPLM”

Meanwhile five heads of state are expected to meet in Arusha by the end of June to discuss the Arusha SPLM re-unification agreement.
The meeting in Arusha will be attended by the leader of the SPLM in opposition Dr Riek Machar, who is currently in Nairobi for preliminary negotiations on the peace process.
The Deputy SPLM secretary General, Dr Ann Itto, says the heads of state will encourage Dr Machar to respect the Arusha SPLM roadmap reunification agreement, which he signed in January 2015. 

She says Dr Riek Machar is currently the first Deputy Chairperson of the SPLM party, while Taban Deng is a member of the political bureau.

South Sudanese Students in Egypt have today protested against the failure by authorities to settle unpaid allowances.

The students marched to the South Sudanese embassy in Egypt to demand payment. They claim they have not received allowances for eleven months. 

The Students leader Kot Maker, says they have been informed that the Ministry of Finance has released the allowances, but the Education Ministry has not delivered the money to the students.

“This year we have stayed without our full bursaries … that is our demand right now. The students are totally suffering; they have no place to stay as well as there is no food to feed themselves.  This is the reality of situation I am articulating you the reality of the situation of students in Cairo they are totally suffering. And We urged the minister of education to send as quick as they can the students’ fund because the students’ fund have been released and they are still using or mismanaging the students’ funds there in Juba”
The Deputy Minister of education, Bol Makueng, says the student’s allowances were released and delivered. 
He however advises those who have not received their entitlements to channel their complaints to the ministry.

“Until we are told by our attaché who is a official representative I don’t know  now it is news to me that  I am hearing it from you. Our education attaché is here  with us and he has render his report about having paid all dues of the students and that things were fairly normal. Prehab there always been individuals with whatever motive to say the posit or contrary but as far as the official communication is concern we have been told by our attaché’ he is here with us in juba”  

There are around 160 South Sudanese students studying on government scholarships in Cairo.
Officials in Central Equatoria state say the police force is too small to enforce law and order and safeguard the state’s citizens.

Local government minister, Gerald Francis, told the state assembly there are only 4,000 police in the state and majority of them are deployed to guard private businesses.

He explained the centralization system has made it difficult for the state to recruit its own police force.

“The truth is this police are supposed to be actually recruited locally. This is worldwide, why because they the police from this state understand the language, understand the culture, they can do better. But this is not the situation I brought even the element of domination of security sector, and this supposed to be clear to you. And we cannot have this because the system says they are centralized.”

The Western Bahr el Ghazal State Security committee has met with organized forces in Wau in an effort to address rampant incidents of armed robbery in Wau Town. 

Governor Rizik Zakaria Hassan says the responsibility for improving town safety lies with the night patrol teams.

“We have divided the town into five, all these forces before us will be in charge of a sector. Any negligence in the sector, we will arrest the officers in that sector. Any soldier that crossed into another sector is going to rob, he is a thief. We want to dismiss this big number if they are criminals and those remaining will work with us. The recent patrol team that we dissolved has failed, the forces that is here before us, we will give this responsibility for a month, armed robbers we want to find them down with their guns, because if you are not criminals, you are patrol at night, how is somebody robbing in this Country and you are not able to arrest or shoot. If it happens again, we will disqualify you all and hand over to the army”. 

In other news he says that seven thieves who allegedly broke into Hai Kosti in Wau town Thursday night and took iron sheets and a bicycle were apprehended this morning in Bar-Shergi.  

The United Nations Deputy Special Representative for the Secretary General in South Sudan, Moustapha Soumaré is visiting Western Equatoria State to assess the deteriorating security situation in Mundri West and Maridi Counties. 
In his message to the State Governor, Mr. Soumaré says he would like to better understand the cause of the instability.

The National Ministry of Humanitarian Affairs has purchased more than 50 thousand sacks of sorghum to address looming food shortages in greater Bahr el Ghazal.

Acting Caretaker Governor of Northern Bahr el Ghazal State, Salva Chol Ayat says Northern Bahr el Ghazal State alone will receive more than 20 thousand sacks of sorghum to be sold for only 50 South Sudanese Pounds each. 

  

Ayat says the food will be distributed to people who cannot afford to buy food at the current high prices in the markets.

(“my message to the people of Northern Bahr el Ghazal is that this durra is an initiative from the government to resolve the problem of hunger gap in the states. So our message is that this durra has to go to the intended people, has to go to the people whom are intended for this and this task is given to the counties committees and then all security organs to see that this thing has to go to the people there.’)

New Employees have been advised to make sure they sign contracts before they start work.

The advice from the National employees Justice Chamber comes amid concerns about rising numbers of employment related grievances.

Acting Director General for investigation in National employees Justice Chamber, Elvira Zozimo Jiribi,  says the Chamber has in recent years handled several cases related to unfair dismissal, suspension, discrimination and unequal pay.

The chamber has managed to settle two hundred and 50 cases and referred more than two hundred and 30 cases to the Ministry of labor.

Zozimo says signing a contact helps employee’s demand their rights and gain support in the case of grievances.

“Most of the people they don’t know their rights ,for example you are working with an institution ,you are being employed but you are not being given an appointment letter ,so you remain working until you are grieved ,when you come to us you don’t have employment contracts now it becomes very difficult for the employees justice chamber to determine you case because how do we know you are employee of that institution so the employee has to get their rights through .If you are employed you should have at least appointment letter of provisional appointment letter.”

The number of people infected by cholera has risen to more than 200. According to the latest report from the Ministry of Health and the World Health organization, 206 cholera cases have been confirmed and 19 deaths. 

The sites reporting the majority of cases in Juba include the UN House protection of civilian’s site, new site, Mangatain IDP camp, Gumbo, Munuki and Kor William. 

Cholera Vaccination programs within the Bentiu UN protection of Civilians site and in the Protection of civilians site in Juba, aim to vaccinate up to 90 thousand people.  

Elsewhere, the US Senate has confirmed Mary Catherine Phee as the next US Ambassador to South Sudan.  

Ms Phee was selected for the position by US President Barak Obama and was formerly the Deputy Chief of Mission at the US embassy in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia. 

And, The South African Government is threatening to leave the International Criminal court after recent attempts to arrest the President of Sudan, Omar al Bashir. 

Omar al-Bashir was allowed to attend an African Union summit in South Africa last week despite being wanted by the ICC on charges of genocide and war crimes.
He then left the country while a court hearing was in the process of determining whether he would be arrested and handed to the ICC. 
After a cabinet meeting today, the government said it would review their ICC membership "for a number of reasons". But it stressed it took its international obligations "seriously".
