A political analyst says a leaked draft report from the African Union (AU) Commission of Inquiry into South Sudan crisis intends to create more internal problems in the country. 

An alleged draft version of the report into atrocities committed during the conflict was leaked to several media houses late last week just as peace talks in Addis Ababa ended. 

The AU had previously said the report would not be released as they feared it would affect the ongoing peace process. 

Senior policy analyst at the Sudd institute, Abraham Awolich says the sixty page document names several informants, putting them in great danger. 

Abraham Awolich: “They have endangered the lives of so many people through the report because they have been able to quote people directly and mention them by name. That alone is a major scandal. It poses a lot of risk. It has the potential to create an internal problem here is South Sudan because some statements have been recorded and they’re attributed to some people from our political class and also from the military. And I think whoever leaked the report had seriously intended to create an internal problem here in South Sudan.”
The African Union is yet to confirm the authenticity of the leaked report. 

The SPLM party is welcoming proposals from the public on how to achieve peace in the country.  
The party secretariat says it will work with the government to bring peace.  
Acting secretary General Anne Itto, said in a news conference in Juba that President Salva Kiir will hold a rally to brief citizens on the peace process. 

A court case challenging the conduct of the June elections continues on the 20th of this month.  
A group of political parties led by the SPLM-DC party filed the case in the Supreme Court, on grounds that the process would be unconstitutional and the atmosphere is not conducive for a credible vote.  

In today’s sitting, the political parties filed their response to the commission’s statement.  

Chief Justice adjourned the hearing for 10 days to give court time to decide on the next step.  
Chief Justice Chan Reech Madut has cautioned journalists to report professionally on the proceedings.

Chief Justice Chan Reech Madut: “I would like to caution the press about system of reporting. It seems that there is some ignorance on the part of the press sometimes they call this a high court and they make up things that we sometimes did not say. Judicial ethics require that when a case is subjudice (not decided), even us we don’t comment. The people of the press are cautioned not to make ignorant comment about this kind of sitting.”

Cabinet last month approved a proposal to call off the elections; the decision is yet to be endorsed by the National Legislative Assembly.  

The Chairperson of the National Youth Party has been arrested over what is believed to have been a land dispute.  
Nikora Wade was picked up from his house in Mia wa Saba last week by suspected military police and was later released. 
Political parties have issued a joint statement condemning the arrest. Investigations are ongoing.  
The government is working on modalities of upgrading the country’s fishery sector.  
This is part of a 5 year fishery project launched last year, funded by the Canadian government.  

The project aims to increase food security in targeted regions, at the same time provide employment opportunities, and economic empowerment. 

The National Ministers of Agriculture and ministers from the different states met in Juba to assess the progress of the project.  

National Agriculture minister Beda Machar explains the importance of fishery to South Sudan. 

Beda Machar: “The importance of fish as part and partial of livelihoods sustainable livelihoods in the republic of south Sudan our river is a blessed with the most longest river in Africa and particularly in south Sudan, the Nile River is a blessed river and is inhabited by all different species of fish wild life and the component of ecosystem in the country our Nile is well known to have different species of fish from Nile pet to tilapia cat fish, this country can make it to have enough fish.”

Security agents are continuing to pursue a group of cattle raiders who attacked a community in Bor town over the weekend.  

Armed men raided the town on Sunday, injuring two people, and adducting two children. Radio Miraya’s Chaplain Nemaya is in Bor and now reports:

Chaplain Nemaya: “The incident occurred at Block Nine that lays behind the police headquarters in Bor town.  The wounded victims, a woman and boy, are being treated at Bor hospital.  Bor County Commissioner Isaac Mamer Ruk explains the attackers also abducted two small children.”
Isaac Mamer: “On 8 March 2015, the raiders entered Block Nine. They wounded an old lady with age of sixty two, and they wounded a small boy under four years and they ran away with a boy and girl, they enter in Bor town, block nine is just near police headquarter, within the town.” 

Chaplain Nemaya: “Bor has been relatively calm in recent months after several attacks on the town last year that killed a number of civilians and forced the population to flee to neighboring states and settlements. Meanwhile, Jonglei state’s Member of Parliament representing Makuach and Anyidi Payams Maker Chol Adhol says he will present the issue of frequent attacks on civilians within Bor town to the Parliament for discussion.”

Maker Chol Adhol: “Of course, this is not the first time for them. As a member of parliament representing this constituency; I will go and table it.”

Chaplain Nemaya: “However in the southern parts of Jonglei State that are relatively calm, communities are experiencing great number of people returning to settle after a year of conflict in the area.  I am Chaplain Nemaya for Radio Miraya news.” 

On to regional news, a regional force has recaptured the Nigerian town of Damasak a day after launching a major offensive against militant group Boko Haram. 
The Islamist group had held the town near the Niger border since November, part of territory it had captured since stepping up attacks in the region. 

Military sources say about 10 Chadian soldiers and 200 militants were killed.

The campaign to push back Boko Haram comes days after the group pledged allegiance to Islamist State (IS). 

A schoolboy in Cairo, Egypt died after being severely beaten by a teacher. 

The 12 year old suffered a brain haemorrhage a day after he was caned in school. The teacher said he had "no intention to kill him but the beating was part of discipline".  
An investigation has been launched into the incident.  

In December last year, Egypt's National Council for Childhood and Motherhood said 50 percent of cases of violence against children were registered in schools.
And In sports, Samuel Pawon is here with an update:

Samuel Pawon: “We start with football where Rainbow FC emerged champs in the South Sudan local cup after defeating Nassir 3-1. The match was played at the Yei freedom square in Central Equatoria State.  In the Governors football tournament in Wau, Hilal secured e match points after beating Hi Falata three-nil at Wau main stadium.  In the division one championships being played in Abyei, Good stars beat Tahrir three-one, while in the South Sudan Cup in Nyamlel, Aweil West Atongalal FC beat Land Scape one-nil. Onto volleyball, table leaders Gudele won the third match consecutively against Usud by 3 sets to nil in Juba, while in basketball, black stars qualified for the finals after beating national engineers by 60 points to 59 at Nimra Talata basketball stadium.
