A police officer has shot himself dead after killing two of his colleagues guarding a forex exchange bureau in Juba town this morning. 

Eye witness told Radio Miraya that the officer opened fire after a disagreement on his transfer to another post. 

Central Equatoria Police Commissioner, Henry Danima, says he is gathering details about the incident.  

Two committees have been formed to assess the damage caused by a recent fire outbreak Aweil, Northern Bahr el Ghazal State. 

On Sunday one woman was killed and a total of 47 homes were destroyed in a fire. The Mayor of Aweil Town, Jackline Nyibol Ajongo, told Radio Miraya that the team will present a report and lobby for assistance.  

Jackeline Nyibol Ajongo: “The security committee will sit this morning to table and present recommendations and after that actually the NGOS are involved, they were just waiting for this report .They will also be served later on by the acting governor with the Copy of the data and definitely tomorrow the support to this people will start immediately.”

The United Nations Mission in South Sudan will establish a small base within Malakal to improve the security in the town and assist the displaced population to return to their homes. 

The head of the UN Mission in South Sudan along with the US ambassador to South Sudan visited Malakal yesterday to assess the security situation in the area and assess the feasibility of the plan. Susan Dokolo reports:
Susan Dokolo: “The deputy governor of Upper Nile state says he can see the town of Malakal improving every day. Yesterday the head of the UN Mission in South Sudan General Ellen Margreth Loej visited the town to meet with the peace and security representatives in the UN protection of civilians site, women’s groups as well as the deputy governor. 

There are currently more than 21 thousand people living within the main UN Protection of Civilians site in Malakal and many cite the lack of security in town as being their major reason for not returning home.  SRSG Loej says the UN plans to install peacekeepers within the town to improve safety and security and assist the population to return to their homes. She says UNMISS is committed to continue working with the government to help restore Malakal. I am Susan Dokolo reporting for Radio Miraya.” 

A political analyst says whoever leaked a draft report from the African Union inquiry into South Sudan is intended to cause internal problems in the country. 

An alleged draft version of the report into atrocities committed during the conflict was leaked to several media houses late last week just as peace talks in Addis Ababa ended. 

The AU had previously said the report would not be released as they feared it would affect the ongoing peace process. 

Senior policy analyst at the Sudd institute, Abraham Awolich, says the sixty page document names several informants, putting them in great danger. 

Abraham Awolich: “They have endangered the lives of so many people through the report because they have been able to quote people directly and mention them by name. That alone is a major scandal. It poses a lot of risk. It has the potential to create an internal problem here is South Sudan because some statements have been recorded and they’re attributed to some people from our political class and also from the military. And I think whoever leaked the report had seriously intended to create an internal problem here in South Sudan.”
The African Union is yet to confirm the authenticity of the leaked report.

The government is working to upgrade the country’s fishery sector. This project is part of a five-year project launched last year, funded by the Canadian government.  

The project aims to increase food security in areas along the Nile basin, while at the same time providing employment opportunities, and economic empowerment. 

National and state Ministers met in Juba on Tuesday to assess the progress of the project. National Agriculture minister Beda Machar explains the importance of fishery to South Sudan. 

Beda Machar: “The importance of fish is part and partial of sustainable livelihoods in the Republic of South Sudan. Our river is a blessed with the most longest river in Africa and particularly in south Sudan, nile river is a blessed river and is inhabited by all different species of fish wild life and the component of ecosystem in the country our Nile is well known to have different species of fish from Nile pet to tilapia cat fish, this country can make it to have enough fish.”
A court case challenging the conduct of the June elections continues on the 20th of this month.  

A group of political parties led by the SPLM-DC party filed the case in the Supreme Court, on the grounds that the atmosphere is not conducive for a credible vote and the process would be unconstitutional.  

The political parties filed their response to the commission’s statement.  The Chief Justice has adjourned the hearing for 10 days to give court time to deliberate.  

Chief Justice Chan Reech Madut also cautioned journalists to report professionally and without bias on the proceedings.

Chief Justice Reech Madut: “I would like to caution the press about system of reporting it seems that there is some ignorance on the part of the press sometimes they call this is a high court and they make things that we sometimes Do not say judicial ethics require that when a case is subjudice not decided even us we don’t comment so the people of the press are cautioned not to make ignorant comment about this kind of sitting”

Cabinet last month approved a proposal to call off the elections; the decision is yet to be endorsed by the National Legislative Assembly.  

In foreign news, the Liberian President says significant gaps remain in the realization of gender equality in Africa, 20 years after a landmark meeting to boost women's rights.

President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf, one of the first women to lead a country in Africa, is at the United Nations to attend the Commission on the Status of Women.

She says in the last two decades there have been significant gains in women’s access to education, power and rights, but there is still a long way to go. 

Ellen Johnson Sirleaf: “You still do not have enough women heads of countries. You still have lots of girls who do not finish school. You still have many of those rural women who have found a voice, but they lack access to the factors of production, to credit, to land, sometimes to knowledge. And I the private sector we do not have enough of them yet and we still have some countries I the world who do not allow women any equal opportunity, they don’t get equal pay for equal work. So we got a long way to go even though we’ve come a long way.” 

And in Chad, authorities have closed down schools and universities after deadly protests over new regulations requiring motorbike riders to wear helmets. 

At least three people were killed over several days of student-led protests. 

Many people oppose the new safety regulation, arguing that helmets are too expensive, as well as too hot for the climate. Helmet prices have tripled since the new regulation was introduced earlier this month. 

Like many parts of Africa, motorbikes, locally known as boda-bodas here are a popular form of public transport.
