The President, Salva Kiir Mayardit will travel to Addis Ababa today to participate in the final round of Peace talks between the government and the Opposition.

Speaking to Journalists at Juba International Airport this morning, the Minister in the Office of the President Awan Gol Riek says he is optimistic that peace will be reached soon.

“Today the president of the republic will be in Addis Ababa with the rest of his colleagues in IGAD organization, we are going optimistic hoping that the other side will also be mindful of the lives and the properties of South Sudan so that we could reach a final settlement by this time so we hope and that is our prayers all of us that peace should come back to our people and then we embark on development”

South Sudan has welcomed a move by the Chinese government to block a proposal from the United States to impose sanctions against South Sudan.

Last week, the US presented a UN draft resolution threatening a global travel ban and assets freeze.

Speaking on Radio Miraya, the Foreign Affairs Ministry Spokesperson, Mawien Makol Ariek, said the position is timely as the government is working to restore peace to South Sudan.

He criticized international lobbying for sanctions against the country.

“ the government here of Republic of South Sudan welcomed the positon of Chinese regard to the lobbyists that have trying to come with sanction on this government when the government actually, is now exerting all the efforts to bring peace to the country. We have been working really with all region’s groups and the international community, who are helping the efforts also with us to be able to come up with peace as soon as possible. But it is unfortunate that some other groups in the international community is talking about sanctions.”      

The Council of Ministers says it has uncovered incidences of malpractice within government institutions where administrators have engaged in bribery as well as giving contracts in return for commissions.

A report was presented to the council of ministers on Friday by an ad -hoc ministerial committee looking into the price hikes of basic goods. 

Minister of telecommunications and acting government spokesperson Rebecca Joshua says the cabinet has resolved to deploy security personnel to monitor institutions and arrest those engaged in those malpractices.

A new study conducted by conducted by organization shows the number of women delivering at the facility increased by 47 per cent in the first year it was introduced and iIn the last three years, safe deliveries at the hospital have risen a further 100 per cent.

The vice-president of Sierra Leone has put himself into quarantine after one of his bodyguards died from Ebola. 

BBC reports that Samuel Sam-Sumana said he would stay out of contact with others for 21 days as a precaution. 

There was optimism the virus was on the decline in Sierra Leone at the end of last year but there has been a recent increase in confirmed cases.

Nearly 10,000 people have died in the outbreak, the vast majority in Guinea, Liberia and Sierra Leone.
