Seventy six local and international organizations have joined together to call on the African Union to “immediately” publish a report on crimes committed in South Sudan by the warring parties for the last 14 months of the conflict. 

In a joint letter, addressed to the members of the Peace and Security Council (PSC) of the African Union (AU), the organizations expressed frustration over reluctance to publish the report and urged the AU to release it to the public.

They argue that publication of the report would make a positive contribution for a lasting peace in South Sudan.

The AU says it decided to delay publication of the report, as it would impact negatively on the peace process. 

The United Nations Security Council has unanimously agreed on steps to enforce sanctions if leaders in fail to achieve peace soon.

President Salva Kiir and opposition leader Riek Machar are in Addis Ababa Ethiopia meeting to finalize a peace deal before tomorrow’s IGAD imposed deadline.

------ As the 5th of March deadline set by the Intergovernmental Authority on Development (IGAD) approaches, the UN security council yesterday passed a unanimous passage resolution 2206 adopted a resolution setting up a system to impose sanctions on South Sudan in the hope that it will press leaders to end the conflict. The UN Security council held a vote yesterday agreeing on a one year asset freeze and travel ban on any leaders involved in the conflict.  

The United States ambassador to the UN Samantha Power says they opted for sanctions as South Sudan leaders are not working in the national interest.

Liu Jieyi, China's permanent representative to the UN, says that his countries vote was to urge the leaders to work towards lasting peace as soon as possible. 

Speaking at the Security Council meeting, he said he hopes resolution 2206 will truly help achieve those goals
Meanwhile Ambassador Francis Mading Deng of South Sudan says sanctions harden rather than help the situation. 

Roll CLIP… UN Secretary-General Ban Ki Moon says both parties can avoid actual sanctions by the Security Council, if they strictly adhere to the Cessation of Hostilities agreement of 23 January 2014, fully comply with International Human Rights and Humanitarian Law, extend their full cooperation to United Nations and humanitarian personnel in the discharge of their mandates and duties, and conclude a Comprehensive Peace Agreement that places South Sudan back on the path to stability and prosperity. 
The resolutions state that the Security Council will review their position after the passing of the March 5 IGAD deadline to sign a lasting peace deal between the leaders.

And the government of South Sudan has release a statement in response to the Security Council resolution.

It says the timing of the passing of the resolution is ‘unfortunate’ and ‘inappropriate’ and works to undermine the current peace negations.

The statement goes on to say in spite of the setback, the people of South Sudan and the President Salva Kiir will continue to work towards peace.

On Tuesday suspected Lord’s Resistance Army militia is reported to have killed one person and abducted thirteen others in Yambio Western Equatoria State. 

The incident took place at Nabiapai Boma along the border with the Democratic Republic of Congo.

The Commissioner of Yambio County Kuze John says nine of the abductees were returned this morning.

“Yesterday at around 11pm again, after the first abduction that took place around 7, they came back and I think in the process, our boys laid an ambush and they clashed. One of the LRA’s lost his life and also one of our boys got killed in the process too. But as I talk of now, security in Nabiapai is tight, and there is no need to panic and we are sure that the LRA elements will be pursued up to where they are.” 
The Chairperson of the chamber of commerce in Western Bahr el Ghazal state says four shops were broken into at Jau Market last night in the absence of Police. 

Police in Wau have been engaged in a protest since Monday over unpaid wages. 

Wol Charles noted that in his meeting with the acting Governor this morning he was assured of SPLA withdrawal from the town and that other organized forces will provide security to the markets.

“Traders have not open shops but not all, because last night four shops were broken in. someone says five boxes of cigarettes were stolen, the one of cloth said boxes containing cloths were stolen including clothes on the hangers. If there is no police the market will not be stable. Last two days traders are not sleeping at all. Now by the end of today we want to see whether the markets will be protected or not. Today all the traders wanted to come to the office of Chamber of commerce but I went and address them to remain in their shops because if they leave their shops, it can be stolen even during the day”.

In other news, police spokesperson Col James Monday Enoka has told radio Miraya efforts are underway to ensure unpaid salaries are delivered to police across the country. 
He is calling on police to be patient and respect the rules of the police force

Authorities in Jonglei state say the relative calm in Duk County has opened the way for the return of many displaced people currently living in Twic East County.

It is estimated more than twenty thousand IDPs are still living in Twic East County in Jonglei State.

The State Relief and Rehabilitation Commission and the UN’s World Food Program recently made an assessment visit to Twic East to ascertain the humanitarian needs of the IDPs. 

The Coordinator of the Relief and Rehabilitation Commission, James Jok says IDPs have started to return, but those still living in Twic East are in need of food and shelter.

 “The visit found out that there is still present of IDPs in Twic East; there was a case load of over twenty thousand Duk IDPs in Twic East. According to the state government and authorities in Duk County they believe that the security situation is calm, so the ongoing return to Duk is the voluntarily return, but the real return will be organized”

Traffic police have deployed speed guns along the Juba Nimule road to catch drivers who drive too fast.  

The devise can measure the speed a car, bus or motorbike is travelling from a long distance away. 

The national director general of traffic Major Gen. James Biel Ruot says he has already started to deploy speed detectors and severe fines will be issued to drivers who break the 80 kilometer an hour speed limit along the road.

“I deploy them now one in Achwaa and one in Nisitu I am telling every citizen that we are not doing this for financial purposes, we need the safety of our people, if the drivers understand and comply with it within one week it will be better than losing your money as a driver but we want to save the life of our citizens going to Kampala.” 

Officials in Western Equatoria say armed cattle keepers, who entered from the neighboring states, pose a significant security threat in the region.

The Minister of Local Government and Law Enforcement, Daniel Zingifauboro, says resolutions following the Mundri Conference that gave cattle keepers until 9 February to leave the state have not been implemented accordingly.

Additionally, he says their movement can sometimes cause further insecurity.

“What we have realized at the same times is others would move from another place they go to another place, they don’t actually move completely out of the state. Or they move to that place and then they come back, thinking that we don’t think they will not come back again. The other thing which is happing and this is a very serious security matter is that once they are moving out they actually caused problems this has happened in Bangolo where four people were actually killed last month when they were moving out. Now how do you know the identity of these people, you find out that one of them was in uniform so that trigger another question, why cattle keepers uniform and holding guns.”   

Some of the cattle raided from Cueibet County in Lakes state on Monday have been recovered by authorities. 

Cattle owners from the Ngap cattle camp say raiders killed five people in the attack and stole 250 head of cattle 

Commissioner of Cueibet County Isaac Mayom Malek says police are still pursuing the attackers.

“Some group from Duony payam  of Cueibet county they have raided cattle of Rumbek Centre at place called Ngap , now we are collecting the cattle with Community police , Chiefs and operation Police , they ringleaders we did not found them , the run-away , we are now proceeding where the headed to , so where they are gone , going after them to collect back to cattle to their owner.”
