The presidential spokesperson says opposition demands on the division of the nation’s oil wealth’s are meant to reduce the power of the central government.

The opposition delegation to the peace talks has proposed that 30 percent of revenues from oil should go to oil-producing states and 30 percent to the national government. 

The remaining 40 percent would be shared among national other projects and non-oil producing states.

Ateny Wek Ateny is the presidential spokesperson.

Meanwhile the SPLM in Opposition spokesperson to Addis Ababa peace the talks, Puot Kang Chol, told Radio Miraya that opposition demands are meant to safeguard interests of the people of South Sudan.

Kang: The Army spokesperson, Col Philip Aguer, says calm has returned to Renk and Manyo counties in Upper Nile state after shelling by the opposition forces in Renk over the weekend.

He says the army has regained control of Wadakona, on the western bank of the River Nile, from the opposition.

Aguer: “On 7th after the shelling of Renk by heavy artillery from the opposition forces coming from the West Bank of River Nile, this led the SPLA forces to cross the river to pursue the opposition forces in order to stop further threats against civilians in Renk county. Now the west bank or Wadakona is in full control of the army and the situation is calm in Renk and around Renk.” 
Ten South Sudanese females have been recognized for their contribution in the country this International Women’s day in a special ceremony organized by UN Women. 

The head of the UN mission in South Sudan, SRSG Ellen Margrethe Loej, told the crowd the event was a chance to highlight the extraordinary efforts of South Sudanese women. 

Margrethe: “This event will provide an opportunity to honor the too often neglected accomplishments of South Sudanese women in every area of endeavor by capturing significant contributions women have made. These women have developed their talents and energies in areas like conflict resolution and peace building, the liberation struggle, business, economic prosperity, rights of women and the marginalized, politics and leadership, academia and mass media.’

Armed cattle raiders attacked a community in Bor town on Sunday injuring two people, and adducting two children. 

Police and other organized forces are reportedly pursuing the assailants. 

Radio Miraya’s Chaplain Nemaya is in Bor and now reports:

Nemaya’s report:
The incident occurred at Block Nine that lays behind the police headquarters in Bor town.  The wounded victims, a woman and boy are being treated at Bor hospital.  Bor County Commissioner Isaac Mamer Ruk explains the attackers also abducted two small children.
Mamer: “On the 8 March 2015, the raiders entered Block Nine, they wounded an old lady with age of sixty-two, and they wounded a small boy under four years and they ran away with a boy and girl. They entered Bor town. Block Nine is just near police headquarters, within the town.”

Bor has been relatively calm in recent months after several attacks on the town last year that killed a number of civilians and forced the population to flee to neighboring states and settlements. Meanwhile, Jonglei State’s Member of Parliament representing Makuach and Anyidi Payams, Maker Chol Adhol. says he will present the issue of frequent attacks on civilians within Bor town to the Parliament for discussion. 
Adhol: “Of course this is not the first time for them. As a member of parliament representing this constituency, I will go and table it. However in the southern parts of Jonglei State that are relatively calm, communities are experiencing great numbers of people returning to settle after a year of conflict in the area. One woman has been seriously injured and 47 houses destroyed in a fire yesterday evening in Machar Kunyuk and ayuang residential areas in Aweil Town, Northern bahr el Ghazal State.

Authorities say the fire sparked in one of the shelters made of grass and was helped by a strong wind and petrol products sold in the roads nearby.

The Acting Governor of Northern bahr el State, Salva Chol Ayat, said that a security committee will be formed to investigate the cause of fire and property lost in fire.

Ayat warned all the citizens of the state not to store petrol products in the residential areas.

Ayat: “We want to tell the people of the state, if the people take precautions, the incidents like this cannot happen. That means, they cannot take place. Therefore, storing of flammable substances like benzene, diesel and other things are legally forbidden. They are not stored in the houses. They have places in the market, specific places where they are put there. This is the first mistake that we have made, all of us. The person who had rented this house and brought this benzene has done a mistake and that is why its result has affected all the people.”
Out of the 47 houses destroyed, 39 are rented by foreign nationals and contain 72 shelters inside with 15-20 people per shelter. 
And in regional news
Forces from Niger and Chad have launched a ground and air offensive against militant group Boko Haram in north-eastern Nigeria.

The campaign is said to be targeting militants in Borno state.

It came as Nigerian officials dismissed Boko Haram's pledge of allegiance to Islamic State as a reaction to military pressure from Nigeria and its allies.

The pledge was posted online on Saturday in an audio message by Boko Haram leader Abubakar Shekau.

He called on Muslims everywhere to swear loyalty to IS leader Abu Bakr al-Baghdadi.

Boko Haram has been fighting an insurgency to create an Islamic state in northern Nigeria since 2009, and in recent months the violence has increasingly spilled over into neighbouring states.
And in sports

South Sudan Football Association in collaboration with the training office of FIFA has concluded the first local association’s  secretary’s course in Juba.

It shows that they are willing to change, they willing to grow. I can see positivity going forward but what is most important is that the people after this course  must go and implement.“
And the president of the national Football Association, Chabur Guc Alie, says their next plan is to make sure all club management and administrators are also trained. 

FIFA has appointed Ivana Avri as Administration Advisor to carry out administration training for the next three months.

Alie: “Our plan in the next few months is to have all these local football associations and club managers to be trained in terms of administration and good to point out that FIFA has appointed someone who will come very soon, maybe next week. He will be with us here as advisor in terms of administration. His name is Ivan Avri and he is from France. He will Join us for the next three months and we are targeting specially the clubs administrations and our local football associations.”
