The commissioner of Cueibet County in Lakes State, Isaac Mayom Malek, says revenge attacks are making it increasingly difficult to control cattle raiding in the state.

The commissioner spoke to Radio Miraya following reports that an estimated one thousand heads of cattle were raided from four cattle camps at the border between Warrap State and Unity State were raided on Sunday. Five people were killed in this attack.

Commissioner Mayom said cooperation and coordinated information flow is needed to gradually control cattle raiding.

Isaac Mayom Malek: “Even this revenge attacks, Killings and even revenge attacks of cattle raiding it is all revenge, you know that is what is going on. Even if you took cattle from one county another county will go for revenge, this is what is going on. This situation will be improved, it is the first time now since a big number like that came to attack us but the ignorance from our cattle keepers here is the problem.”

Still in Lakes state, a small dispute between children in Lakes state turned nasty on Sunday triggering a wave of gunfire that sent a wave of panic in Rumbek town.

Lakes State minister of Local Government and Law enforcement, Jok Ayom, says that the security forces were forced to fire in the air to disperse the crowds that had gathered to watch the fighting children.

Jok Ayom: “In fact what happened yesterday was a very normal issue young boy gathered in the farm and I think they quarreled and started to fight, so the big people wanted to come into the point where the children were fighting, the security guards who were around fired their firearms into the air to disperse the gathering.” 

The minister says the general security situation in Lakes state has been calm

Some 100 young people from the East African region have gathered in Juba this morning for the fifth East African Youth forum on Peace building.

Young people aged between 18 and 35 from the Eastern African region and guests from Cameroon, Sudan, Somalia and Ethiopia will discuss peace and reconciliation strategies, the economy and good governance.

James Tongo, President of the East African Youth Forum says the youths will be challenged to examine their relationships and role in society and also look at their own hopes, fears and motivations to make a collective search for answers to common concerns faced in the region.

James Tongo: “This conference with a theme youth together – promoting sustainable peace will be discussing on nationalism on how young people can be patriotic enough to work for their nation and try to do their best to promote peace in their respective countries with special emphasis on South Sudan. We shall also look at elements of the economy, good governance and reconciliation.”
The Governor of Eastern Equatoria State, Loius Lobong Lojore, is calling for reforms in South Sudan’s education system.

The Governor told Radio Miraya in an exclusive interview that the education system in South Sudan needs to be transformed from open education to technical education, to support south Sudan’s development. He said what the nation needs now is a different kind of education that prepare students for a working life.

Governor Lobong: “We need education to be guided towards our interests and what we need really, in South Sudan as a new country we need to embark on Technical fields it is not just open education where people just go, we need to focus on what we want to achieve and this three years is just a short time. When we get graduates into various technical fields, this is what will help us.”
Journalists in Western Equatoria State are renewing calls for freedom of expression to develop a thriving media in South Sudan.

The call by the journalists comes as a conference opens in Juba this morning, focusing on media safety, freedom of expression and gender equality in the media.

Speaking ahead of this conference, the journalists said more steps are needed to guarantee greater press freedom across the country.

In his message to Mark World Press Freedom Day on Sunday, the UN Secretary General Ban Ki Moon, said thriving must be attached to quality reporting and information dissemination to all segments of society.

And in foreign news, the Italian coastguard says more than 5,800 migrants have been rescued and 10 bodies recovered off the Libyan coast.

The survivors were over the weekend, picked up from wooden and rubber boats, in 17 separate operations by Italian and French ships. 

The overloaded vessel crashed into a cargo ship shortly after leaving Libya, causing panic on board. The dead were mostly Syrians, Eritreans, and Somalis - adults and children. 

At least 1,750 people have died this year trying to cross the Mediterranean. The UN refugee agency (UNHCR) says much more" needs to be done beyond the EU's current spending plans to tackle the migration crisis in the Mediterranean.
