The Minister of security and defense briefed cabinet today on the security situation in the Country.

He says the cabinet has directed all minsters to visit the states and brief citizens on the current situation in the country
Heavy flooding hit Elegu in Uganda on the South Sudan border yesterday morning leaving traders and travelers stranded.

Many  businesses are said to be on standstill and several restaurants have relocated to the roadside as they wait for the water to recede. 

Local trader in Elegu Ali Mohammed told Radio Miraya the flooding has been made worse by the construction work on the Nimule bridge.

‘The water is coming from ** (?) that is from Uganda side and drainages are not enough which are being blocked by the ongoing road construction you know around the bridge of Nimule. Luckily enough as I’m speaking there’s no sign of rain around Elegu Nimule, the place is shining. And I’m hoping by  evening the water would have reduced. If in case the Chinese constructors can make some drainages around so that the water can find a way out.’ 

The UN Refugee agency says close to two thousand new refugees from Sudan’s South Kordorfan state were registered in Yida last month. 

More than ten thousand refugees have settled in the area since late December when the Sudanese government and the Sudan People’s Liberation Movement - North failed to reach a cessation of hostilities agreement. 

The vast majority of new arrivals in Yida are women and children and come mainly from Umdoreen, Heban and Delami counties.

On Thursday Human Rights Watch called on the the United Nations Security Council to consider abuses against children in the South Kordofan conflict as war crimes and impose sanctions on those responsible. 

Cattle keepers have agreed with authorities in Mundri West County, Western Equatoria State to leave the area as soon as possible.  

Around 25,000 head of cattle will be moved towards Yirol in the coming weeks.

In international News: A trial of a malaria vaccine that targets the most dangerous variety of parasite that causes the disease has shown some positive early results. 

Media reports say the vaccine, developed at Oxford University, was 67% effective in a study of 121 men in Kenya, it found.

Encouraging results have now been recorded for two malaria vaccines, after 20 years of research. 

Recent tests of a different vaccine in more advanced trials showed signs of it working in young children.

With about 1,300 children dying in sub-Saharan Africa from malaria every day, scientists want a vaccine to protect those most at risk.
