Officials from the Ministry of Agriculture are meeting in Juba to develop an Agriculture Master Plan.  

The officials are meeting with development partners, and representatives from the line ministries of electricity and dams and physical infrastructure.

It is hoped the plan will provide guidance for the boosting of the Agricultural sector and encourage self-reliance.

“The meeting is expected to approve technical documents and sources of resource mobilization that would be used to implement the Comprehensive Agricultural Development Master plan. The final documents will be taken to the Council of Ministers for approval before they are sent to the National Legislature.  An inter-Ministerial steering committee appointed has been urged to come up with strong recommendations to help in the implementation of the plan. Cabinet affairs, Martin Elia Lomoro says having good documents and policies in place will help address food insecurity.

Martin Elia Lomoro “I think we have reached at a point where our people are depending totally from food from outside and giving us the headache of letters of credit (LCs) and all that come with it the negative thing that come with it and we want to avoid it .So this forum should be giving us strong recommendations.”
The minister of electricity and Dams, Jemma Nunu Kumba says her ministry is working closely with the agriculture ministry to development the master plan. She highlighted their role water resource development and management.

Jemma Nunu Kumba “We play a key role to complement this agriculture master plan with strategies on how to use our water resources to improve agriculture productivity in our country. We have been doing this for a while, it is a process that has taken into consideration the inputs from all the stakeholders.”

Meanwhile the Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) notes that agriculture is one of the important sectors.  JICA country Director, Mitsuaki Furukawa says the they are supporting the development of agriculture.

Roll clip…………………………… Mitsuaki Furukawa “South Sudan needs commitment ownership and commitment for actual strategy papers such as those two master plans. We are lining with south Sudan development plans, JICA and the other international donors are trying to support this processes.”

The minister of agriculture Beda Machar mentioned that the agriculture master plan is set for a period of 25 years till 2040 and is expected to move agriculture development forward. I am Susan Dokolo for Radio Miraya news.

The greater Mundri Community in Juba has condemned the ongoing insecurity in Mundri West County of Western Equatoria State.

Without mentioning figures, Stephen Ali Komoyangi, the secretary General of the greater Mundri Community, told a news conference in Juba that people have died, and properties have been destroyed.

Komoyangi says the situation in Mundri remains tense.

He is calling on the government to form an independent fact finding committee to investigate the root cause of the recent incidents in Mundri.

“We urge the national and state government to one restore normalcy in the area under the county commissioner to install confidence in the people.  Two; to constitute an independent fact finding committee including community representatives to establish the root causes of the incident. Third and finally we appeal to the national and state government and relief agencies to urgently extend relief aid to the affected population especially, women, children and the elderly.”

Civil society has petitioned the Ministry of foreign affairs over the detention of two South Sudanese pastors in Khartoum. 
The civil society groups want the Ministry to contact the Sudanese government to release the pastors within 72 hours – which ends today.  
Santino Mayen Agok, a spokesperson for the civil society says they want the trial stopped.

“We asked the Foreign affairs for the release of the two Pastors within 72 hours  and to stop this trial by security intelligence  in collaboration with the Sudanese Judiciary. Those two citizens are subject to a fully sovereign state there must be must be a settlement Such as exemption or transferred to South Sudan then the Judiciary will look into if the invitation to the pastors from the other  religious sect  in Sudan is it true or were smuggled ? They left from here under Sudanese responsibility and we as citizens of South Sudan will monitor and will not ignore it but will go further if the Sudanese Embassy did not react will go up to UN.”

Rev. Ayad Michael and Rev Peter Yen - currently in detention in Khartoum have had their trial postponed indefinitely.  Rev. Michael is accused of criticizing the Sudanese government, while Rev Yen was locked up in January after he questioned the detention of his colleague.  The two pastors of the Evangelical Presbyterian Church were charged in March and face a possible death sentence.  

The Ministry of Education in Warrap State has suspended senior three students of Kuajok National Secondary School. 

The indefinite suspension comes after the students locked the school principal in his office and staged a violent protest against an instruction to switch to the South Sudan school syllabus.  

The Director General in the State Ministry of Education, Adriano Kiir Ayuel says the students have also been barred from entering the school premises – until further notice. 

Kiir Ayuel says the students were demanding to sit their final examinations in third year and not in senior four, as stated in the new curriculum.

