The next round of talks between the government and the opposition has been set for the 8th of June.  

The talks will see a broader structure of stakeholders known as the ‘IGAD-plus framework’ to include 5 heads of state representing the different regions of Africa.  

The President’s spokesperson Ateny Wek Ateny says the government has accepted the inclusion of the regional heads, but has rejected proposals by IGAD mediators to involve the TROIKA states of the United States, the United Kingdom and Norway.

Ateny says the government’s position was communicated by President Salva Kiir during a visit by the foreign affairs ministers of Ethiopia and Kenya on Wednesday.

“The foreign ministers and the President agreed that on the 8th of June there will be one plus two from each side meeting in Addis Ababa; that is the chief negotiator plus other two on the government side and the chief negotiator on the rebel side with other two – they will be meeting in Addis Ababa on the 8th and their meeting will pave the way for the summit of the Heads of State and Government of IGAD which will be discussing South Sudan. So the President gave the go ahead on the issue of the African heads of state because the President believes it is an Afican solution for African problems but he gave his reservations for the inclusion of TROIKA”. 

Ateny says the foreign ministers also discussed a government proposal to use the Arusha intra-party agreement as a basis document for the next round of talks.  
The Addis Ababa negotiations broke down in March. 

The Governor of Western Equatoria State is asking the organized forces to target their security operations towards suspects of the insecurity in parts of Mundri West County. 

In a statement to the media on Thursday, Joseoh Bangasi Bakosoro says the citizens of Mundri are concerned about the unrest that has befallen the county over the past week.  

Bakosoro is calling for a thorough investigation into the situation.

“If there are rebel movement that has taken place within WES then what I will request from our soldiers is to targets those rebels rather than civilians and their properties. When Riek rebelled, I think our forces were targeting where he is with his forces, there is no need to go into town to begin looting the properties of innocent citizens who are not rebels. I am grateful for the people of WES for their patience and to some of our SPLA who went to rescue the situation in a peaceful manner, I am happy about that. And I am asking all our security organs, to keep calm and return to their barracks and wait for any investigation that may take place soon or later” 

On Thursday, the greater Mundri Community in Juba condemned the ongoing insecurity in Mundri and called on the National government to constitute an independent fact finding committee to investigate the root causes of the recent incidents.

As we commemorate International Peacekeepers Day today, the UN Head of Mission in South Sudan has assured the people of the mission’s commitment to fostering peace.  
In her message for the day, Ellen Margrethe Loej notes the suffering and struggles of the people.   Ms Loej reaffirms the commitment of UNMISS to the cause of peace in South Sudan.

“To the people of South Sudan, I want to assure you of my personal commitment and of the commitment of the UN Mission to support all efforts to lasting peace in South Sudan.  As I speak to you today, UNMISS is protecting around 130,000 civilians sheltered within our PoC sites, furthermore UNMISS seeks to provide protection to civilians in other areas and promote resolution of inter-communal conflicts.  Today, I reaffirm the commitment of UNMISS to the cause of peace in South Sudan.”

UN Secretary General Ban Ki-moon in his message says peacekeepers are faced with modern threats in the face of new global realities.  
The Secretary General says to meet these new challenges, peacekeeping is modernizing operations, introducing new technologies, broadening its base of contributors and strengthening partnerships with regional organizations. 
This year’s International Day of UN Peacekeepers falls during the 70th anniversary of the United Nations.

Officials from the Ministry of Agriculture are meeting in Juba to develop an Agriculture Master Plan.  

The officials are meeting with development partners, and representatives from the line ministries of electricity and dams and physical infrastructure.

It is hoped the plan will provide guidance for the boosting of the Agricultural sector and encourage self-reliance.

“The meeting is expected to approve technical documents and sources of resource mobilization that would be used to implement the Comprehensive Agricultural Development Master plan. The final documents will be taken to the Council of Ministers for approval before they are sent to the National Legislature.  An inter-Ministerial steering committee appointed has been urged to come up with strong recommendations to help in the implementation of the plan. Cabinet affairs, Martin Elia Lomoro says having good documents and policies in place will help address food insecurity.

Martin Elia Lomoro “I think we have reached at a point where our people are depending totally from food from outside and giving us the headache of letters of credit (LCs) and all that come with it the negative thing that come with it and we want to avoid it .So this forum should be giving us strong recommendations.”
The minister of electricity and Dams, Jemma Nunu Kumba says her ministry is working closely with the agriculture ministry to development the master plan. She highlighted their role water resource development and management.

