An MP at the national parliament has called for tougher actions against individual found spending beyond their allocations from the national budget.

The Chairperson of the specialized committee for legislation, Deng Tiel, said unlawful payments that would results to overspending should be punished by jail.

Deng Tiel: “Over spending allocated budgets against the provisions of this bill and unauthorized payment of one’s spending you commit an offence and shall upon conviction by the court be punished by a prison term of up to ten years and in addition shall refund to the treasury the amount dishonourably used or misappropriated and the employee shall not occupy any future public office that deals with financial matters.” 
The MP was making comments after the parliament passed a 10.6 billion budget for 2015/2016, which puts security, health and agriculture top government’s priorities.

Meanwhile, the former heads of specialized committees have been asked to return 30 vehicles they still keep after they were reshuffled within 48-hours.

Samuel Duwar Deng, head of the specialized committee of defense, security and public order, has been asked to recover the vehicles. 

He says the recovery of parliament properties ensures that public assets should be accounted for.

Samuel Duwar Deng: “If it happened by mistake that you have it by mistake as chair or deputy chairperson then that car is required back to be returned. It is part of accountability. Also we have to have them because we want to show an example. We want to lead this process by example. When you say want to apply accountability, you must also start by yourself and then go and criticize the rest. That is why we are starting with the assembly. We have to have accountability. These are public properties and they have to come back to the public.”

The governor of Western Equatoria State has blamed the insecurity in Yambio town on more than 10 armed groups that operate under different leaders.

Speaking on Radio Miraya this morning, Patrick Zamoi, said the groups have made the town unsafe even for government officials.

He added that they have so far met with leaders of arrow boys and have reached some sort of understanding.

Patrick Zamoi: “What I found in particular in Yambio; there was number of group more than ten divided. All these groups were operating independently.  And was controlled by individuals but very unfortunately these individuals failed totally to control the groups and life especially within Yambio was very risky. Even senior official’s government officials, but thank God we have really worked hard and succeed to meet most of the arrow boys’ leaders and talked to them and come to understanding.”

A civil society organization in Western Bahr el Ghazal state there is calling for the construction of a bigger prison facility. 

The call came a day after a businessman in Wau offered to secure the release of 21 criminals jailed for petty crimes.
The Community Empowerment for Progress Organization (CEPO) coordinator in the state, Steven Robo, says the state government should seek partnership to build a bigger facility to handle the ever increasing number of inmates.

Steven Robo: “We know that this one is not sustainable because of limited resource in our country. It is not all the time that business people will keep on releasing people. CEPO strongly is urging business community, NGOs, community based organizations and faith based organization to join their hands together with the government to build a bigger prison space so that we can cover the needs of inmates in our state.”
One person has been killed and more than 200 heads of cattle stolen in a raid on a cattle camp in Twic East County, Jonglei state.

The commissioner of Twic East County, Dau Akoi Jurkuch, says the police have been trying to pursue the attackers to recover the stolen cattle.

Dau Akoi Jurkuch: “A group of cattle raiders attacked a village, Pathiang of Nuac payam in Wangule. Around seven households took their cattle for grazing, then from there they fell into an ambush. They killed one person.”

The Ministry of Labor, Public Service and Human Resource Development is expected to begin issuing work permit smart cards to aliens working in South Sudan.

Speaking to Radio Miraya this morning, Undersecretary of Labor Helen Achiro said that, the introduction of the Smart Cards should not scare aliens working in the South Sudan, of being sent away from the country.

Helen Achiro: “They should not be scared because we are introducing this electronic system, but what is happening is that when they are coming or when their organization is applying they have to make sure that the entire necessary requirement must be availed and they should have their own identification from their own country and it’s quite important that we need to cooperate we are here to work together but not to be thinking that we are against anybody working here.”

Elsewhere, police in Kenya have arrested three men at a shopping centre in Nairobi with a suspected explosive device, which has since been detonated in a controlled explosion.

The Garden City Mall, one of the biggest shopping centers in the city, has also been evacuated.

A witness said one of the men refused to be searched by security guards and was overpowered in a scuffle.

Police spokesman George Kinoti said the three men in custody were all Kenyans and the explosives were discovered in one of their bags.

In 2013, al-Shabab gunmen killed 67 shoppers at the city's Westgate mall.
