More fighting has been reported in Unity State. 

The latest clashes come just three days after attacks in Bentiu and Ayod in Unity and Jonglei States respectively.

“The latest attack has been reported in Wankei Payam of Mayom County in Unity State.  State authorities say the clashes between government and opposition forces erupted on Sunday.  Deputy Governor Colonel Mabek Lang Mading says opposition forces have been repulsed in from Wankei attack.  He says some elements have been captured.

Roll clip….there was no more casualties only seven person that have been injured in our forces but the rebels actually sustained more than seventeen killed some people have been captured.

The Deputy Governor says the security situation in Bentiu town has returned to normal since Fridays clashes.

Roll clip...security situation in Bentiu and Rubkotna respectively is normal after the massive clashes have happened from the 15th this month.

Meanwhile an opposition leader Yuhanis Musa Pouk is calling for the urgent deployment of monitoring and verification teams on the ground. 

Roll clip…. We said it before and now we are saying it that without verification team in place we will not have the cessation of hostilities respected.  

Both government and the opposition are claiming control of Bentiu.  I am Reech Malual for Radio Miraya News

National celebrations to mark War Veterans Day have taken place in Juba. 
During the celebrations at the John Garang Mausoleum, Defense Minister Kuol Manyang Juk said there is need to honor the living veterans who fought in the struggle against Arab colonialism. 
Kuol Manyang said the veterans have not been properly honored with medals since the country became Independent, and added that there would be more efforts to identify the real veterans. 
Today South Sudan marked the 59th anniversary since the start of the Torit Mutiny of 1955, which is said to have marked the start of the liberation struggle. 
The day was set aside by the SPLM government to pay tribute to the victims of the mutiny. 

Meanwhile, one of South Sudan’s war veterans has been described as an experienced and seasoned politician.  
James Eliaba Surur, passed away yesterday (Sunday) in Kampala, Uganda from suspected kidney failure.  
Eliaba fought in the Anyanya War movement and was also the founder of the People’s Progressive Party.’ Thomas Wani Kundu is a relative, and speaks more about Eliaba’s life.

Clip……………………..Thomas Wani Kundu 2
“He was a teacher by profession and an experienced politician. He was the founder of the party: PPP which is Peoples’ Progressive Party. He managed to amalgamate all other Southern political parties under the name USAP; Union of Sudanese African Parties. He participated in the struggle for the liberation of the people of South Sudan right from day 1.  He was one of the leading figures on the political arena in Sudan by then”

James Eliaba Surur died at the age of 87 years.  His remains are expected to arrive in the country for burial on Thursday this week.

The Archbishop of the Episcopal Church of Sudan, Daniel Deng Bul is in Rumbek, Lakes State in an attempt to bring peace after days of revenge attacks following the killing of a Paramount chief.  
Arch Bishop Deng has urged the communities to embrace peace and said the church is ready to intervene to calm the tensions.  
The Arch Bishop is also in Rumbek to officiate at the inauguration of a Diocese in Malek payam.

“The purpose of my visit today is focus on two things and I wanted you to understand it, first I came purposely for peace issues and you see and we have listens that there are conflicts in Rumbek communities, people are killing themselves and these disturbances is painful to people who listens to its, we they church interesting to have peace and stability, there is no Nation to progress with conflicts/war and lack of love or harmony among the people.”

Rumbek East has been the scene of revenge killings since Paramount chief Apareer Chut Dhuol from the Gonyi section was shot dead by an unknown gunman early this month. 

Earlier Radio Miraya reported mass rapes and lootings carried out on communities in Rumbek East in apparent revenge for his killing. 

One person has been killed and more than twenty head of cattle stolen in a raid in Mvolo County, in Western Equatoria State.
Mvolo County commissioner, James Abdallah Arona, says the raiders are believed to have come from neighboring Lakes State. 
The commissioner says they attacked a cattle camp late at night and killed the owner of the camp, who has been identified as a member of the security forces.

