The ministry of Education has released a timetable for the South Sudan Secondary examinations scheduled to take place on 20 January 2015.

The Education Ministry Undersecretary, Michael Lopuke, told journalists that about 4,065 candidates will be sitting for the exams in 77 registered centers.

Lopoke says the exams will take place in 7 states including Abyei administrative area except Upper Nile, Unity and Warrap states.

“The actual exams will start on Monday the 20 of January 2015 and end will on Thursday the 5th February 2015. During this time will hope that the conduct of examination will go smoothly and will of course appeal to the all the citizens of the republic the parents, and the candidates and all the institutions of our government and different partners on education to support the process.”  

Hundreds of people from Aweil town turned up at the Northern Bahr el Ghazal State Legislative Assembly on Monday to witness the reinstatement of four Members of Parliament who were expelled from the state legislative assembly two years ago.

The MPs are part of the six MPs who were in 2012 expelled from the state parliament for allegedly violating the SPLM party norms, mobilizing MPs against the SPLM party members and participating in the impeachment of some party members.

The four MP’s were reinstated on the orders of the SPLM State Secretary General, George Garang Lual.

Kuac Wek Wol, one of the MP’s described their reinstatement as a sign of reconciliation.

“We are happy, our people are happy and it is a beginning of reconciliation; it is a beginning of the new start for the SPLM party. So we are happy that we have come back to the assembly and we are happy that we have reconciled within the SPLM and the past has gun. We thank the leadership of the SPLM at the national level our comrade chairman, Salva Kiir Mayardit and state chairman comrade Paul Malong Awan and we thank the team that manage to reconcile us,”

Two of the MPs were reinstated in May this year after they apologized for their actions. 

The Speaker of the State Legislative Assembly, Isaac Makau Ayok, urged the citizens to support the state government’s efforts to bring services closer to the people.

“Today you have turned up in this number it is because you need your services to be given to you by the government. I am happy that with this spirit, that it is a challenge to the government and it is a challenge to the leaders of the state that the peaceful community remains not being delivered the services. So we would like to say that you have to unite and rally behind so that the government should have a peaceful atmosphere to plan and deliver services to you people,”)

In Rumbek, Commercial motorcyclists also known as Boda Bodas have decried the prevailing security challenges facing them.  They say they have become criminal targets and are being attacked and killed.

The cyclists have asked the authorities in Rumbek to take urgent steps by addressing the security challenges facing the group.
