The Deputy Inspector General of Police has warned police personnel to stay away from criminal acts and drunken behavior.

Briefing thousands of police at the Buluk Police Headquarters, Lt. General Andrew Kuol says plans are in place for maximum security coverage during the Christmas period. 

Five security zones have been created in juba to be manned by joint security forces from police, Army and other organized forces.

He says emergency courts have also been set up in all the states to deal with any poor behavior from the police.

Police have arrested two people after the murder of a boda boda driver last night in Rumbek, in Lakes state. 

The Rumbek Central County Inspector of Police Isaac Mayoum Gop says investigations are ongoing and one member of the police Criminal Investigation Department and a guard from the Max Hotel have been taken in for questioning
He says the motive behind the murder is still not clear.

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Hundreds of people from Aweil town turned up at the Northern Bahr el Ghazal State Legislative Assembly on Monday to witness the reinstatement of four MPs who were expelled from the state assembly two years ago.

The MPs are part of a group of six MPs who were in 2012 expelled from the state parliament for allegedly violating the SPLM party norms, mobilizing MPs against the SPLM members and participating in the impeachment of some party members.

The four MP’s were reinstated on the orders of the SPLM State Secretary General, George Garang Lual.

One of the MP’s, Kuac Wek Wol, described the reinstatement as a sign of reconciliation.

Two of the MPs were reinstated in May this year after they apologized for their actions. 

The Speaker of the State Legislative Assembly, Isaac Makau Ayok, urged the citizens to support the state government’s efforts to bring services closer to the people.

A team of road construction workers in Bor have recovered an unexploded ordinance at Panakimda junction in Bor town.

The first-ever trial of an Ebola vaccine in Africa is showing promising initial results, according to a report in the Lancet medical journal.

The Ebola virus has killed more than 6,900 people in the worst-affected countries of Sierra Leone, Liberia and Guinea.
