A plane heading to South Sudan from Entebbe International Airport has made an emergency landing in the middle of a road at Kiwawu along Mityana Road in Uganda.

Uganda’s New Vision newspaper quotes Uganda’s police spokesperson, Fred Enanga, saying the plane left Entebbe airport to South Sudan but could not proceed due to bad weather.

Enanga says the pilot decided to return to Entebbe but ran out of fuel; hence the emergence landing. 

Eight people on board have escaped unhurt.
Prayers have been held in Twic East County of Jonglei State for the victims of the 2011 inter-communal fighting. 

Twenty-five people from two clans were killed and scores wounded in clashes three years ago.

Today, members from the two clans, including government officials, have come together for the prayers.

Speaking to Radio Miraya, the commissioner of Twic East County, Dau Akoi Jurkuch, says the two communities have agreed to live together in peace and harmony.

Jurkuch: “All the five payams, they are here in Nyat payam, that is Jonglei. We have conducted a lot of prayers. Both of them, they have killed a bull, they have drunk water together, and have said from today no ody again can be lost again in this payam. So they have said from now onward nobody should be angry with anybody. They should walk together. They want to convey the message to all the citizens of this payam, Nyot Payam, wherever they are they should accept these prayers. They should accept this peace.”
Western Equatoria State Governor Bangasi Joseph Bakosoro has urged citizens in the state to be on the alert after a number of trucks were ambushed and robbed at gunpoint.  

The governor says his office has received several reports of robberies carried out by armed attackers on trucks carrying food and merchandise to Wau and Northern Bahl Ghazel State.

Bakasoro: “This has never happened before and we need to stop it by all means. There is no way lorries or goods passing through our states are being looted because this has been happening in other states and it has never happened here. I am advising all those who are doing this to stop. Whoever is hearing me must stop looting vehicles on the road because these goods are going to people in need.”
Coffee farmers in Yei River County are finding difficulty selling their coffee on the market.

Yei River County Commissioner Juma David says the county has so far generated 96 metric tons of un-fetched coffee.  

Juma told Radio Miraya that Yei River County has the potential to contribute significant amount of revenues to South Sudan’s economy.

David: “We have now in Yei up to 96 metric tons of un-fetched coffee. Our coffee will really dominate the market. And up to this point in time Yei is a potential area for agriculture exploration, for which we will totally change the economic dimension of South Sudan.”

A new school for internally displaced school children and adults has been opened at the protection of civilian site at the UN Base in Tomping. 

More than 200 students have already enrolled for primary, secondary and adult education. 

The Director of Kondialkel Primary, Adult and Secondary School, Gatwech Wal Chotlith, explained how important education is for the internally displaced persons. 

Chotlith: “It is the time to educate yourself or your child because education is the key for life. This is the message I can send to the community and also to all people who are in IDP camps, whether in Malakal, in Jonglei, in Yei, wherever there is an IDP or the IDPs themselves. They cannot wait any longer for NGOs to provide them education. NGOs cannot do anything for the community, but when the indigenous or IDPs themselves say that we have to educate ourselves I think the NGOs will help. So I can pass this message to all educated people who are sitting in all camps. Let them turn up to educate people so that they can engage people in peaceful activities.” 

The head of the IDPs in Tongpiny, James Gatluak Gatlauk, encouraged teachers to volunteer time to teach the children. 

Gatluak: “I know that those who came up with this programme of teaching these young children knew that we have no money. The parents have no money. It is your decision that you have come up with that good idea of teaching … voluntarily without payment. I urge and I appreciate you also to continue with that programme. We have nothing to pay. What we pay is only the word of appreciation. Keep with teaching our children.” 

Internally displaced persons plan to open four more schools in Juba to cater for their education needs. 
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Doctors without Borders have established a new cholera treatment center in the northern part of Malakal town.

The center has been established against a backdrop of increasing cases of cholera in Upper Nile State.

The state Minister of Health, Obal Odowok, told Radio Miraya that awareness campaigns have been stepped up to control further spread of the disease.  

Odowok: “There are sporadic cases one by one, in different parts of the state. The number of cases getting treatment in the UN camp center in Malakal rose to 54 cases. And yesterday there were three  cases registered in the camp, three cases of children recorded in Malakal hospital and in Fanekang there are two cases. The efforts undertaken by the state are still on going in terms of awareness and provision of health services in collaboration with the United Nations organizations, global health and other organizations.”

Latest figures from Upper Nile State show at least 16 people have died from suspected cholera and more than 750 have been affected.
In foreign news

A collection of unusual items signed by South Africa's anti-apartheid icon, Nelson Mandela, is to be auctioned later today in Johannesburg. 

The media in South Africa reports that auction items include a chess set of figures from either side of the apartheid battle, and salt and pepper shakers of Mr Mandela and FW de Klerk. 

The UN Secretary General, Ban Ki Moon, said the Nelson Mandela Day celebrated on July 18th is a call to action and people across the globe can celebrate by helping address real problems in their community.

He recalled how back in 1990, shortly after Mandela was released from prison, he came to the United Nations headquarters.

Ban Ki Moon:  "It was a moment of great excitement. Nelson Mandela's presence in the General Assembly Hall proved that United Nations resolutions, sanctions and solidarity can win over violence and injustice. His extraordinary compassion after 27 years in prison showed that human rights and equality are stronger than discrimination and hate. On that day in 1990, he said people would always be challenged by the fact that, quote, "it took as long as it has before all of us stood up to say enough is enough". The room burst into applause."

Mandela, who died in December aged 95, was revered around the world for fighting minority rule in South Africa.

In sports

South Sudan's Kick boxing champion, Daniel Abayok Ater, has confirmed his participation in the upcoming intercontinental championship in Uganda’s capital Kampala.

The fight scheduled on August 29th will see Ater compete against Uganda’s kick boxing champion Moses Golola and USA champion, Richard Abraham for the 75kilogram.

Two other fighters from south Sudan Samuel Chol and Sema Lubari will compete in 70 and 67 kilograms respectively. 

Still in sports ,eleven teams from the second division are taking part in the Martyrs' football tournament which kicked off today  morning in Yambio Western Equatoria State.

Tahrir Football club beat Super Eagle 1-0 in the opening game played at Yambio Freedom Square, while Salam FC beat Bilpham Warriors by 1 – nil. 

This evening, Green State will be facing Ekwa. The final games will be played on Martyrs day on July 30th.
