Ten land cruiser vehicles have been added to the fleet of vehicles of the South Sudan National Police Service to support security operations in Juba town.

The Inspector General of Police General Pieng Deng says the vehicles will ease response to emergencies. 

He adds that police are coordinating with relevant authorities to improve roads in Juba town.

Pieng Deng: “We are working very hard to have more than these so that all the corners of Juba will they will have ready vehicles mounted with personnel who will be moving to any nearby point where a civilian is calling from. We are coordinating with town council and with Juba County and with state authorities to facilitate the movement of the police especially the roads and also naming the roads and putting some sign boards so that it is easy to access any point in the town.”
World Food Program – WFP – has deployed emergency response teams to distribute food packages in hard to reach parts of South Sudan.

George Fominyen, WFP Communications Officer says WFP and partner agencies are working hard to ensure that they provide both food and humanitarian assistance to people in need.

George Fominyen: “WFP has come up with various modalities and ways to provide assistance including the deployment of emergency response teams which are going into the hard to reach areas to support the crises response and this is going on as we speak to provide a full package of food, nutrition and livelihood assistance along with emergency health and protection services.”

WFP was able to reach more than 1.4 million people in the month of June alone.

A team from the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization has arrived in Wau, Western Bahr El-Ghazel state, to consult the people there about a proposal to establish a National Museum of South Sudan. 
UNESCO Culture Specialist Ellen Lekka says the National Museum of South Sudan is one of the projects intended to assist in the national and peace building process.

Ellen Lekka: “They are the ones deciding on how they will be represented in this museum, what will be included in the museum from their communities and they are the one bringing forward both objects and intangible heritage. We have already got a great collection of audio and video footage all of it collected from the different locations visited within the states.” 

Juba County Commissioner Stephen Wani Michael has issued a local order restricting the lease of residential plots to investors. 

The new order stems from reports that some people have been leasing residential plots to investors. 

The commissioner says anybody who wants to convert a residential plot into a commercial one must seek permission from the county authorities. 

Stephen Wani Michael: “You can get sometimes a residential plot is converted into a hotel and the neighbors are people who cannot develop their places so now imagine your neighbor who cannot manage to build a hotel how do you expect things to be so now we have come out especially in areas of Juba county if you want to convert your residential plot into investment you must seek for permission.”
The commissioner warns that anybody who contravenes this order risks either a fine of two thousand five hundred South Sudanese pounds or confiscation of the plot of land.

The authorities in Western Equatoria State have banned the use of mobile phones in Schools.

The ban implies that no student shall be allowed to possess a mobile phone in school for whatever reason.

Francis Felix Katie has a report 

Francis Felix Katie: “Students in Yambio are still trying to come to terms with a ban on mobile phone usage in schools. 

The ban was announced on Wednesday by the Western Equatoria State Legislative Assembly. The State Minister of Education said the ban comes amid concerns that mobile phone usage by students during school hours is distractive to studies. … But the students I spoke to expressed mixed reactions to the ban; and for some parents, the ban is a right move, coming at a right time, for the right reasons. Parliament is expected to discuss the possibility of enacting a law on mobile phone usage in schools. Felix Francis Katie for Radio Miraya news.”
In foreign news: A woman who received a death sentence in Sudan for refusing to recant her Christian faith flew into Rome on an Italian government plane on Thursday and hours later met the Pope.

According to a VOA reporter, the White House says it is "delighted" that she is now safe and free and coming to the United States.

Meriam Yahya Ibrahim walked off the aircraft cradling her baby and was greeted by Italian Prime Minister Matteo Renzi, saying it was a "day of celebration".

Soon afterwards, Ibrahim, her husband and two children had a private meeting with Pope Francis in the Vatican.
