Calm has returned in Cueibet and Rumbek North counties of Lakes State, following days of deadly inter-communal clashes triggered by cattle raids.

Over 100 people are believed to have been killed and unknown number of cattle stolen during the clashes 

Lakes State Information Minister Marik Nanga Marik says the authorities are holding reconciliation meetings to stave off possible revenge attacks.

Marik Nanga Marik: “From that time of the incident up to now the escalation of violence has stopped and also there are no cattle raids again between these two communities. The state governor has issued orders to the county commissioners concerned instructing them. All the initiators of this violence should be arrested and if any cattle have been raided from both sides all the cattle that have been raided should be taken back to their owners.”
The Assistant-Secretary-General for Peacekeeping Operations says Innovation and technology are being used to shape the future of peacekeeping.

In a statement to commemorate the International Day of United Nations Peacekeepers, Edmond Mulet noted that peacekeeping has been going through changes and adaptations over the last decades to confront the world's new challenges.

Edmond Mulet: “The world is changing, the threats are changing, the levels of conflict are changing in many places of the world, so we have to adapt and we have to evolve and we have to learn how to deal with these challenges. The head of the department, Mr. Hervé Ladsous from France, has been introducing new technologies. We have unarmed, unmanned vehicles (UUAVS) flying in the Democratic Republic of Congo with incredible, positive results. And we would like to bring these new technologies of satellite imagery, better communications that will improve the work we do in the field on the ground. "
The UN Mission in South Sudan is today remembering Seven Indian soldiers, who lost their lives while serving under the UN Mission in South Sudan.

In Juba, the UN Mission in South Sudan has remembered seven Indian peacekeepers that were killed in April last year in an ambush in Jonglei State.

The Special Representative of the UN Secretary-General, Hilde F. Johnson, says UNMISS is also remembering the many lives that were saved when the UN opened its gates to civilians when the conflict broke out.

Hilde F Johnson: “We commemorate peacekeepers who have fallen worldwide defending peace. This has also happened in this country. During the past crisis, UNMISS decided to open its gates and we saved thousands of civilians lives. All of the people of South Sudan deserve a much better future, all of them deserve an end to the suffering. That’s why the violence must stop and stop now.”
The United States Agency for International Development - USAID, has given $17 million for emergency education to children displaced by the conflict in the country. 

The money channeled through the UN Children's Fund will support establishment and provision of education facilities for displaced children.
The emergency education project comes amid concerns that 70% of the displaced people in the country are children, the majority of whom are going without an education.

The $17 million will be used to provide safe and protective temporary learning spaces.

UNICEF’s Representative in South Sudan, Jonathan Veitch, says in 2013 58% of the children dropped out of school and only 20% completed school.  

He says the education project will be expanded to host communities in Jonglei, Unity, Upper Nile, Lakes, Central and Eastern Equatoria states.

Jonathan Veitch: “Communities that are living near the area as well will also benefit from use of the spaces and also from building and construction of water and sanitation facilities. Without this kind of opportunity, the future is rather bleak for these children. We have to address their fundamental needs and their long-term development needs and their education needs.”   

The money will also be used to supply teaching and learning materials, support accelerated learning and train teachers in life skills, peacebuilding and psychosocial support.

The United States Ambassador to South Sudan, Susan Page, hopes that the children recover from this pain and go forward to develop this nation.

Susan Page: “South Sudan has the largest percentage of youth in all of Sub-Sahara Africa. About 70% of your population are under 30. That is huge potential and bigger opportunity. Let’s hope that South Sudan children will rise out of this pain and out of this shame to go forward to be strong and to build this nation.”
Health authorities in Central Equatoria State plan to dig public pit latrines to control cholera.

The state Surveillance Officer, Yona Kenyi Manoa, says the pit latrines are expected to minimize cases of open defecation, a major recipe for cholera. 

Yona Kenyi Manoa: “Like now you find in some places people are defecating in the open places. So instead of allowing them to continue defecating outside maybe the government can think of digging some communal latrines temporarily until this situation is brought to normal.”

Meanwhile, the UN has also launched a new campaign to break the silence on the problem of open defecation and increase political will for greater action on the issue.

And in Yei, one person has died of suspected cholera in Yei River County. Three others are receiving treatment in Yei Civil Hospital. 

The Disease Surveillance Officer at Yei Hospital, Michael Lugala Nicholas, says the suspected cases have been reported in Mahad and Hai Tarawa residential areas in Yei. 

Michael Lugala: “We have recorded four cases of suspected cholera and then one died. The three cases were in Mahad. They were admitted in St. Bakhita Health Centre. Then the Clincal Officer of Bakhita referred them to the hospital here. The other one is in Hai Tarawa, who died. The disease started yesterday at four and then almost half past five this morning he passed away. We have already formed a taskforce. We have posters here for the key messages of cholera then we will send them to the Payams, to the churches, to the schools.” 
Yei municipal council authorities have established five bulk water distribution kiosks to boost water supplies in Yei town.

Yei Municipality Mayor, Oba Cecilia, says the kiosks will ease access and use of water for thousands of people who have been finding difficulty obtaining water from other sources.

Yei Mayor: “We are looking to put another five water kiosks to add into the six that we had earlier, and this means we are going to have 11 water points and, of course, they have two water tanks that can distribute water to occasions or to institutions where they need water. If we are able to improve the water sources it will help us to improve water sources during the dry season.”

The German government has injected 50 thousand dollars to support the construction of the water Kiosks in Yei town.
And in foreign news
Egypt’s former military chief, Abdul Fattah al-Sisi, has won an overwhelming victory in the country’s presidential election, according to preliminary results.
Egyptian state media reported that Sisi had gained over 93% of the vote from most polling stations counted.

Mr. Sisi deposed President Mohammed Morsi last July after mass protests.
Sisi has overseen a bloody crackdown on the Muslim Brotherhood movement of ex-president Mohamed Morsi, in which more than 1,400 people are believed to have been killed and 16,000 detained.
