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Good afternoon. It’s 1pm and this is Radio Miraya News with Susan Dokolo.

17 people have been injured in an aerial bombardment in Raja County, Western Bahr el Ghazal State.  

Army spokesperson Col. Phillip Aguer confirms the attack was conducted by an antonov aircraft on Sunday, but did not say who was responsible. 

Col. Aguer: “We are still establishing the identity of the plane.  It was an antonov that came from the direction of Sudan but we do not know whose plane it was – we are still identifying the identity. 17 civilians were reported wounded but we never fought. We are still waiting for a comprehensive report. It was a bombardment on a village populated by civilians. If there are other reports that the state and county authorities know, then we need to wait for that.”
Aguer says more conclusive details of the attack will be released shortly and Radio Miraya will keep you updated.  

President Salva Kiir is once again calling on internally displaced persons seeking safety at UN camps across the country to return to their homes. 

Speaking at the closing ceremony of the fourth governor’s forum in Juba, President Kiir noted the living conditions in the camps and advised the populations to return home and contribute to development. 

President Kiir: “I want to take this opportunity of being here together to call upon the people who are still residing at the UN camps. I want to appeal to them that they should come out, instead of subjecting the children and the old people to hardship. Let them come out so that we build our nation. Now they are not comfortable in the camps. They are fighting among themselves and they are coming out with many crimes. I will be happy to see them coming out. It is our responsibility, all of us as leaders of this country, to appeal to them and to make sure that when they come out they are not maltreated.”

Meanwhile, the governors’ forum came up with a resolution to deploy 30 per cent of organized forces from the relatively peaceful states to the three states affected by conflict – Upper Nile, Unity and Jonglei States.  

Reading out the resolutions of the five-day forum, the governor of Northern Bahr- El- Ghazel, Kuel Aguer Kuel, said the forum resolved to also train the police in order to protect lives and properties of the people.
Aguer Kuel: “This requires the ministry to take stock and have proper management of arms, continue training and equipping the police force to handle work of protection and to effect the pension policies for the organized forces. 30 per cent of the organized forces from the other seven states are to be deployed to the devastated states of Upper Nile (region). This is because the organized forces are not there and it is not easy to recruit them very quickly.”

Kuel also said that the forum recommended the review of school calendars in the country by the ministry of Education.

Aguer Kuel: “(We recommended) development of the education policy related to the teaching staff, development of regulation to counter the norms of early marriage. (We also) encourage the construction of girls’ boarding schools, establishment of  national secondary boarding schools, review of the school calendar by the Ministry of Education, construction of more schools in rural areas, equitable distribution of scholarships in the country and unification of primary schools certificate examination across the country.” 

The resolutions are expected to be translated into plans of action by the Office of the President within one month.

The body of the former governor of the Central Bank of South Sudan, Elijah Malok Aleng has arrived in Juba. 

The remains arrived at about 9 o’clock this morning.  

A church service is currently being held at All Saints Cathedral ECS in Juba and the body will thereafter lie in state at the National Parliament.

The late Malok Aleng will be flown to his home village of Wangulei in Twic East County, Jonglei state later today for burial. 

Malok Aleng died in a Nairobi hospital last week at the age of 77.  

Police are investigating an attack on a home in the Mauna residential area of Juba by gunmen over the weekend. 

Thieves attacked the home of an SPLA officer but were repulsed by the 777 emergency rescue forces.  

Central Equatoria State Police Commissioner Maj. General Henry Danima says the suspects got away and no one was injured.  Danima explains what happened.

Maj. Henry Danima: “This officer was inside and he was threatened from outside to come out of his house. When he (realized) that these were strange voices, he refused. He said, “I am not going out.” They shot two or three bullets into his house. He responded by also firing from inside. The assailants run away. He called 777. Two vehicles rushed there. They inspected and found blood in front of his house. Definitely, in these circumstances, it may be that one of the assailants was shot by the bullet from the defender. We have alerted by CID personnel to be on the watch out. We don’t want to go into the details of we have told them but they should be on the watch out.”

In a related development, the police have passed a strong warning to private clinics not to treat people with suspicious injuries.  
Central Equatoria State Police Commissioner Maj. General Henry says the police are taking the matter seriously after it was discovered that suspects with gunshot wounds and related injuries were receiving treatment in clinics, after escape.  

Maj. Henry Danima: “Anybody who comes with a fresh wound, whether even a cut by glass or a knife… If it is a big wound which may raise suspicion that it may be circumstance of violence.”   
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The Central Equatoria State Ministry of Health will this week conduct a vaccination campaign for polio in Juba County.  
The three-day campaign starts on Tuesday and targets all children in Juba under the age of 5 years.  

Juba county medical director Celestino Oryem says vaccination teams will conduct door-to-door visits to homes and will also set up centres in schools, churches and market places. 

The vaccination is free of charge and is being conducted by the State Ministry of Health with support from UN children’s organization, UNICEF, and the World Health Organization. 

The Jonglei State Ministry of Education has involved community elders and church leaders to try and resolve a strike by teachers.  

The State Minister for Education Tut Kony says the elders and religious leaders met the teachers to persuade them to end the strike.

Kony says the teacher’s demands for 100 per cent housing allowance are not realistic.  

The Minister says the state government is able to pay only 50 per cent. 
Tut Kony: “The issue they are raising does not exist in this state or in any other state.  This is only unique to Jonglei. I think this demand is not realistic. They should be realistic and consider recent events. The state has no funds and they should know this.”
Teachers in Jonglei have been on strike for three weeks now, demanding for complete payment of housing allowances from January this year.  

Countries around the world are being urged by the United Nations to do more to prevent attacks against journalists and other media workers.

Marking the first 'International Day to End Impunity for Crimes against Journalists' on Sunday, Irina Bokova, the Director-General of the UN Cultural Agency, UNESCO, said that attacks against media workers were often allowed to continue "without restraint."

She urged governments to ensure a "swift and thorough investigation every time a journalist is killed."

In 2013, an estimated 91 media workers around the world were killed while carrying out their jobs.

The 'International Day to End Impunity for Crimes against Journalists' was chosen in commemoration of the assassination of two French journalists in Mali on 2 November last year.

And in sports, Samuel Pawon is here with an update: 

“In the ongoing basketball tournament in Juba, Malakia beat Munuki team by 75-50 points last evening at Nimra Talata basketball stadium. In other games, the Black Stars defeated Nassir team by 53-47 points, and Nimra Talata beat Warriors by 61-58. In the governor’s football tournament in Torit, Rabita FC beat Young Generation 6 -2 at Torit West playground while Volcano FC and Red Bull ended their match in a three-all draw at the freedom square. In the second division championship in Yambio, Salam FC beat Bilfam team 2-1 while Super Stars FC secured three match points after a 5-1 victory over Green State at Budway Stadium.”
