President Salva Kiir and Sudan’s President Omar al Bashir have resolved to peacefully settle security issues and immediately implement the cooperation agreements signed between the two countries. 

This follows a meeting between the two leaders in Khartoum on Tuesday. 

Radio Miraya’s Sworo Charles Elisha is here with more: “In a joint communique issued following the meeting in Khartoum on Tuesday, the two leaders said the nine corporation agreements signed in September 2012 must be implemented immediately. The agreements cover security arrangements, oil, trade, economic matters, post service benefits, banking, border issues, bi-lateral co-operation agreements and movement of nationals. The two leaders agreed to start with the establishment of a border demilitarized zone between the two countries as a step towards resolving disputed border issues.  They further agreed to enhance the work of the mechanisms concerned with stopping the support and shelter for the armed groups in the two countries. Sudan also reiterated its full support for peace and stability in South Sudan, welcoming South Sudanese citizens on its soil and promising to provide them with the necessary assistance. The United Nations Security Council says it is ready to impose sanctions on the country’s leaders.


According to the AFP news agency, the President of the Council, Australian Ambassador Gary Quinlan informed the 15 member states that there is considerable interest among many council members to look very closely at applying targeted sanctions and also, for many, an arms embargo.

Ambassador Quilan said the restrictions would be considered “in the coming weeks". This follows the resumption of fighting in Bentiu, Unity State.  

The council in August threatened to slap sanctions on warring factions for failing to live up to a peace deal signed in May.

Calm has returned to Raja County in Western Bahr el Ghazal State, days after an aerial attack.  

Country Commissioner Hassan Jallab says business has returned to normal and markets have been reopened. 

Jallab is calling on the communities who fled, to return to their homes in the Khor Al-Shammam area where four bombs were dropped on Sunday.  

Hassan Jallab: “We want to inform the public that there is no need for people to spend the nights in the bush anymore. People should come back to their homes because there is nothing to fear. We are appealing to the entire population to stay in their homes.  Thank God that after two days of incident, nothing happened and the situation is normal now.”
The county commissioner says people injured in the bombardment are receiving treatment in Wau hospital.  

The army says 17 civilians were wounded when an antonov plane dropped four bombs in Khor Al-Shammam village.  

Security has been stepped up at refugee camps in Kakuma in north-west Kenya following the death of eight refugees over the past week, from South Sudan, Burundi, and the Democratic Republic of Congo. 

United Nations Refugee Agency (UNHCR) says disturbances began last Tuesday after reports of the attempted rape of a refugee girl, which sparked violence among rival groups of South Sudanese youths. 

Further violence erupted at the weekend.  Adrian Edwards, spokesperson for UNHCR, says agencies involved in the camps are desperately trying to bring the conflict to an end.

Adrian Edwards: “Together with the Kenyan authorities, we are continuing to work with the refugees to restore calm, and appealing for calm and peaceful coexistence among all communities in the camp. Kakuma is a melting pot with close to 180,000 refugees from more than 20 countries living in four sectors. The biggest population is from South Sudan, others, also large, from Somalia, Sudan and the Democratic Republic of Congo."  

 

UNHCR says that there's now a stronger police presence at the camps and several arrests have been made.

Dozens of students from primary and secondary schools in Juba marched this morning calling for an end to the ten-month conflict in South Sudan.

The ‘march for peace’ aims to be a monthly demonstration organized by the Community Empowerment and Progressive Organization civil society group to promote nonviolent ways to end the conflict. 

Concerned citizens are calling on the international community and other stakeholders to help the people of South Sudan achieve lasting peace.

Vox pops:

· “Enough is enough…. Shedding the innocent bloods of South Sudanese civilians… we need peace now. The people deserved durable and sustainable peace.” 
· “The citizens of Southern Sudan have been living in war all the generations since 1947 until right now. Therefore these people deserve peace. Peace is a collective responsibility of all people of Southern Sudan.”

Edmund Yakani, Executive Director for the Community Empowerment and Progressive Organization, says the message to the both parties to the conflict that violence will bring lasting peace.

Edmund Yakani: “We are sending messages to the warring parties that enough is enough. Violence never achieved anything. When we try to use violence, violence hurts us all. Whatever difference we have can we use a non-violence approach. So we call on them that they should abstain really from using violence as an option of resolving problems. People have been dragging themselves in regards to the peace process in Addis. A round of negotiation is going to start and we have seen it being delayed from time to time.”

A polio vaccination campaign has been launched in Central Equatoria State. 

The campaign running till Friday targets more than 300,000 children under the age of five years. 

Launching the campaign, Central Equatoria State Health Minister, Emmanuel Ijja Baya said more than 2000 volunteer vaccinators have been flagged off to conduct free house to house vaccinations.  

Baya says centers will also be set up in schools, primary health care centers and protection of civilian sites.
Emmanuel Ijja Baya: “In the town, especially like Juba, we can include them by visiting the kindergarten schools so that they can all be vaccinated. It is better to include those under five who are in the kindergarten and then you can really see whether he is that age or not so that there is no child actually left out. Even all those who are born the same night also they have to be vaccinated.”
The campaign is being spearheaded by the Central Equatoria State Ministry of Health with support from UN children’s organization (UNICEF) and the World Health Organization. 

The deadline for customs and clearing agents to streamline their businesses has been extended by one week.  

The businesspersons now have till the seventh of this month, which is this Friday, to ensure they have valid licenses. 

The director in the taxation department, Joshua Agwiet, recently told Radio Miraya the clearing agents must adhere to all requirements and should pick up application for clearance at the Ministry.  

Traditional chiefs in Eastern Equatoria State are attending training on the rule of law.  

The chiefs, selected from all eight counties are being equipped with skills in the administration of Justice and customary laws.  The five-day training is being conducted by UN development organization, UNDP.  

Alfred Odong, the Director of Native Administration and Counties Affairs, says the training is done every four months to and is meant to strengthen judicial systems. 

In regional news, the Head of the UN Mission for Ebola Emergency Response has visited Guinea, Sierra Leone and Liberia to witness first-hand the impact of the Ebola outbreak unfolding in West Africa. 
Anthony Banbury met with survivors and was optimistic the outbreak will be contained. 
Around 5,000 people have died since March and more than 10,000 have been infected. Banbury notes a lack of partners to run care centers for those infected. 

Anthony Banbury: “We need NGOs and others to come in and run these facilities. We are putting in place the logistics capabilities. We are building the care centres, we are getting the equipment and everything we need to go in there. The patients are there in far too great numbers. What we don’t have are the partners to run the facilities and we need them now.”

The World Health Organisation says it needs another 4,300 beds in 550 Ebola centres across Guinea, Liberia and Sierra Leone.

And in sports, Samuel Pawon is here with an update.
Samuel Pawon: “Nassir FC has advanced to the semifinals of the ongoing Mayor’s Football championship in Juba after a one-nil victory over Hilal team last evening at Juba Stadium. Nassir next meets Malakia FC in the semifinal match next Friday.  In Torit, Merikh FC and Rabita ended their match in a one-all draw while Torit United beat Young Generation five-nil.  In the Second Division football tournament, Tahrir won its match against Super Star in a three-one victory.  In Wau, the premier league kicks off this weekend. Salam FC of Aweil and Tiger United of Kuajok have already arrived in Wau for their game on Saturday. In basketball, Hilal defeated Citizen Team by 75-64 points last evening at Nimra Talata Basketball Stadium.  I am Samuel Pawon for Radio Miraya news.”
