A group of SPLA soldiers has demonstrated on the streets of Yambio, in Western Equatoria State. 


Acting State Governor Sapana Abui confirms the incident and says the protesting soldiers damaged vehicles and looted property during their demonstration. 


Abui says the soldiers are new recruits who were complaining that they had run out of food. He explains. 

Abui Sapana: “This morning, some of the army new recruits took to the streets demonstrating for a reason we don’t know yet. They did some damages to some few cars but we quickly managed to arrest some of them and some of them are on the run. We are collecting them one by one from their residential areas. We are condemning that kind of behavior. We know what happened was that they are hungry because they have run out of food in these few days. We are trying as a state to get some little food for them.”    

Participants at the ongoing peace conference in Juba have rejected a proposal for two armies as part of a power sharing arrangement between the government and the opposition.  

Head of the government delegation at the peace talks Nhial Deng briefed the conference on the peace process and informed the participants that a power sharing arrangement remains the biggest stumbling block to reaching a conclusive agreement.  

The forum has attracted government officials, legislators, political parties, the civil society and the private sector. 

During the conference, the Vice Chancellor for the University of Juba Professor John Akech proposed the introduction of income tax as a source of revenue for the government. 

Akech says the government would be able to generate as much as 20 million South Sudanese pounds each month through taxation of workers.  

Meanwhile the next round of talks between the government and opposition has been delayed.  

IGAD mediators postponed discussions after the opposition delegation requested for more time to hold internal consultations on matters that arose during the last round.  

Discussions had been scheduled to resume tomorrow (Tuesday). 

The head of the government delegation, Nhial Deng, confirms the delay to Radio Miraya and says they are yet to receive communication from the mediators on the new date of resumption. 

Nhial Deng: “It is indeed true that the talks that were originally scheduled to start on the 25th of this month are going to be rescheduled and the mediation is going to inform all the stakeholders about the new date of the resumption of the talks. The government started its consultations and the government is actually prepared and ready to resume the talks even as soon as tomorrow if we are called; so we don’t have any problem. We have started the process of consultations among ourselves and we will continue that process but I just want to underline the fact that we are ready to resume the talks any time we are called from now.”

President Salva Kiir has returned from Egypt after a three-day trip that resulted in the signing of several partnership agreements between the two countries. 

The President led a delegation of several ministers who met with their Egyptian counterparts to finalise the deals. 

Addressing journalists in Cairo at the end of the three-day trip, Foreign Affairs Minister Barnaba Marial Benjamin said Egypt will partner in various sectors. 

Barnaba Marial Benjamin: “The areas of cooperation were mostly in agriculture, education, water resources, as well as petroleum and mining. This covers all sectors. There are no interests involved in that it is a true solidarity. Egypt can share the great experience that they have with the people of South Sudan whether in capacity building programmes, or the experience of Egypt in areas of agriculture, training of our medical doctors, engineers and various sectors. President Sisi wished peace and stability to come to South Sudan and Egypt is doing more to support the peace process so that development can take off.”

Egypt’s Foreign Minister Sameh Sukri said his country will also continue to support the IGAD peace process.  

Sameh Sukri: “We are documenting in a significant manner with South Sudan with regards to achieving peace and stability in South Sudan and African continent and particularly regional concerns of Africa and how we can handle them in a peaceful approach this is what has been discussed by the ministers and the two presents.”

In the field of education, Egypt has offered more than two hundred scholarships for university students in the field of technology. Education minister John Gai says the scholarships will be undertaken in Egyptian universities till 2017. 

John Gai: “We have secured 250 scholarships for undergraduates particularly for technical degrees and 50 for post graduates studies. We also agreed that there will be exchange of professors. We agreed that there will be a technical team that will go to South Sudan next year in January and that team will comprise of experts of curriculum, experts of examination, experts of the teachers training institutes and then experts that are dealing in technical education.”

In Lakes State, a prison warden has been arrested after an inmate and a child were killed in a grenade explosion at his house in Cuiebet County.  

The warden had taken the inmate to his home to do domestic chores when the 10-year-old child set off the grenade.  

Cuiebet County Commissioner, Isaac Mayom Malek confirms the incident.

Isaac Mayom Malek: “According to the investigation, the soldier took (the inmate) to go and work in his a house while he was accused of murder. The small boy took a hand grenade and started to play with it. This is when the explosion took place. The two of them were killed by hand grenade and one lady was seriously injured.” 

The commissioner says the prison warden is being investigated for negligence and unlawfully taking the inmate to perform domestic labour at his home. 

Police in Western Bahr el-Ghazal are stepping up security as we draw closer to the Christmas season. 

The State Capital Wau has been divided into five zones for easy management by security teams. 

Police commissioner, Maj. Gen. Abraham Manyuat says community policing committees will also be set up in all residential areas for the public to support police in fighting criminal groups. 

Maj. Gen. Abraham Manyuat: “Contingency plans have been made. Our forces are ready, and cars will be distributed, equipment and Motorola will be used. We have requested a budget and it was approved by the Governor to allow this plan to continue, because we are approaching Christmas and criminals will increase their activities to get money, because in Christmas they want to celebrate. Police in this time will also increase their presence with uniform in strategic places monitoring open areas and gardens. This will be carried out by the forces we had prepared in our plan with Wau Mayor.”  

In regional news, in Nigeria, at least 48 people have been killed in an attack by Boko Haram militants on a fishing community on the shores of Lake Chad - in the north-east of the country. 

The militants intercepted a group of fish traders as they were on their way to buy fish from neighboring Chad.  

An authority within the fishing association told the media that the attackers killed their victims silently by tying their hands behind their backs and slitting their throats, to avoid attracting the attention of troops who were recently deployed to the area.  

More than 10,000 people have been displaced in the Central African Republic following an upsurge in clashes, according to the UN humanitarian office, OCHA.

People fled their homes last week in a town in the south-east of the country, which borders South Sudan after rival factions attacked each other.  

Jens Laerke is a Spokesperson for OCHA.

Jens Laerke: "The fighting between the communities has triggered very severe local displacements. Some 80 per cent of the 16,000 people living in Zémio have been displaced, and are now in search of protection after the attacks. At least 10 people have been injured, two of them severely, including a local Imam, according to the local authorities. The situation remains highly tense in Zémio, and there is a presence of armed men, with guns, machetes, knives, bows and arrows in the town."

The Central African Republic has been caught up in violence between Christian and Muslim militias since December 2012, causing the displacement of hundreds of thousands of people
In sports, the national football association has postponed the sitting of the general assembly from the 23 November to 26 November. 

The association’s Vice President, Andrea Abdala Tumbutu says the date was moved forward because delegates from different parts of the country were not able to make it to the venue in Wau in time.  

Andrea Abdala Tumbutu: “We were supposed to have a general assembly on the 23 November but for some reasons like matters of communication or transportation from Juba, we failed to move all the staff and all equipment of the general assembly from Juba to Wau. This is why we say we have to postpone the general assembly from 23rd to 26th of this month. The general assembly is going to be in Wau and is going to be in El-Salaam Hall in the secretariat of the government of Western Bahr El-Ghazal and the time is going to be nine o’clock in the morning.”
