The army is reporting a buildup of militias near the border with Sudan.  

SPLA Spokesperson Col. Phillip Aguer says the army is closely monitoring the militias, who appear to be of Sudanese origin.

Aguer says there has been a heavy movement of the militia towards South Sudanese territory over the past few hours. 

Aguer:”We were informed 24 hrs ago that they were still moving towards the Republic of Sudan towards KAKA. The SPLA in the area is monitoring their move. The South Sudan Army is more prepared to any unknown being, external or internal. The security situation in the three states of Upper Nile, Unity State and Jonglei State has been in the last the last 72 hrs quiet, no reports of clashes reported.”

In another development, the army is reporting satisfactory success in an ongoing operation to collect illegal firearms in Juba.

It was reported earlier that up to 2,000 illegal arms had been collected in the search operation. 

SPLA Spokesperson Col Aguer says the operation will continue.

A one-day summit on the ongoing crisis in South Sudan opens in Juba tomorrow, Wednesday.  

The leaders of Uganda, Kenya and Ethiopia are expected to attend the summit in Juba.

Ateny Wek, the president’s spokesperson, told a news conference that the four leaders will discuss strategies of accelerating the peace process.

Wek: “The four leaders will actually be talking about how to accelerate the process of peace in this country. So it will encompass the recently concluded agreement between the function of the SPLM in Arusha and the ongoing peace process in Addis Ababa. The reason for the summit is to ensure that all the process that will lead into pulling out South Sudan from the current political crisis is what the four leaders will be discussing here tomorrow.”

More than 200 people remain stuck without shelter after a herd of elephants raided Sokare Boma of Kajo-Keji County forcing them out of their homes.

The elephants are still roaming the village, two weeks after they were first sighted in the Boma.

Kajo-Keji Relief and Rehabilitation Coordinator Henry Sokiri John says the displaced people who have sought shelter in Mere and Kigwo need food, shelter and a good living environment.

John: “In Mere, there are over 209 individuals. And we still want to get some figures because there are others who are in Kigu, which is a bit far from the town. And it also requires some logistics and coordination with the local authorities there to find out exactly how many people settled there.”
Last week, the Director of Wildlife in Kajo-Keji County advised the displaced people to find new homes because some parts of Sokare Boma have been identified as habitats for wildlife.

The UN is still hosting about 100,000 IDPs at its Protection of Civilian sites in Central Equatoria, Jonglei, Upper Nile, Unity and Western Bahr El-Ghazal states.

Derk Segaar, head of relief, reintegration and protection at the UN Peacekeeping Mission in South Sudan, told a news conference this morning that efforts have been made to build new sites to improve their conditions of living.

Segaar: “In Bor also we have fully completed a new site and we started the relocation only recently on the 9 October. We have about 3,000 people there in the POCs left. Of those 3,000 we have, as of last night we moved 1,660. So more than half have moved in this short time. So we hope to have moved everybody in a week or two to the new site. Then the last to the big site as you know is in Bentiu. In Bentiu, the POCs site is really in a dire situation. The site is pretty much continuously flooded so there is little improvement, physical improvement that we can do right now.” 
Meanwhile, Derk Segaar, says that the POCs in Rumbek have been closed.
He says a team of humanitarian workers will travel to Rumbek tomorrow to discuss what needs to be done to resettle the remaining IDPs in Rumbek.

Medicines sans frontiers, a medical humanitarian organization, is battling record levels of malaria and waterborne diseases in Leer County, Unity State. 

MSF Holland Project Sayed Aleemullah Shah says the situation in Leer County has been aggravated floods triggered by heavy rains. 

Aleemullah: “At this moment due to flood -- and the people have access to the flood water; they are drinking unclean water. So diarrhea is one of the common diseases nowadays and plus malaria since everywhere there is water and flooding people. Either they are protected completely or they come very late to the health center to seek help. And the malaria is also one of the diseases and plus ART is also one of the common diseases.” 

Shah is asking international organizations to fill the gaps in the delivery of medical services. 
Women Parliamentarians have been identified as a vital link in peacebuilding. 

A group of women meeting in Juba have asked the women legislators to use their links with women in government, civil society groups, non-governmental organizations and embassies to support the peace process. 
Mary Abar Deng, with the National Platform for Peace, explains the importance of women parliamentarians in peace building. 

Deng: “This is now the second meeting for the women. That is the way they have come out with the proposals that these grassroots women should be … with the parliamentarian women who are the leaders, who have the way to meet our leaders, as men for example. The president is not made by anybody, but for the parliamentarian women they will have a way out where they can meet the president to give the president the way forward which has come out from the women like this forum now.”
      
The women’s representative in the Central Equatoria State Legislative Assembly, Joy Keji Rufael, says women should play a collective role in bringing peace.  

Keji: “We need to make sure we can stand together as women to bring peace and to speak peace in the nation of South Sudan so that when we have peace we will be able to continue with our development. Actually this incident has brought us as all apart but we will make sure that we will stand together as women. You know, this incident has brought women to the consensus and the genesis of this problem is about leadership, but we want to make sure that before the end of this year we see peace in this nation of South Sudan.”
           

The forum was organized by the National Platform for Peace and the Sudanese Network for Democratic Elections, SuNDE, a collection of civil society groups.

Vital supplies and resources to tackle Ebola are beginning to arrive in the three worst-hit West African countries, Ghana's President John Mahama has said.

Mr Mahama, who heads the regional bloc Ecowas, also told the BBC that treatment centres were being set up in Guinea, Liberia and Sierra Leone.

But he called for proper co-ordination between agencies to avoid duplication.
The outbreak has killed more than 4,500 people, almost all of them in those three countries.

An estimated 70% of those infected have died.
