The fourth governor’s forum has opened in Juba.  

Speaking at the opening, President Salva Kiir said his government is committed to restoring peace and stability in the country. 

President Kiri said it is a collective role of both the national and state governments to work towards peace.  

On service delivery, the President noted a lack of communication between the national and state governments in ensuring services are provided to the people. 

The four-day forum, organized by the office of the President, is being attended by government officials, legislators and governors of the 10 states, as well as the Chief Administrator of the Greater Pibor Administrative area – David Yau Yau. 

The delegates will discuss challenges facing the different states and suggest possible remedies.

The government and opposition delegations are waiting for an agenda from the IGAD mediators before the start of negotiations in Ethiopia. 

Spokesperson of the government delegation Michael Makuei confirms the delegations are in Addis Ababa as the mediators are locked in a meeting drafting out the agenda.

Makuei also commented on a recent ‘breakthrough’ that was announced by IGAD during a summit in Juba last week. 

Makuei : “Well, they are the ones who talked of a breakthrough, and they are the ones who will tell us what the breakthrough was about. But so far what I know is that there was agreement that the summit should sit here in Addis Ababa this week. In addition to that IGAD was required to conduct research and come up with a full report on the competencies of Prime Ministers in a system which is Presidential with a Prime Minister. This is what we are left with but so far they have not done anything. It is they who will tell us what the breakthrough was.”
Four people, including two chiefs, have been killed in the latest violence in Rumbek East County, Lakes State.  

Executive Chief Mamer Keer Malok and Sub-chief Yuol Ajenglai Marol were shot dead by armed youth in Mayom village of Pachong payam in Rumbek East County.  

A pastor and a senior four student of Rumbek Secondary School were killed in an attack to avenge the murders. 

There have also been reports this morning of clashes in Pachong and Pan-awac in response to the killings, but details are still unclear.

Caretaker Governor Matur Chut Dhuol has led a government team to Pachong to assess the situation. 

Authorities in Yambio, Western Equatoria State, are investigating the killing of two men by unknown gunmen. 

The two were shot as they were on a motorcycle 40 miles away from Yambio town.  

The Deputy Governor of Western Equatoria State, Sapana Abui, confirms the killings and says authorities are investigating a separate shooting that occurred in a cattle camp this morning.  

Abui: “On the road to Madiangere that is one of payams they were just shot on Boda Boda and we have collected the bodies and investigation is ongoing to find out who are the killers and again this morning we received report from Mundri West that there was report of shooting in one of cattle camps in Amadi payam we have sent security forces to go to site of the incident to find out what happened so that they give us the report”

Agencies such as the World Health Organisation, UNICEF, UNFPA, UNHCR, UNDP and UNMAS were all on hand to support the community.   Suzie Paul a maternal, child health officer at the WHO explains some of the services provided.

Catherine Makungi is a midwife at UNFPA.

Roll clip…… we have come to the community at Kapuri we intend to see pregnant women and to treat any person who is sick.

Services also included Ebola awareness. Nyoma Jack an officer from the UN mine action services - UNMAS explains how the service makes mine awareness understandable to children. 

Roll clip…… we have cards with some leaflets that we give out to people such that they go and read in order to know about  threats of these deadly things lying on the ground.
