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Good afternoon. It’s 1pm and I am Agole Alex with the Radio Miraya news.
The headlines: 
· Police intercept ten suspected criminals over attempted robbery in Juba

· Mass vaccination campaign underway in Jonglei

· Government human rights investigative team arrives in Bor

Police are holding ten suspected criminals in connection with a foiled robbery in the Gumbo residential area of Juba. 

The suspects were arrested following a tip off from residents, and were intercepted before they could carry out the robbery.

Central Equatoria State Police Commissioner Maj. General Henry Danima explains to Radio Miraya what happened.

Henry Danima: “We received a call from a citizen in Gumbo that night that he was being robbed by people who came with some traditional weapons, not fire arms but traditional weapons like machetes, knives and clubs. He called our emergency police team. When they arrived there, the criminals saw the car and they run away but he identified some of them. They were pursued and in the house they were searched. Others were found still on the way running. They were arrested with the machetes, clubs and knives and they were brought to the police station. A case has been opened against them and investigation is being conducted.”

Meanwhile, the Ministry of Interior is to open up 13 more emergency call centers in Juba to improve on security in the capital.

Speaking to Radio Miraya, the Operational Officer for the emergency call 777 Lt. Col. Mangar Makeny, says the new centers will be opened in hotspot areas where most crimes are reported in Juba.

Lt. Col. Mangar: “Now we are intending to add 13 centers more in Munuki, Gudule, Nyakuron, Lologo, Rock City, Yei Road and Hai Mauna and some of our forces are going to move on foot, especially in areas of Malakia near Konyokonyo. Those are areas with no road accessibility so they are move on foot. We will be stationed at hotspots where there are a lot of complaints and a lot of problems. When the police show their presence in these spots, the criminals will hide. These thieves even have Motorola’s. They even monitor our activities at night. Now we are trying to change our communication system – the whole communication system of the police – such that they don’t intercept us.”

Currently there are seven emergency call centers in Juba.
Staff at Juba Teaching Hospital are still on a sit-down strike.
Our reporter at the hospital tells us some doctors are on duty, but nurses, cleaners and other hospital staff have stayed away from work. 

The medical staffs and hospital workers are demanding to be paid for weekends and are also seeking payment of 18 month allowance arrears. 

The staffs are expected to meet with the Ministers of Finance and Public Service today, after a meeting with the Minister of health last week.  
The Director for the hospital Wani Lolik Ladu says the doctors and hospital workers are expected to meet with the Ministers of Finance and Public Service to clarify on their allowance and work time.

Ladu Lolik: “The staff who went on the strike also request that the Ministers of Finance and Public Service have to address the issues. Problem number one that there were arrears is already understood. Now the second problems that need to be addressed is the issue of public holidays, Saturdays and Sundays. The staff thinks that they should also be considered as any other department, for that matter they also have five days, and Saturday and Sunday the sleep in their own homes. This one is going to be addressed on Monday by the two ministers.”
A government team investigating human rights abuses committed during the conflict has arrived in Bor, Jonglei State. 

The team will collect testimonies from survivors and eyewitnesses as well as meet with Jonglei State government officials.  

The State Information Minister, Judy Jonglei Boyoris, says the three-man team started their investigation yesterday by speaking with the State the Governor, Jong Kong. 

 

Judy Jonglei : “They have already started. The honourable governor has already been investigated. The main issue is about witness. Who knew those who died, their names and those who were killed”

The committee, appointed by President Salva Kiir, will visit all states affected by the conflict and compile conclusive reports.

Still in Jonglei, the State Ministry of Health has launched a mass vaccination campaign for infants across the State.

State Health Minister Agok Gordon Kuol says the campaign covers polio, measles and Vitamin A and will be conducted in all areas both under government and opposition control. 

Angok Gordon Kuol: “Now the campaign is for seven days for every county. Vaccination is focusing particularly on polio, measles, distribution of Vitamin A and deworming of children. The age group targeted is from zero to 15 years old.”
The relocation of Internally Displaced Persons from the UN protection of Civilian site in Tomping to a new site in Jebel is ongoing.  
More than 7000 IDPs have moved to a new site in Jebel, with more than 8000 left in Tomping. 

Derk Segaar, the Chief of the Recovery, Reintegration and Peacebuilding Unit in the United Nations Mission, says the mission is organizing trips for the IDPs to see the new site before relocation.  

Derk Segaar: 
“A lot of people who have been stuck inside Tomping base have never seen the place where they are going to, so it is very natural that they are a little unsure even when the conditions are bad in Tomping whether they should go and that is why we have started to organize ‘go and see’ visits, so people can go and see with their own eyes what the conditions are in the new place.  It is a very big logistical operation and it takes a while to convince people to see the new place and for them to understand it is much better there.”

Meanwhile, the Norwegian ambassador visited the PoC site at UN House and applauded the UN Mission UNMISS for their support. 
Ambassador Tone Tinnes met with community members at the camp and noted efforts being undertaken to improve the living conditions and security at the site.  
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Doctors without borders-MSF say it is carrying out assessments in the surrounding areas of Nasir town in Upper Nile, as well as along the River. 
MSF noted that it evacuated its hospital in Nasir three months ago due to conflict. It added that the team has not been able to resume operations as fighting continues. 
In its latest update, MSF says it remains extremely challenging to reach the population in the area.
The organization expressed concern over the health condition of the people. The MSF hospital in Nasir was the only secondary healthcare
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More than 600 displaced persons from Unity State have fled to Western Bahr el-Ghazal.  
The IDPs, mainly women and children are escaping the most recent fighting between government and opposition forces in Unity State.  

The displaced persons are in a transit area in Wau as they are registered by the World Food Program, the International Organization for Migration and the World Health Organization.

The Acting Director of the State Relief and Rehabilitation commission, Justin Angui, is appealing to humanitarian organizations to step in with assistance. 

Justin Angui: “We received IDPs from Bentiu. These IDPs started arriving here on 15 August. Some of them came by trucks given to them by the SPLA. We tried to call a meeting with UN Agencies. An assessment was done on Monday and we came up with 617 individuals, which is 293 households. Some of them are from Pariang, some from Mayom and others from Unity State.”
In foreign news, Sweden is investigating a possible Ebola case.  

The person in question is a man who recently traveled to a ‘high risk’ area in West Africa and developed a fever when he returned to Sweden.  
Swedish media says the man is being treated in an isolation unit in the capital Stockholm.  
More than 1,500 people have died in an Ebola outbreak in West Africa since March.

And, Ivory Coast will be disqualified from the 2015 Africa Cup of Nations if they miss their qualifier against Sierra Leone because of fears over Ebola. 

The Ivorian government says it would not allow the match, which is scheduled for 6 September in Abidjan, to go ahead. 

The Confederation of African Football warns that Ivory Coast risks being disqualified if they do not play. 

Sierra Leone is one of six nations with cases of Ebola and the Ivorian government is concerned the deadly virus could be brought into the country. 

In an attempt to minimize any risk, Sierra Leone has named a squad of players based outside the country.
