Delegations at the Addis Ababa peace negotiations leave for the next round of talks this weekend. 

Besides the government and opposition teams; civil society groups and political parties are also expected to attend. 

The head of political parties at the talks, Lam Akol, was recently accused by some members of his delegation of not representing the views of the parties at the last round of talks.  

A member of the SPLM delegation, Martin Majut Yak criticizes the political parties for divisions’ amongst themselves. 

Yak: “We are going to go on Saturday back to Addis and we are going to see whether there are going to be new faces in the delegation of the political parties and the civil societies. Whether there would be new faces or they are going to send the same faces. If they send the same faces then they will remain divided and once they remain divided then they will not be effective negotiators because they will be contradicting themselves.
Suspected cases of cholera have been reported in Lobonok Payam of Juba County in Central Equatoria State.  

So far 7 people have died and 40 people are receiving treatment. 

The state surveillance officer, Yona Kenyi, says samples of infected persons have been sent to Kenya for confirmation. 

Manoah: “What we have recorded, the total suspected cases were 40 as of 5th of August with 7 deaths, there have already been actions taken. We have prepositioned supplies, then we are also, together with partners, we managed to take some tents because the place where these suspected cases are being admitted are just mingled together with the other cases of different diseases. So with the help of the partners, particularly WHO, and NPA, we managed to take tents and supplies to Parger because the center is in Parger, actually, where these cases are being treated.”

In Warrap, A search has been put out for suspects of the inter-clan clashes in Tonjy East County.  

Paul Dhel Gum, the Warrap state minister of Information, says security forces with assistance from local leaders have identified 19 people suspected to be the ring leaders of the violence.
Gum says the suspects will be arrested for questioning. 

Gum: “All the total of 19 suspects will be now on our list and the suspects may increase given the flow of information that we are getting every day from our security forces, that are now instructing around, and from some elders, who were actually trying to diffuse the conflict. They are now supplying us with a lot of information, with a lot of identifying the suspects and we are going to take strict orders. We will not allow our people to kill themselves randomly when they should not give the room to rule of law. We are going to implement and impose law and order and we will ask anybody who is holding the gun to put gun aside and to allow investigation to take place.”

The Minister says extra police are being sent from Kuajock and Juba to help keep security in Tonjy East. 

Gum explains that security will use force on any suspect who resists arrest. 

Gum: “We are commanding the army in the bases so that we can arrest. And we have told our people, anybody who may attempt to resist the arrest and use violence, that person will be declared deceitful. We have told them yesterday in the public meeting and now we are expecting all chiefs to come here and chiefs will be moving with us from area to area to arrest the suspects. And we have told the chiefs to tell their youth that anybody who is a suspect has to surrender himself or else accept the arrest. And if he attempts to resist the arrest of organized forces by force, then force will be use to apprehend them.” 

At least 40 people have been killed and 66 others wounded in fighting between Wun-Adeel and the Wun-Thuch clans.  

The clashes are said to have been sparked off after a girl eloped with a young man from the opposite clan.

Women at the UN Protection of Civilians site in Malakal, Upper Nile, are speaking out against rape.  

The women made the call during a sensitization workshop organized by the Gender unit and the Public Information Office of the UN mission.  

The women shared their experiences at the camp. 

Vox pops:
“We are staying here in Poc of Malakal. We discussed in our weekly meetings that abortion cases are increasing, as there are four cases reported and there are other cases unknown.”
“Our children are lost. What we want to say to our me, we want peace. Because our girls are getting pregnant at an early age at 13 and 14 years old. Giving birth at that age is difficult, so she goes and gets an abortion or they make agreement with those boys to get an abortion.”    

Patricia Paul, from the UNMISS gender office, pledged the mission’s support. 

 She said the UN mission is raising awareness about gender-based violence and family planning.

Paul: “In the Gender section in UNMISS, we focus on awareness for all the community. And in our meetings with women committees we also focus on the risks of sexual violence because this is one common problem in the camp and now we have the phenomenon of abortion resulted from four rape cases reported. That’s why we are focusing more on how to reduce abortion, which is happening because of unwanted pregnancy. And to reduce unwanted pregnancy we need to raise the awareness of women, men, girls and elders on how to use family planning methods.”

The Protection of Civilians site in Malakal is currently accommodating more than 17,000 IDPs.

More than 200 farmers in Renk County in Upper Nile have petitioned the county commissioner over fuel distribution.  

The farmers are complaining that their names do not appear on a list of people to receive fuel that was supplied by the national Ministry of Agriculture. 
The farmers we spoke to accuse the farmers union of not being transparent in the distribution process. 

Farmers voices:
“Surprisingly, farmers are lining–up in the counties. They do not know what to do.  They made commitments because they were expecting funding. These problems always happen to farmers because their Union is not an elected Union.
“We are  happy  that the government  provided the  funding  for  farmers so that  they  can achieve  food security  for the country but unfortunately  the funding  came  not  for the real  farmers who can produce and raise the  image of the country in the world markets. We did all the necessary steps we registered our names and   paid the initial taxes.  After that we were surprised by other things. What can we say and to whom can we complain. We heard the funding reached three billion and what we hear from Juba is that the funding is six billion. Which story to believe?”

“We applied as farmers but were astonished to find some names are missing in the lists and many names appeared. If we talked about the classification of farmers and others there, some who got the funding, and they are not famers, again this situation. There are famers who did not get the funding.”

    
Meanwhile the chairman of the Farmers Union in Upper Nile, Al Fadil Deng Kiir, says the supplies are not enough because the county received only 3,000 of the 10,000 barrels it had requested for.
Kiir: “We applied for 10,000 barrels of gasoline for the targeted area but we only received 30 percent or 3,000 barrels to be distributed  to  the counties. This created a problem for us. The area to be cultivated is big and there are many farmers. Some famers gave 1,000 feddans. This category did get the sufficient quantity of fuel. We provide five barrels out of 25 barrels. Some half of that area got three barrels one fourth of that area two barrels. There was a deadline for applications to receive the funding. Those farmers who came late did not get the funding.” 

The national Ministry of Agriculture supplied the fuel last month to boost mechanized agriculture in the county.

The Western Equatoria State Legislative Assembly has broken off for recess.  

While declaring the three-month break, the speaker of the house, Bage James, told the MPs to use the time off to visit their constituencies.  

In the past session, the MPs passed two resolutions, including one on the formation of a Parliamentary caucus.  The house reconvenes for business in the second week of December.

In foreign news
 South African sprinter Oscar Pistorius has been cleared of murder over the killing of his model girlfriend.  

The judge handling the case in a Johannesburg court has ruled that prosecution failed to prove the 27 year old Olympic athlete killed his girlfriend Reeva Steenkamp deliberately at his home last February. 

However the court has not pronounced whether Pistorious is guilty of culpable homicide, a charge which takes into account his disability. 

The judge will announce tomorrow whether he is guilty of the charge - and a sentencing date will be announced thereafter.
