The Central bank has allocated 140 million US dollars to selected institutions as part of a government effort to stabilize prices in the market.  

The money will be distributed to the Ministries of Finance, Petroleum, Housing and Health, with allocations also being sent to Upper Nile, Unity and Jonglei states.  

Some of the money will also go to factories and the South Sudan Beverage company.

While announcing the release of the credit facility today, Central Bank Governor Kornelio Koriom Mayik said the money will be used for buying goods and fix infrastructure that was destroyed during the current conflict.

The government is calling on IGAD mediators to put pressure on the SPLM in the opposition to sign the roadmap to peace. 

The last round of negotiations adjourned two weeks ago without the opposition delegation signing the declaration for peace protocol. 

More in the following report with our reporter Reech Malual.

Reech’s report:

“In an interview with Radio Miraya, the President’s press secretary, Ateny Wek Ateny, said refusal of opposition leader Riek Machar to sign the road map protocol has an impact on the peace process. The protocol is a peace plan, committing both sides to a ceasefire, further detailing provisions of a proposed transitional government. Ateny says IGAD has not done enough to put pressure on the opposition to agree to the protocol.

“Riek up to now has not yet signed and we have not seen IGAD pressuring Riek to let him sign so let’s wait and see.  But Riek has to sign also on the road mad map, which the head of the states have signed, including Salva Kiir, so Riek has to sign because he has left his space empty.”

Ateny Wek Ateny says the government delegation leaves for Addis Ababa on Sunday. I am Reech Malual for Radio Miraya News.
Meanwhile the Presidential spokesperson, Ateny Wek Ateny, says President Salva Kiir has received a list of three names, to consider as replacements for the leader of the political parties delegation. 

Ateny says the names were submitted by the political parties for consideration, following divisions within their delegation over Lam Akol’s representation. 

Ateny: “The political parties have already agreed to exclude Lam Akol and they put the names of three people for the president to choose from one of them. So now it is up to the president to choose another person instead of Lam.”

However Lam Akol insists he still heads the political parties’ delegation. 

He says the names the President has received are from political party members interested in joining the government delegation. 

Akol: “Well, the president, of course, formed the government delegation. So if anybody wants to join the government delegation, it is up to him and the president. But we are talking of the delegation of the political parties. We are not talking about the government delegation. They want them to join the government delegation. They are requesting the president to have somebody in the government delegation. He has no authority to form the delegation of the political parties.”

Nine people, including a police officer have been killed in separate attacks in Rumbek, Lakes State. 

The County Chief inspector of Police, Mayoum Gop, says the police officer was shot dead at his home on Thursday night.  

Gop says the other victims were killed in an attack on a cattle camp and an ambush in Wulu, along the Rumbek-Cueibet road.

The police inspector says three suspects, including an SPLA soldier, have been arrested in connection with the killing of the police officer.  

Gop: “The police officer was killed at the hand of the SPLA soldiers and it seems that it was not conspiracy. There were just differences which resulted in his death. So from the cattle camp we have five people killed and four people are wounded. We have another accident on the main road to Cueibet. One of the students was killed on his way driving to Cueibet County. This morning again we got other information that a person was killed in the same place at Abear.”

More than 200 residents of Hai Kosti near Konyokonyo market in Juba are protesting their eviction from the area.

The residents who have been occupying the land since 1960 say the family of a traditional chief is claiming ownership of the land.

The residents blocked the road when a bulldozer was sent to raze the homesteads.  
“The chairman of Kosti area, Jada Ngijak, says the mayor’s office has promised to meet with the State Governor over the issue.  
Ngijak says they have been battling their eviction in court to no avail.  

Ngijak: “This person, the son of Seberino Louis doesn’t have a place here, Seberino doesn’t have a plot here. He is not a chief for this plac. He is chief for Tokimang. Their home has been at the Victor building. In 2007 he went to the Commissioner saying that the house of his father is here near the field. The house at Hi Neem, the government house, he wants it, so the commissioner gave him the house, his father’s house. So after they went with the chiefs children, they tricked the Commissioner and his name was added into the chiefs children. With the papers the Commissioner approved, they went to the Court. When we went to the Court we told the Court. They refused our documents and accepted theirs.”

The people of Abyei are in dire need of medicines and humanitarian supplies. 

Reports say the community is relying on only two doctors serving the hospital in Abyei town. 

The Secretary General for the Abyei Community in Juba, Mawien Balabek Chol, says the majority of cases reported are malaria and typhoid. 

Chol says the hospital has been renovated by the United States government, but does not have medical personnel. 

Floods caused by heavy rain have submerged gardens and homesteads in Fashoda County, Upper Nile State.  

The County Director of Agriculture, Kur Nydok Guwang, says the floods have brought farm work to a standstill.

Guwang: “In mid-August there was  heavy rainfall, hindering traffic for farmers from villages to agricultural land due to flooded roads and  agricultural areas. But currently rainfall has  dropped. Farmers fear the heavy water  could   

destroy crops.
The Western Bahr el Ghazal State Ministry of Education has been directed to introduce evening classes, as a way of encouraging people to go to school. 

The State’s Deputy Governor, Zakaria Joseph Garang, gave the directive, saying illiteracy is a sickness that must be dealt with in order to achieve development.  

Joseph: “Illiteracy is a big sickness among us in many communities, in many house, residential areas, in towns and villages, I say it is a sickness because it is with us and affects us, but we do not know how it is affecting us. Thus it needs concern, we should be concerned, and it is on this day that we remember that there is illiteracy, so that people know how to read and write. It is one of the policies of our government that we should work on illiteracy eradication so that we reduce the big number of illiterate. We want you, the students who have come here today, to be the messengers between the ministry of education and your families.”
The South Sudan Red Cross has organized an open day on hygiene and health promotion to take place in Wau tomorrow.

The day will include talks on good hygiene practices, songs, poetry and dramas at the Wau Cultural Theater.  

Activities will also include enrolment of more volunteers to join the Red Cross.  

The Director for the South Sudan Red Cross in Wau, Leon Arkangelo Umbafi, says the day is targeted at raising awareness about good hygiene practices.  

Arkangelo: “We want the community to protect themselves from health challenges, and we sensitize them as our priority, also the issue of water. Till now, most of our people are still drinking from stream water, which is not safe. We will try to sensitize them to drink from water-pumps and treat their water with available means. That is why tomorrow we have a program we want to present to the people. We call it open day in Wau Theatre. We will invite the citizens to attend, we will present what we are doing, and appeal to them that we need them to join the association as volunteers and help the association deliver more services to our community.”
In foreign news
Cuba is sending 165 health workers to help tackle the Ebola outbreak in West Africa. 

Media reports say doctors, nurses and infection control specialists will travel to Sierra Leone in October and stay for six months.

The announcement comes as the World Health Organization says new cases in West Africa are increasing faster than the capacity to manage them. 

More than 2,400 people have died from the virus in recent months and some 4,700 people have been infected. 
South African athlete Oscar Pistorius has been found guilty of culpable homicide after the judge found he killed his girlfriend by mistake.
The Judge said the athlete acted "negligently" when he fired shots through a toilet door, but in the "belief that there was an intruder".

She said the state had failed to prove he intended to kill Reeva Steenkamp.

Media reports say the judge allowed Pistorius to remain on bail ahead of sentencing, which is to take place on 13 October.

South Africa's prosecuting authority said it was "disappointed" Pistorius was not convicted of murder, but said it would wait until after sentencing to decide whether to appeal.
