Authorities in Rumbek, Lakes State, have announced a seven-day curfew, following an increase in insecurity. 

The restrictions are from 8 o’clock in the evening to 7 o’clock in the morning in the State Capital Rumbek. 

The acting State Minister for Information, Dhieu Wal, says movement during this time will be monitored by state security.  

Wal: “The Security Committee sat yesterday and then came out with resolutions that there will be a curfew that is started from yesterday the 14th and it will go for seven days. The reason for this is because of what you have heard about the killing of the son of the late Paramount Chief. Some people came to town trying to have revenge, but they did not do anything. So based on that the government decided that there should be a curfew for this time.” 

Meanwhile, four suspects have been arrested in connection with the murder of SPLA soldiers in Rumbek.  

One soldier was part of a group of six people killed in a road ambush in Cuibet last Friday, while three others were shot dead in Pachong over the weekend.  

Acting State Information Minister Dhieu Wal says security has been deployed to hunt down other suspects who are still at large.  

Wal: “The government has sent forces to Pachong to apprehend these culprits such that they are brought into book because it is very bad that you just kill anybody who is coming along the road. That thing is a very bad act. So this act is a barbaric act but the government is sending forces to hunt down these culprits. That is what we are doing now”.

At least 25 people are believed to have been killed in separate criminal attacks in Rumbek over the past seven days.

The government delegation and stakeholders are in Ethiopia, awaiting the resumption of peace talks.  

The IGAD-mediated talks are expected to resume today. 

The spokesperson of the government delegation says they are awaiting the arrival of the opposition delegation for the talks to start. 

Speaking from Ethiopia, Makuei said the venue has been shifted from Addis Ababa to Bahir Dar, 500 km north-northwest of Addis Ababa.

Makuei: “Yes, yesterday we were relocated to Bahir Dar and we are now in Bahir on Lake Tana.  The rebel’s delegation has not yet arrived and it is expected today. And it is thereafter that the mediators will give us the program and agenda for the talks.  So up to now we are not doing anything, we are waiting for the rebel’s delegation to arrive.  The stakeholders have arrived, with the exception of the former detainees. They have not yet arrived. They are also expected.  Their absence does not mean delaying work, as long as the rebels are here plus other stakeholders”. 

Both delegations face a 45-day deadline, expiring around the 15th of October, to agree on the formation of a transitional government 

Meanwhile, reports say SPLM-DC Chairperson Lam Akol has been barred from attending the talks amid divisions amongst the political parties’ over his representation. 

Media reports say Lam Akol insists he is still leader of the political parties’ stakeholder delegation.
The National Legislature has adopted the Declaration for Peace protocol signed recently in Addis Ababa.  

The adoption means the Legislative Assembly and the Council of States agree to the peace roadmap.  

Reech Malual is here with more

Reech’s story:
 The peace protocol is in essence a peace plan presented by IGAD envoys committing both sides to a ceasefire and further detailing provisions of a proposed transitional government. The document was signed by President Salva Kiir but not by the opposition. The protocol was presented by the chairperson of the house foreign affairs committee, Phillip Thon Leek. 

Thon: “The legislature appreciates the intergovernmental authority on development, IGAD, for endorsing the protocol. This indicates the genuineness and commitment of IGAD heads of states to bring peace in the republic of South Sudan.”  

Thon called on both delegations to the peace talks to adhere to a 45-day ultimatum to agree on a transitional government.  

Thon: “The time frame of 45 days is appropriate and should not be wasted in a similar way that the 60 days originally agreed upon were wasted. All parties should realize that the people of South Sudan are impatiently waiting for peace.”  

The development comes as peace talks are set to get underway in Ethiopia. In another development, the National Legislature has passed the Parliamentary Service bill in its first reading after the Council of States raised concerns about the legislation process last week.  The bill, outlining operations of the house, has been recommitted to the committee of member’s affairs in both houses.

