The Headlines

The number of South Sudanese fleeing tensions in Moyo district on the Ugandan side of the border has risen from 170 to 2,000.

Kajo-Keji County Commissioner Henry Kala says more people crossed the border after fresh violence broke out last night. 

Kala: “The situation again has worsened; these people are burning houses as I speak. Seventeen houses are burnt and one church and our population coming now from Jalle and also Litoba has gone to 2,000 and they are still coming.  They are settled near a primary school in Jalle. You find these people are going back, collecting their luggage. It is really a misery to see small children running.” 

The violent protests erupted yesterday against the alleged harassment of a Ugandan official by South Sudanese.

Meanwhile, the Moyo district resident commissioner, John Abingwa, says efforts have been made to cool down the situation and restore harmony between the conflicting communities.

Abingwa: “Right now, authorities from Moyo are meeting with authorities from South Sudan to iron out all these problems. Otherwise, the police and army have tried to cool down the situation.  We are just waiting for what will be communicated from the meeting between the leaders of Moyo and the leaders of Kajo Keji.”

The South Sudan Workers Union has welcomed an order from the National Ministry of Labour, barring the employment of foreign nationals in key positions.  

The Union’s Secretary General, Vascola Michael, says the order will reduce levels of unemployment among nationals.  

Vascola says the order came as a result of several meetings between the Union and the Ministry to provide an opportunity for South Sudanese inside and outside the country to participate in the nation-building process.  

Vascola: "We as the Workers Union of South Sudan, we consider that order as an opportunity and  a big advantage for us as patriot workers. And this does not mean that there is a side of racism or discrimination for foreign labor. We will benefit from their abilities and competencies in some areas and sectors, but not in jobs that can be filled by local talented workers available. But those posts had been held and people were unable to communicate and compete in these jobs. We are keen to declare all the jobs and people directly can compete freely without discrimination or bias toward one of the workers or employees."

The Labour Ministry issued an order on Friday, giving all non-governmental organizations and private institutions one month to dismiss foreign nationals occupying key positions.  

According to the order, signed by the Minister, Ngor Kolong Ngor, the organizations have till the 15th of next month to hire competent South Sudanese nationals in the positions of executive director, personnel managers, human resource personnel, secretaries and public relations officers. 

 According to the order, the directive is meant to protect the rights and interests of the people of South Sudan.

The Governor of Unity State has announced changes to his government. 

Joseph Monytuil Wejang has dismissed the State Ministers of Labor, Physical infrastructure, Agriculture and Forestry and Youth Culture and Sports, naming replacements to all the positions.

The changes have also seen the dismissal of the commissioners of Panyijar, and Mayendit with the new replacements named as William Nyoun Jok and Kor Gatmai Garang respectively. 
Malual Nyok Mayot has been named the new State Secretary General.  

Governor Monytuil Wejang has also appointed two new advisors to serve in his office and six technical advisors to function in the Ministries of Education, Local government and Law enforcement, and Youth, Culture and Sports.  

The appointees include local musician Lam Tungwar Kweiguong.
More than 120 households have been displaced by floods in Rumbek East County, Lakes State.
The County Executive Director, Madit Malual, says gardens have been completely submerged in water and people are now sleeping in open spaces.

Malual says the floods were brought on by heavy rain.  He says his office has started an assessment of the 10 most affected villages. 
Malual: “The flood has overrun Buthokrou up to Adol , Kolyeth. All these areas have been overrun by the flood. Around Buthokrou, we have 125 households damaged, damaging houses and crops being cultivated. Now communities sleep without shelters, and even dura have been overrun by flood right now.”
We spoke with some of the affected people who told us their properties have been completely destroyed. 

Vox pops:
 “This flood has destroyed many, many houses and you have seen, we spend our night outside here. We sleep outside here, you have seen now. This small tent is put there for children to sleep in and we sleep down. Everything is outside because there is no place inside. The water occupied the houses. We are at risk but we pray for God to help us.”
 “Flood has destroyed our villages. Sixty tins of ground are damaged in my houses and houses have collapsed. Now there is no good life to us.“
“Our life is challenging. Mosquitoes attack us at night and we sleep in open places and rain disturbs also, and 60 feddans are standing in the water. And it is the same for my neighbors. Their houses are damaged and their conditions are the same to my conditions.”
Meanwhile discussions on the formation of a disaster management policy are underway in Northern Bahr el Ghazal State. 

Thirty participants drawn from Relief and Rehabilitation county offices across the state are meeting to discuss possible responses to disasters. 
The Acting Director General in the National Ministry of Humanitarian Affairs and Disaster Management, Alison Barnaba, explained to the participants the importance of having a policy in place. 

