Fresh attacks between the SPLA and the opposition have been reported in Renk County, Upper Nile State.  

Army spokesperson Col Phillip Aguer says opposition forces attacked their positions in Gogibar, North East of Renk town.  

Aguer: “The forces of Riak Machar  launched an attack  in Gungibar at  7 pm. The forces, a battalion, withdrew after sustaining opposition fire from Dugdug area, but the SPLA forces are monitoring the Riak Machar forces’ movements. The opposition forces announced that they will not respect the cease fire in Unity, Jonglei and Upper Nile”.

                

Spokesperson of the opposition military wing, Brig Lul Ruai Koang denies knowledge of the incident. 

Ruai: “No I have no information, I have no information at all whatsoever, thank you, I will let you know.”

Meanwhile, the commissioner of Renk County, Lual Deng Chul, confirms the attacks.  Deng Chul says houses were destroyed in the Amalous area, forcing populations to flee. 

Chul: “At 7 pm yesterday they attacked Gungibar and burned house and looted property, forcing people to run away. Today at eight am they attacked Amadlous and displaced residents. They also created destruction this morning in the farmers known as Balkino Nine or eight houses a day before yesterday. This morning at eight am they attacked Amabous and are occupying it now. They completely destroyed the area, burning it, and now they are moving to Dugdug and Jarabna and possibly they can reach Halka which is on their way.”

Four people have been arrested in connection with tribal clashes in Tony North County, Warrap State. 

Tuesday’s clashes were sparked off when a man and a young lady from different clans got engaged.  

It follows similar clashes that left more than 40 people dead in Tonjy East last week.  

Warrap State Information Minister Paul Dhel Gum says several people were injured. He says security intervened and calm has now been restored. 

North: “Unfortunately, in Tonj North there was also a similar incident on the 15th, whereby the two sections fought over the issue of the girl and resulted to the use of arms. Thank God enough we have not received any dead cases. We have received five wounded people from that incident and immediately the commissioner and police forces intervened and disengaged the two fighting sections and now the police have started investigations and situation is under control. It is calm. We have confirmed four arrested but still the police are trying to find out where youth are hiding.”

Meanwhile, calm has also returned to Tonjy East, as authorities continue to investigate last week’s violence.

Information Minister Dhel Gum says 27 pastoralists are being held for investigation, in addition to 19 suspects detained earlier.

East: “In Tonj East, we have 27 youth now under the police and they are subject for investigation. Some may be innocent and some may be guilty. Those found guilty will be taken to court. So far after the intervention in Tonjy East, the situation remains calm and our people have accepted to come back to normal living together side by side.”

More than 200 women have held a peaceful procession in Juba, ahead of the International Day of Peace on Sunday.

The ladies, dressed in black and carrying peace placards, marched from Buluk Primary School to the Garang mausoleum calling for an end to killing and destruction.  

The group included women from the civil society the grassroots Women Network for Peace.  

Their chairperson, Jane Gordon Sworo, says they wore black to mourn their children who have died in the conflict.

The Governor of Western Bahr el Ghazal has responded to a ruling by the Speaker in the state Legislative Assembly, directing for the reinstatement of former chairpersons of the house committees. 

Speaker Andrea Mayar Acho on Monday ruled that the appointment of the new chairpersons by the Governor was not done legally.  

Acho also called for more Independence in the passing of the Assembly budget and for the respect of a vote of no confidence passed against the state Minister of Finance.  

Governor Rizik Zakaria Hassan has presented before journalists in Wau documents to support the committee appointments and has also rejected calls for the dismissal of the Finance Minister. 

Zakaria: “The statement made to you during the press conference; we said we have to come and respond that the budget of the Assembly should be independent. This will not happen at the level of the state unless the legislature has to go and struggle with the national Ministry of Finance to have an independent budget. Number two, the Minister of Finance should be removed. It means the speaker is not convinced of the work of the Council of States. The Council of States has resolved the issue of the Minister of Finance and other issues. Number three, the interference of the Governor in the assembly. The Governor’s interference in the Assembly is limited, only if there is instability, the issue of security … I do not know where is the insecurity.”

The Governor has called for more cooperation between the state executive and legislature.

The Governor of Central Equatoria State, Clement Wani Konga, has issued an order directing busses to stop parking at the Customs Parking yard with immediate effect.  

The order directs the busses to transfer to Gumbo Bus Park, leaving customs for taxis plying routes within Juba.

The Ministry of Physical Infrastructure and authorities of Juba City Council, including the state Police Commissioner, have been directed to implement the order. 
The National Football Federation says it is ready to leave the Simba grounds in Juba.

This follows an order by the Central Equatoria State Governor directing for the land to be handed over to the Ministry of Defence. 

The association was allocated an alternative plot at Mobil in Northern Bari Payam, still within Juba.  

The President of the National Football Federation, Chabur Guage Alei, says they will respect the order.  

Alei: “Actually, our reaction is normally for us. We don’t have anything to say because this is a decision made by the government and our project is a project for South Sudan. I think also the government will allocate another land and I think this alternative we need to see as possible because we need to inform FIFA and CAF that the venue is changed and also I have to report today to in Addis Ababa to the president of CAF, Dr. Issa Haiatu. I think in same degree that the venue should be north Baria, that area called Mobil.”        

The President of the Confederation of African Football Association, Issa Haiatu, laid a foundation stone on the land in Simba grounds last year for the construction of the headquarters of the football association.

In foreign news
A South African rescue team has flown to Nigeria to help locate missing South Africans believed to have been inside a church hostel when it collapsed last week in Lagos.

The team will be able to sign death certificates and check that survivors are getting adequate treatment.

Media reports say of the 70 confirmed deaths at least 67 were from South Africa.

They had gone to Nigeria to attend a gathering organized by a famous Nigerian TV evangelist.
And in sports
Teams taking part in the upcoming inter-schools sports tournament are asking for the competitions to be postponed to after the rainy season. 
The teams from Warrap and Northern Bahr el Ghazal are concerned that the bad roads would make it difficult for them to reach the venue in Yambio, Western Equatoria State.  
Western Bahr el Ghazal State Education Minister Michael Dut Chan says the section from Wau to Yambio has been badly affected by the rains. 

Chan: “The issue of the road from Wau to Yambio in this rainy season, which is almost ending, is really too bad, but we say if the competition starts at the proposed time, we will do our best to reach Yambio and all states who are complaining they will use same road. What I know before extending of this competition is states like Warrap and Northern Bahr el Ghazal will come to Wau. Then the three states will travel to Yambio together. But if the competition is extended once to the end of the rainy season, that will be very fine.

The national Ministry of Sports announced the games will take place at the end of this month, but has not yet set a date.
