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Good afternoon. It’s 1pm and this is the Radio Miraya news with Susan Dokolo. 
The headlines: 
· Inspector General of Police in Uganda to follow up on Moyo border violence

Inspector General of Police (IGP) Lt. Gen. Pieng Deng Kuol is in Kampala to meet with his Ugandan counterpart on how best to handle security arrangements along the Kajo-Keji - Moyo border.  

Moyo district was the scene of violence last week when the neighboring Madi and Kuku communities clashed, claiming the lives of at least seven people and displacing up to 2000 others.  

Police spokesperson Col. Monday Enoka tells Radio Miraya the IGP will return with a full report. 

Col. Monday Enoka: “As I speak, the Inspector General of Police is on the ground with his counterpart, the Inspector General of Police of Uganda. The situation has been contained. They are working now on modalities that will prevent this kind of conflict from happening again. We expect the Inspector General this afternoon with the details. As you know, there was conflict and there was loss of life and properties so we will hear all the details when the Inspector General comes back with full report.”
The latest food security report indicates a slight improvement in food security levels across the country.  

Last month, humanitarian organizations had warned of a looming famine expected early next year.

“According to the latest food security report released by the UN Food and Agricultural Organization (FAO), food security across the country begun improving in August and September and is expected to continue on a positive trend through December 2014. FAO says humanitarian assistance has helped pull 2 million people back from the brink of famine and severe food insecurity. Normal rainfall, good crop planting and the start of the green harvest in late August have also had a positive effect. The report however warns that due to displacement, planting in Greater Upper Nile has been reduced, which will impact overall cereal production and lead to faster stock depletion. The report describes the improvement as a ‘slight window of opportunity’ to mitigate a large-scale humanitarian emergency, further stressing that although there are improvements, the situation is much worse compared to a typical year at harvest time. It estimates that 1.5 million people are projected to remain in crisis and emergency food security levels through December.  One thirds of the affected population is from Greater Upper Nile. I am Sworo Charles Elisha for Radio Miraya News”. 

International medical emergency group, MEDAIR, is scaling back activities in Renk County, Upper Nile State. 

The organization says the renewed fighting between government and opposition forces is putting the lives of their staff at risk. 

As a result, the organization has withdrawn 14 staff to Juba and is redeploying the 80 remaining staff to different parts of the county.  

MEDAIR Communications Officer, Wendy VanAmerongen says the charity group will continue operations, but will only offer the most critical services.
Wendy VanAmerongen: “With the reduction of our staff, we can only give the most critical help. We really ask for safe access to be granted so that we can upscale our staff again because the lives of thousands of innocent people are in danger if we cannot upscale. We are not pulling out of Renk.  I can tell you that we treat hundreds of people a day – that is what MEDAIR does. We are an emergency response agency so we respond when there is insecurity and we respond to it.”
The Sudan People’s Liberation Movement (SPLM) party has confirmed its national convention is scheduled to take place in January next year. 

 The party’s acting Secretary General Ann Itto says registration for the conference will be held from boma level next month.  

Itto tells Radio Miraya the January 2015 conference is expected to convene party members to hold elections for the party leadership and approve party documents.

Anne Itto: “It is a national convention which starts from reorganization of the SPLM from the boma levels. As in any convention, and as I had already told you, the convention is a time where we, number one elect our leaders, and number two pass our basic document.”

Three people, including a foreign national, have been killed in a shootout at a police station in Wulu County, Lakes State. 

A suspect who was chained in the station was also shot dead, when operation police opened fire inside the police station.  

Wulu County Commissioner Akol Muorwel says six people were wounded and two operation police personnel have been arrested in connection with the incident. He explains what happened. 

Akol Muorwel: “There was heavy rain and some people in cars ran to the police station, where that was a suspect in chains. The fighting started and there was firing from the operational police. The shooting left three people dead, including the sergeant in charge of night duty. The suspect in chains was also killed.”
The County Commissioner says investigations are underway to establish the cause of the shooting. 

Akol Muorwel: “According to information coming to me, it was an incident at night. The first information I got was that there was a soldier mutiny and they were shooting. There was also other information that a rifle was being tested, so I asked what rifle could be tested at night. In the morning it appeared that three people were killed and six operations police personnel wounded. They also claim the suspect who was shot had grabbed a gun and shot people. So now an investigation is going on and the real cause will be established. The operation forces were the part of forces that came from Juba to quell down insecurity in Lakes State”.  

Still in Lakes State, the people of Cuiebet County are calling on state authorities to provide them with more protection while in Rumbek town.  

Students, traders and county officials commuting from Cuiebet to Rumbek have been sleeping at the police headquarters in Rumbek town, since five people were killed in ambush last week, at a place called Mayath, along the Cuiebet-Rumbek road.  

Joseph Maker Mathiang, a former Member of Parliament and elder of the Cuiebet community says his people are living in fear of revenge attacks.

Joseph Maker Mathiang: “It was not intended – it was when there was random shooting in the town and it was found out that those who had been killed were from Cueibet. That is why they gathered themselves from the prison, police, wildlife and normal citizens. They came here for rescue. They are here for safety because if they go back to their normal houses or places they will still be hunted. I hope if there are proper security arrangements so that people can remain together as they were before.”
Moses Mading is a student from Cuiebet.  He says the situation is worrying.

Moses Mading: “There is a strong need for the government to take the force there especially at Abear, it is a collective problem to all of us. The government needs to take care of this road where lots of lives have been lost. Actually, the situation is alarming as all the people are afraid, especially these students from Cueibet. All the roads leading to Cueibet are being ambushed by these gangs.”
Lack of funds has been identified as the major challenge facing State Legislative Assemblies across the country.  

At the second day of the speakers’ forum in Juba, Speakers of the various state assemblies have also noted interference of the executive in the work of the legislature. 

The chairperson of the Information Committee in the National Legislative assembly, Thomas Wani Kundu, says they are expected to come up with viable solutions at the end of the three-day forum. 

Thomas Wani Kundu: “It has brought the legislators from the two levels to share experiences and challenges. During deliberation, there are commonalities and experiences that all of them face. I am sure the forum will come out with resolutions, which if implemented, will be for the betterment of this nation in terms of services delivery, security and devolvement.”  

The speakers’ forum is being attended by speakers from all the ten states, National Legislative Assembly and the Council of States. It concludes today (Wednesday).
And, more than 120 world leaders gathered at the UN headquarters in New York have pledged to reduce the effects of climate change at the World’s biggest climate summit. 

France and the European Union were the biggest donors, pledging five billion US dollars to help nations fighting the impact of climate change, while China, the world’s largest emitter of carbon dioxide pledged five million US dollars.   

Commitments were also made by the worldwide financial sector to mobilize 200 billion dollars for climate change mitigation in developing countries.

There was also a commitment to halve deforestation by 2020 and eradicate it fully the following decade.

UN Secretary General Ban Ki-moon described the summit as a success. 
Ban Ki-moon: “Today was a great day – a historic day. Never before have so many leaders gathered to commit to action on climate change. Let us look back on today as the day we decided – as a human family – to put our house in order to make it liveable for future generations.”
The summit comes ahead of global climate conference in Paris next year, where it's hoped nations will agree a binding climate deal.