“If they say they want to be in school – nobody refuse them to said – but what they are insisting on is what we don’t want to accept – if the insist on getting the Sudan curriculum to be taught to them which is not in the policy than we said no – they can remain out – but if they now we have reviewed and we have reconcile that we were doing something wrong contradictory to the system, than we can said you are welcome back.”  

In Jonglei, two people were killed as the raiders clashed with the cattle owners who fought back to protect their animals. 

More than 140 heads of cattle were taken in an attack on a cattle camp in Pariak Boma, of Bor County.  

Bor county commissioner, Isaac Mamer Ruuk says the state administration has met with officials from the neighboring Greater Pibor Administrative Area to try and track down the criminals.

“The raiders suspected to be youth from Murle, attacked one of the cattle camp they killed two people on our side and went away with 145 heads of cattle I managed to contact honorable David Yau Yau about the incident, he responded positively and I really appreciate his solidarity and cooperation, his intention is to apprehend those who are coming here, well enough our youth and organized forces manage to follow the raiders until they return the cattle back to the cattle camp”

Still in Jonglei, University students from the John Garang University launched a program to reach at least 500 families stranded in swamps.  

The outreach program will see the students locate the families and facilitate aid delivery.  

The students are working in collaboration with Save the Children, Intersos and the Norwegian Refugee Council.  

David Malual, the dean of the College of Education explains the project to radio Miraya.

“In this program we are trying to serve the people who are not actually reachable now, along the Nile, people who are in swampy areas. We found over three hundred people, the children look healthy, but they are facing a lot of challenges, they use the running water from the Nile, they do not have any education facility, they don’t have, no medical centers, so when one is sick, maybe transported between six to seven hours”

The 500 families fled to the bushes and swamps for safety after the break out of war in December 2013.

A team of Egyptian doctors has concluded medical clinics in Wau, Western Barh el-Ghazal.  The specialists provided free treatment to the population, and also conducted on-job training for South Sudanese medical staff. State Minister of health, Isaac Cleto, says the one week medical camp was a success.

“They were able to see more than two thousand patients; two thousand three hundred patients were consulted in different section. About three hundred surgeries were carried out; about half of them were in the eyes. And it was clear that we have eye problem, out of the field visit, most of the patients were in the eye section. We have the problem of teeth still there, there is a problem of swellings for example swellings you may not know whether it is big or small in female. It needs joint team of doctors, one doctor cannot manage.”

Staying in Wau, the United Nations Mission in South Sudan has donated food items and clothing to a home for the elderly in Wau, Western Bahr el Ghazal State. 

A similar donation has been made to the Don Bosco home which hosts more than three hundred and sixty street children. 

Acting UNMISS state Coordinator, Nwane Obahor, says the the donation is a gesture in the lead up to tomorrow’s international peacekeepers day celebrations

“we have come to bring this small token to you people. We hope that this will help out what already the government is providing for you here in the house, we hope also that other people come and visit you and donate what they can so as to help government care for you.”.

Representing the ministry of Gender, child and social Welfare, David Gabriel thanked UNMISS for the donation and called for further assistance to renovate homes for the aged in the state.

The United States has committed a further $79 million dollars to help people displaced by the conflict in South Sudan. 

In a statement released today, the United States Government says they remain deeply concerned about the widespread conflict in the country and called for free access for humanitarians to reach those most in need. 

With this additional funding, the total US humanitarian commitment since the beginning of the crisis is now nearly 1.1 billion dollars.  

The funds will go to support the activities of the UN Refugee agency, UNHCR. 

Elsewhere, Football's governing body Fifa is due to open its annual congress despite warnings from sponsors that they may review ties over the arrest of seven top officials on corruption charges.

One of the sports main sponsors Visa MasterCard says it will reassess its sponsorship unless Fifa makes changes. Coca-Cola and Adidas have also voiced concern.

The European football body Uefa will decide whether to boycott Friday's vote for the next Fifa president.

Incumbent Sepp Blatter who is hoping to secure a fifth term at Fifa's congress in the Swiss city of Zurich, was not named in the corruption investigations.

And, South Africa has denied bribing FIFA to host the 2010 football World Cup.  

US investigators say the South African government promised to pay 10 million US dollars to former Fifa vice-president Jack Warner and his co-conspirators in exchange for winning the right to host the tournament.

Government officials deny this and say a "clean audit report" was done at the end of the World Cup.

The South Africa Football Association says the allegation was "baseless" and "untested".