Jemma Nunu Kumba “We play a key role to complement this agriculture master plan with strategies on how to use our water resources to improve agriculture productivity in our country. We have been doing this for a while, it is a process that has taken into consideration the inputs from all the stakeholders.”

Meanwhile the Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) notes that agriculture is one of the important sectors.  JICA country Director, Mitsuaki Furukawa says the they are supporting the development of agriculture.

Roll clip…………………………… Mitsuaki Furukawa “South Sudan needs commitment ownership and commitment for actual strategy papers such as those two master plans. We are lining with south Sudan development plans, JICA and the other international donors are trying to support this processes.”

The minister of agriculture Beda Machar mentioned that the agriculture master plan is set for a period of 25 years till 2040 and is expected to move agriculture development forward. I am Susan Dokolo for Radio Miraya news.

The United States has committed a further $79 million dollars to help people displaced by the conflict in South Sudan. 

In a statement released today, the United States Government says they remain deeply concerned about the widespread conflict in the country and called for free access for humanitarians to reach those most in need. 

With this additional funding, the total US humanitarian commitment since the beginning of the crisis is now nearly 1.1 billion dollars.  

The funds will go to support the activities of the UN Refugee agency, UNHCR. 

The Ministry of Education in Warrap State has suspended senior three students of Kuajok National Secondary School. 

The indefinite suspension comes after the students locked the school principal in his office and staged a violent protest against an instruction to switch to the South Sudan secondary school syllabus.  

The Director General in the State Ministry of Education, Adriano Kiir Ayuel says the students have also been barred from entering the school premises – until further notice. 

Kiir Ayuel says the students were demanding to sit their final examinations in third year and not in senior four, as required under new curriculum.

“If they say they want to be in school – nobody refuse them to said – but what they are insisting on is what we don’t want to accept – if the insist on getting the Sudan curriculum to be taught to them which is not in the policy than we said no – they can remain out – but if they now we have reviewed and we have reconcile that we were doing something wrong contradictory to the system, than we can said you are welcome back.”

In Jonglei, two people were killed in a cattle raid in Pariak Boma, of Bor county.

More than 140 heads of cattle were taken in the attack, but were later recovered by the cattle owners.  

Bor county commissioner, Isaac Mamer Ruuk says the state administration has met with officials from the neighboring Greater Pibor Administrative Area to try and track down the criminals.

“The raiders suspected to be youth from Murle, attacked one of the cattle camp they killed two people on our side and went away with 145 heads of cattle I managed to contact honorable David Yau Yau about the incident, he responded positively and I really appreciate his solidarity and cooperation, his intention is to apprehend those who are coming here, well enough our youth and organized forces manage to follow the raiders until they return the cattle back to the cattle camp”

A team of Egyptian doctors has concluded medical clinics in Wau, Western Barh el-Ghazal.  The specialists provided free treatment to the population, and also conducted on-job training for South Sudanese medical staff. State Minister of health, Isaac Cleto, says the one week medical camp was a success.

“They were able to see more than two thousand patients; two thousand three hundred patients were consulted in different section. About three hundred surgeries were carried out; about half of them were in the eyes. And it was clear that we have eye problem, out of the field visit, most of the patients were in the eye section. We have the problem of teeth still there, there is a problem of swellings for example swellings you may not know whether it is big or small in female. It needs joint team of doctors, one doctor cannot manage.”

Staying in Wau, the United Nations Mission in South Sudan has donated food items and clothing to a home for the elderly in Wau, Western Bahr el Ghazal State. 

A similar donation has been made to the Don Bosco home which hosts more than three hundred and sixty street children. 

Acting UNMISS state Coordinator, Nwane Obahor, says the donation is a gesture in the lead up to today’s international peacekeepers day celebrations

“we have come to bring this small token to you people. We hope that this will help out what already the government is providing for you here in the house, we hope also that other people come and visit you and donate what they can so as to help government care for you.”.

Representing the ministry of Gender, child and social Welfare, David Gabriel thanked UNMISS for the donation and called for further assistance to renovate homes for the aged in the state.

The inauguration ceremony will usher Buhari in as the country’s Fifth Executive President. 
And, Football governing body FIFA holds its congress today to elect a new President. 

The 209 members representing the different football confederations will cast their votes at the congress in Zurich, Switzerland amid a huge corruption scandal.
The vote comes two days after seven top officials were held in Zurich in a US fraud inquiry that indicted 14 people.

Sepp Blatter is seeking a fifth term. His only challenger is Prince Ali bin al-Hussein of Jordan.