“The cattle raiders were five in number so at night those cattle raiders attacked a cattle camp they shot and killed corporal his name is called John Kuch Mayor the one who is having that cattle camp and at the same place is a soldier from Prison force. The number of cattle which was raided is about twenty five. We are still now in communication with the authorities in Wulu and the authorities in Lakes to know exactly where are they but the right direction they are proceeding to Rumbek East.”

The World Health Organization office in South Sudan says it is on alert and taking all necessary precautions to keep Ebola out of the country.  

WHO Country Director, Abdunnasir Abubaker says there have been no suspected cases reported.  

Abdunassir says they are working closely with the government to screen travelers and put in place a preparedness plan.

“WHO has provided technical support to the ministry of health to put together the preparedness plans. We are setting up isolation place at Juba teaching Hospital, we are training health care works and providing support health workers and the surveillance officers to strengthen the surveillance atlases we can detect verify and also investigate any suspect case of Ebola. So far there is no Ebola casein south Sudan and the risk is very low yet we are taking precaution measures to be prepared.’’      

Meanwhile, authorities in Liberia are investigating the whereabouts of 17 Ebola patients who disappeared from after a quarantine centre in the capital Monrovia.  

The patients are said to have fled as the center was looted by a gang who reportedly took bloodstained sheets.

Eyewitnesses say the gang was mostly young men armed with clubs.

The death toll from the Ebola outbreak in West Africa stands at more than one thousand.  

Two hundred households in Lainya County, Central Equatoria State, will soon have power in their homes, courtesy of the Indian government.  

Officials from India have signed a memorandum of understanding with authorities of Lainya County to fit the panels in households in Kenyi payam.  

Lainya County Commissioner, Huda Micha Laila says seven women have been selected from the community to travel to India for training on how to manage the panels.

“The seven women selected from the community, after getting the knowledge, they will not go to Yei or Juba, they will be on the ground with their children to maintain this thing, so selecting these women we will ensure that we have empowered women, secondly we would have reduced the burden from her.  After six or seven months, we will see that Kenyi Payam has light.”

Media practitioners have been urged to play a positive role in peace building.  

The call was made during a workshop for journalists in Warrap State.  

45 journalists attended the training that was supported by the Public Information office of the United Nations Mission in South Sudan.  

The Acting Director General in the State Ministry of Information and Communications in Warrap, Muordet Mayol, called on journalists to use their skills in peace building and urged for more trainings.

“I hope should be there, for another workshop to be done – to get more information because the topic that we get in this workshop are they weakness areas in our ministry or radio Warrap state. I will thank first the public information department in the UNMISS of Warrap state for arranging this good workshop and I personally benefitted – this is why I sited here two days now.”

The UNMISS Coordinator in Warrap State, Leda Limann, stressed the importance of having an Independent media.

“Without they media every country is doom because is a media that put politician on their toes – is the media that inform ordinary people on what their rights is – is they media whose spread the words whatever is typical all across the countries – so in a sense even the media are main educated of the people and therefore we cannot do without media, your roll is important – we might not mention you as one main three arms of government but no country can do without they a media  but I want to believe that you who are sitting in this room - you look so few - you look so incuse -  you look so harmless but I want to believe that if we are going to achieve peace than it  lies in your hands and no one least” 

In sports, Rwanda has been disqualified from the 2015 Africa Cup of Nations tournament after questions were raised about the eligibility of one of their players.  
The tournament’s organizing committee received a complaint from the Congolese Football Federation, saying the player in question, Birori Dady, had a different name and age in his passport.  
The committee has suspended the player until further notice and has banned him from playing for both his club and country. The DR Congo will take the place of the Rwandan side. 

And, in the first division football tournament in Yambio, Western Equatoria State, Nile City earned a 2-nil walkover win after Cobra FC failed to turn up for the game for unknown reasons.  
Yambio Stars now lead the table with 7 points after beating Wehida FC 3-1. 
Meanwhile, Saint Mary got their first point of the tournament after a goalless draw with Nile City. 
Today Cobra FC are expected to take on Wehida FC.