Fire has broken out at the Bahr el Ghazal University in Western Bahr el Ghazal. 
The Vice Chancellor, Samson Wassara, says the fire burnt a store this morning, destroying more than 1,000 mattresses and hundreds of beds. 
Wassara says the students are away on holiday, and the university will reopen as scheduled in the next two weeks. 

The Vice Chancellor suspects the fire was started by an electric short circuit.  

Wassara: “This issue started around ten am. This place is a store for beds and mattresses. When students go on leave, we collect mattresses and beds and store them here for the next scholastic year. According to the information I have from the student affairs, is that we have about 1,400 mattresses burnt and a hundred beds burnt. There will be a meeting of deans to assess the level of damage and present a report to higher education … the opening of the university cannot be changed even if we say some students stay at home. We will work, and the scholastic year must be in its place”.

Training of more health workers has been made a priority, to address a growing need for medical personnel across the country.  

The Health Sciences Training Institute in Juba says it is looking to enroll more trainees to provide much needed health care. 
The Deputy Principal of the Institute, Charles Abe, says the personnel will supplement the efforts of doctors in hospitals and health centers. 
Abe says the institute has also lost many students to the conflict.

Abe: “The conflict has affected us in other ways because we had students from other states who were studying with us here. So for that reason some of them are not in the institute. Despite the crisis that has happened, we are still persisting in training. We are informing the public. If there are people who are competent, let them send them for the training so that we have enough medical personnel in our states, as well in our counties. Just by doing training every year, so that we can produce medical personnel who can assist the doctors. Because a doctor alone cannot be in the hospital without a clinical officer, in case the doctor is not there. Then the clinical officer may take some other duties. So it is important that we train more medical personnel to assist the doctor in charge of the other hospitals.”
Motorists with temporary number plates face a one-week deadline to re-register their vehicles.  

This is part of new traffic regulations announced by the Central Equatoria State traffic police department.  

The state acting director of traffic, Colonel Lual Lual, says the directive is to regulate motorists on the road. 

Lual: "We, of course, have issued these guidelines for cars that carry temporary number plates and said the owners of these vehicles should come and register so we know the best way to handle the matter. Because these cars sometimes spend three to four months and the others three years with these temporary number plates. What we observed is some of these vehicles do not come to get a license and some of  them sometimes change their temporary number plates during the daytime and in the  evening they get the normal license plates.  We reviewed our records and found that there are a lot of people have temporary plates. If we find someone with these temporary number plates arrested by our police, we'll open a police case against him because it is a violation."

The Catholic Diocese of Tombura Yambio, in Western Equatoria State, is preparing for the burial of its founder. 

Bishop Joseph Gasi Abangite died on Saturday at the age of 94, after a long illness.  Abangite is credited for his role in building the Church during the 20-year civil war and his advocacy for peace.  

The Bishop of the Tombura diocese, Hiboro Edward, says Abangite will be laid to rest in Yambio.

Joseph Gasi Abangite is also remembered for promoting education, having been instrumental in the opening of several schools in the State.  

He also once served as a teacher at Rumbek Secondary School in Lakes State.
Juba City Council has granted traders permission to continue operating in Konyo Konyo market until further notice.  
More than 100 traders protested their eviction last week, saying they have been on the plot since the 1970s.  
Alex Mathi is the Director for Kator Block, the area under which Konyo Konyo Market falls.  
Mathi says the relocation has been suspended as they screen the credentials of the private investor who purchased the land. 

Mathi: “The business people, mostly dealing in clay pots and mats, have welcomed the development, but say the iron sheets erected round the plot are making it difficult for their customers to see their products.” 

Voxpops:
“We are so frustrated. For five days nobody bought our pots. He has closed this place with iron sheets. Let him remove his iron sheets.

Yes the process is ongoing but no action. The fenced iron sheets are in place, and they say the process is in place. Like this, for us is not reality.

We cannot believe this place is not open. We cannot believe that we have been given this place. Up to this time since we came here the iron sheets are not removed.
We don’t know when they will open this place for us. This is what pains us. These days we do come but everywhere is fenced and nobody sees our pots. The buyers cannot see them.”