Barnaba: “We are here on a consultation meeting with the people concerned. People have been affected by hazards, as you all know. Even yesterday we saw some areas which are already affected by floods. And that is the purpose we have come to identify together with you -- what types of hazards are in our areas. Together with you to discuss what can we do, together with you to come up with one point or two or three as our priorities. That is why we are here today and tomorrow and we will have a short field visit to the nearby area to see some samples. Then we will all put out our voices as one people, one nation, to build our nation.”

The Minister of Cabinet Affairs has blamed poor engineering and lack of supervision for the bad condition of roads in Juba. 

Several roads in the national capital have deep potholes and are impassable for motorists.  

Commenting on the damaged section along airport road, Martin Elia Lomuro questioned the quality and the standard of the companies building roads in Juba. 

He says the ministry of roads has submitted a plan of reconstruction for the damaged part.

Lomuro: “All of us have seen it and we all feel terrible about it. But this all comes back to the standard of the companies that contract to do these roads. This road is hardly a year and is already witnessing this damage. You know, one has to ask what sort of engineering was done who was supervising this company to meet certain standards. That brings us to the question of performance, which I think by and large has not been taken care of in a way one would have like to do. If we are paying all this amount of money for roads and these roads get damaged in less than a year then you have question marks all over the place. That goes just much deeper than this road and we apologize. You know, it’s taken long for us to get it done but I can assure you that the minister is taking care of it.”
Displaced persons seeking safety at the UN Protection of Civilians site in Malakal, Upper Nile State, have been urged to return to their homes.
The head of the state security committee, also acting Governor, Awer Agany, says the security situation in Malakal town has significantly improved. 
Agany says traders have reopened their businesses and the state will provide security for those who voluntarily leave the UN camp.
Agany: If there’s something we forgot, just tell us and we will do it. For security  and  safety is the responsibility of  the  government and we will provide essential  services such  as water, security, schools, roads,  hospitals and the rest. We will do all this. What about your houses, who will clean them? It’s your work to come and cut the grass in your compound. It is not government’s work. Therefore, instead of staying in UNMISS, take this opportunity and go back home and we will provide full security for you.”
Currently there are more than 17,000 IDPs seeking safety at the UN Protection of Civilians site in Malakal.
As part of activities in the run up to the International Day of Peace, a group of youths has launched a 10-day peace campaign to support the peace process.  

The youth under the umbrella advocacy group “the Initiative for Peace communication Association” will use music, public dialogue and activism to stress the importance of peace.  T

The chairperson of the association, Wani Stephen, explains more about their public campaign. 

Stephen: “Of the tools that we proposed, one is radio advocacy to develop materials that can be given to individual during this campaign. And then they read about it. To reach peace you need to teach peace. You see those materials have a very educative and informative kind of information materials. So these materials will be distributed because one of the aspects which we have is a peace exhibition. In this peace exhibition, we shall have artists who will really be engaging in singing and … communicating the peace message.”

The International Day for Peace will be commemorated this Sunday 21st of September, under the theme the ‘Right of Peoples to Peace’.

In regional news
The intensity of the ongoing conflict in Darfur has reduced in recent months, but the number of people who are fleeing their homes has increased.
The UN estimates that some 385,000 people have been displaced by the conflict between the Government of Sudan and armed movements in Darfur since the start of 2014.
The African Union-United Nations Mission in Darfur, UNAMID has also reported an upsurge in criminality.
The SPLM-North, Justice and Equality Movement the Sudan Liberation Movement of Abdel Wahid al-Nur and the Sudan Liberation Movement-SLM of Minni Minawi earlier this month agreed to participate in a peace dialogue.
And in sports, Samuel Pawon is here to update us on local and International events. 

Pawon’s report: “Starting with the Division One football tournament, Talanga FC beat Rabita 2-1 at Juba Stadium on Monday evening.  In Wau, El Feil FC defeated Nile team 1-nil, and Etihad and Ahli ended their match in a goalless draw. Still in Wau, the Black Scorpions beat Kalavario FC 2-1 and Taharir and Khor Mudir ended their match in a 2 all draw. In today’s matches, Malakeia FC takes on Hilal team in Juba while el Fahal is up against Gazala FC at Wau Stadium.  

Onto regional sports
The Confederation of African Football has disqualified Benin from the African Under-17 football championship for fielding four overage players in their tie against Mali. The ruling from the regional football governing body means Mali moves on to face Tunisia in the final qualification round.  Benin is also suspended from competing in under-20 and under-23 competitions for the next two years.  It is the second time this year that CAF has punished nations for using overage players after The Gambia was disqualified from the African under-20 qualifying in April.
